LOBSTER AND BUFFALO 

Both Destined To Become Extinct. 

! "Avarice is 'the prime cause .of the 
passing of the lobster. Years ago 
they_ were numerous along the New 
Jersey and Long Island shores: but 
they have been gradually fished out, 
until now the supply that reaches the 
New York and Boston markets. Is very 
largely caught in Canadian waters," 
says an interesting" article in Appletons 
Magazine. "Canada Is much wiser 
than the United States in protecting 
Its fisheries. Up to w'lth'in "ten'or fif­
teen years ago Maine furnished a' very 
large portion of the lobsters that the 
New York market demanded"; but to­
day praotlcally "none leave the Pine 
Tree State for New-York; and nearly 
all the canning factories that dotted 
the coast a few years ago have closed 
on account of inability to secure lob­
sters. Wholesale and fancy grocers 
do not quote canned lobsters In their 
price lists, because of the uncertainty 
of the supply. 

"Most of the lobstermen pay not the 
slinghtest heed to the law, .They 
catch and market undersized lobsters; 
some only seven or eight Inches long, 
veritable babies; and when they And 
a "seed' lobster (a female ,hv spawn, 
with the eggs incrusted on the under 
side of the shell) In one of their pots, 
instead of returning it to the water, 
as both ' the law. and common sense 
demands, they throw It In with the 
rest of the catch. 

"The Maine law prohibits the catch 
Ing or having In one's possession a 
lobster under ten and one-half Inches 
In length; but such laws do not exist 
in other states; consequently, if a fish 
er'man'or-" "a"dealer succeeds In getting 
his lobsters safely over the state line, 
he Is practically safe; 

"At Irregular Intervals a'. tour of 
Inspection is made by the Maine fish 
wardens. These tours are of the com 
1c opera variety, and suggest a brass 
band poolroom raid in New York. 
They-are-usually privately announced 
in advance, and all the lobstermen on 
-the coast are 'tipped off' by telephone, 
or by men on horseback or in sail­
boats. Consequently lobsters of Me? 
gal length are rarely found. J 

. "Recently—the Massachusetts State 
Board of Fish and Game Commission­
ers, in the course of its report, said: 

" "The commercial extinction of the 
lobster is as sure to result as day Is to 
follow night. In 13 years there has 
been a decrease of more than 66 per 
cent In the catch of lobsters.*"

Bamage to the extend of many-thqu 
sands of dollars has been done" lh the 
cities and towns throughout New York 
State by a reeent series of windstorms 
that have swept over almost every re­
gion, particularly the southern tier. 
Reports which reached the headquar­
ters of the Empire State Gas and Elec­
tric Association-in New York city to­
day show that many" miles of lighting 
clreuits have been torn to the ground 
by savage squalls since the first of the 
month. In many'localities Such havoc 
has been wrought by the freakish' 
force of the iwind that emergency gang 
of linemen have been pressed Into con­
stant service, day and night, for many 
days. 

While the lighting men, of the up­
state region are just preparing them­
selves for the constant emergency 
measures which the opening season of 
thunderstorms and sudden darkness 
always necessitates, their resources 
•have been taxed to the limit by this 
unseasonable outburst of violent wind 
storms. In' many cases the sport of 
a fifteen minute gale has called for 
the labor 'o f setting up In a night, 
lighting circuits, which it took months 
to erect.' A t a few minutes notice it 
has become necessary in many places 
to rouse and set to work in the teeth 
of the storm-every available man with 
In call.

In a fog at sea the t o l t o f a bell 

buoy Is singularly grave and solemn, 
well matched by the weird note of a 
whistling buoy. Unfortunately the 
value or both Is lessened ln foggy 
weather from there being but little 
motion of the sea.

"We have had but two -wars since 
what the world is pleased to call our

The plans for the bridge over the 
waters of Hell Gate show a steel arch 
span of 1000 feet .between abutments. 
Tliese abutments are monumental 
stone towers, dividing the arch bridge 
proper from the steel voaducts that 
approach I t Granite at the base, 
molded concrete above, the towers will 
r ise to a height, of S00 feet and will 
contain rooms needed for railroad op­
eration. The tracks themselves wili 
be 140._feet_abpve_the water, passing 
through the steel arches that rise 150 
feet higher. Some of the steel mem­
bers will be nine feet In diameter and' 
weigh 130 tons each. 

Th'ls will be the longest and .heavi­
est steel bridge In the world. Eighty 
thousand tons of steel will be used in 
its construction. It will carry four 
railroad tracks. Imbedded In stone 
ballast, so as to render the structure 
noiseless. 

The carrying capacity of the bridge 
will be twenty times greater than that 
of the Brooklyn Bridge, or equal to 
four lines of fne heaviest freigh loco­
motives. About three years will be 
necessary for Its completion. "̂  

Of the four tracks which' it will car 
ry, two will be for passenger and two 
for freight. The passenger tracks, by 
way of a cut-off in Queens county, will 
connect,with the tunnels of the Penn­
sylvania Railroad and its centra sta­
tion at Thirty-third street and Seventh 
avenue, Manhattan, and with the Long 
Island Railroad and its seashore re-
aorta aond city stations; and oil of 
these lines will connect with the New 
Xork, New Haven & Hartford and 
other New. England lines.
