MAKING THINGS DO. 

Willing Sacrifices People Will Make In 
Time of War. 

Not the only heroes of war were 
those who/bore the musket and sword. 
The women and children who stayed 
at home and kept- up heart in spite of 
the privatious of siege are., to be num­
bered among the valiant. A glimpse 
of some of the southern domestic econ­
omies during the civil war is given by 
Miss M-. .!.-Walsh in her personal rec­
ollection*, printed by the Mississippi 
Historical society: 

Among the glorious achievements of 
that time the makeshifts nt home de­
serve recognition, for they represent 
ingenuity and willing .-sacrifice. As 
various articles gave out substitutes 
were found. If no substitute could be 
invented for an article we simply did 
without. ' ' • ... 

Coffee, the southerners' dally bever­
age, was manufactured from parched 
corn, hni'nt corn bread, ev« i burnt 
molasses. Sweet potatoes cut into 
.small squares, dried, .parched and 
ground were also iiseil. The stimulat­
ing effect was lucking, but i t-was al l 
the better for our nerves. For tea, 
young raspberry leaves dried were 
used. 

Sugar was a serious problem, and 
molasses was as precious as sugar. 

"What shall we do when the present 
supply of Louisiana, molasses gives 
out?" wus a burning question, and the 
only auswer was. "Do without." 

Grits were eaten for rice. When 
we wanted soda we swept the fireplace 
eleau and burned corncobs. ~ . 

Mustard and pepper were made" of 
home grown products. ,Snlt was cost­
ly. Every bit was shaken off dry 
pork and used. All brine was boiled 
down and dried. Still the supply grew 
lower and lflwer. Some one discovered 
that the dirt floors of the old smoke­
houses were saltTMines, so to speak, 
t h e dirt was put in hoppers nnd ran 
down, the briue boiled and dried. 

All new cloth had to be manufactur­
ed at home from raw material. The 
dyestuffs'were made from roots, bark, 
walnuts imd.indlgo. 

Shoes were rough affairs made from 
the hides of beeves, cured by the ne­
groes. Buttons were made of coarse 

•fthrcad of persimmon seeds. Caps were 
cut out of cloth and hats plaited from 
palmetto. 

Letters were written on the blank 
Reaves of honks, the wrong side of wall 
scraps or- old envelopes turned and 
pasted together. 

Peculiar Vienna Custom. 
The Viennese take their pleasures 

as regularly as tbey do their meals, 
but tbey do uot neglect business or 
keep lnte hours. One thing perhaps 
which helps to keep the young Viennese 
of moderate means and economical 
inind regular in his evening hours is 
the fact that ire muKt.pay to get Into 
h is own rooms after 10 o'clock. Vien­
na la oue vast system of apartment 
bouses, and a house master is in 
charge of each one.. At 10 o'clock he 
locks the front door, and any one de­
siring to get in after that hour must 
pay for admittance, and the old resi­
dent baa no more right to a key than 
the ephemeral lodger.—London Graph­
ic. . •

In fruit trees annual growths of threi 
feet or more may be beaded Ju.'particu 
larly If the trees are close togethei 
and It Is necessary to reduce the size 
of bead. This operation is necessary 
only with young and, unfruitful trees, 
as a rule. 

In general, the matter of heading i n 
resolves Itself'into a question of per-., 
sonal ideals. If the owner wants • ' 
thick topped and round beaded tree, 
beading in ia necessary. If be wants 
a free growing, open centered tree, 
heading In should be avoided except, 
perhaps, while the tree Is very young. 

Tb« foregoing general view of head­
ing in is presented by Bailey in bis 
"Pinning Book," where he give* the 
following concrete example—the' case 
of a Kleffer pear tree—as shown in the 
diagram: 

TnlB is two years, s e t When planted 
it was a mere whip. The first season 
It sent out four very strong lateral 
branches. At the end of that season 
the g r o w t h s 
were set back 
h a l f t h e i r 
length. Tneaecr, 
ond season two 
to four shoots 
started f r o m 
near, the top of 
each shortened 
branch. If a 
similar t r e a t ­
ment be given 
at the end of 
the second year 
still other later­
al growths will 
arise the fol­
lowing year ond 
the trees will 
have far too 
many branches. 
T h r e e things 
c a n n o w " be 
done—the exist-
i n g branches 
may be' beaded, 
in. as represent-

'ed 'by the two 
long lines; some

away bodily, as shown by. the several 
short bars; the treatment may be a 
combination"of these two. 

One thinn is clear, the tree now has 
too. many branches .for its size, and 
some of them (say half of the second­
ary onesi shonld be cut away: Wheth­
er any further heading in shall lie done 
Is a local' qpestlon. If the tree is mak­
ing ii growth of three feet or more 
heading in-would, probably be advisa­
ble. Tills lieiidlug in tends to'make the 
branches thick and stocky, thereby en­
abling them to support the forthcoming 
crops of fruit. As the tree approaches 
niaturlty heading in may be- less fre­
quent and less severe and .It may 
eventually cease. 

To every one who contemplates the 
cutting back of trees It should be said 
that heading In necessitates more 
pruning in the interior of the top. 

This is particularly, true of early 
summer pruning, -which often causes 
new lateral growths to become so nu­
merous as to be \ery troublesome, as. 
for example, in summer pruning of 
grapes. 

The writer, then, believes in heading 
in vigorous young fruit trees of very 
strong growing varieties for the "pur­
pose of inducing .a: stockier grftwtk'of 
the branches and of promoting the 
early branching of the ntaln or ^caft'old 
limbs. As the tree increases in age the 
heading in should be less and 'less'and 
should generally cease when full bear-
lng arrives. If the mature tree grows 
too rapidly the fundamental corrective 
is to withhold tillage gr manure.

TRAIL 

Thrilling Experience With Redskins 
and a Remarkable Escape. 

Hundreds of interesting aiid" thrilling 
incidents are told of life ou the Santa 
Fe trail in the early days. Beceutly 
thiroievehmd Elalu Dealer contained 

.an article concerning a driver on the 
atage between Leavenworth and Dodge 
City many years ago, James Bash-
ford Scott whd relates a number of 
thrilling experiences. One of the, most 
startling of Scott's experiences occur­
red in March, 1852. This is the story 
as he tells It:. 

"I left Fort Leavenworth one morn­
ing with a party of ten men and sev­
eral hundred dollars in the stage. Tbe 
horses were in excellent condition, and 
we covered the first twenty miles' from 
tbe fort iu less.than two hours. We 
were milking good across tbe plains 
when a roving band of Comancbes 
came into sight. I knew that It meant 
fight and I prepared tbe occupants of 
the stage for the encounter. They were 
nearly nil army officers, and, although 
they realized that their lives were at 
stake, not one of them showed the 
slightest sign of fear. They calmly 
loaded their revolvers and wsited for 
tbe attack. I left my seat and took my 
stand ltetween the horses: Tbe Indians 
were about fifty in number, and we 
knew that i t probably meant death for 
us all. Still we determined to sell our 
lives as dearly as possible, and w e did 
not fire until the band had closed Iu 
upon us. : 

"At least eight of the redskins fell 
from their horses at the first volley, 
but they were too many for us, and one 
by" one the members of our party were 
killed. I received two bullets in the 
fleshy part of my arm, but kept on 
firing until I was struck down from 
behind. I beard one of the officers say, 
'There goes Scotty,* and I remembered 
no more,. 

"When I came to, I was on a cot in 
the hospital at Fort Leavenworth. The 
doctor told me I had s ix bullet wounds 
and in addition had been scalped. It 
seems that n detachment of soldiers 
had tome upon the'looted sjage the day 
after the attack. The ten men were 
dead, scalped, all of them', but by some, 
strange play of fate' I was still alive. 
They hurried me to Fort Leavenworth, 
where I was given the best medical 
cate, and after several weeks my 
'wounds healed. -So far as 1 know, I 
am the only man who" has survived the 
scalping knife."—Kansas "City Journal^
