j3ucli an piKhaiitlns garden, where) 
the owner may watch the lilies unfold 
their beautiful petals, may be simply 
made of half a barrel or a tub, as 
Bbown hi the cut. or. hotter, three or 
four such barrels or tubs placed to­
gether and sunk into the earth. Taw 
apace between the tubs may be used 
for a rockery, aud ' tile edges may He 
hidden with moss. Tlie little umbrella 
plant, the rnlnmus, many of the wihl 
growing sedges and the wild arrow 
head ore nil very desirable plaots to bo 
placed along tlie border of the tubs to 
hide their artificial shape. 

Tlie tubs should be linlt filled with 
totted vegetable material from bogs or 
pond* or with good loam with one-
third well decayed cow manure. Place 
several inches of snnd on top of thte 
and fill the remainder with water. 
There are Imtli tender and liardy oyTh-
pliuens. aiul the latter are especially 
doslrnlile for tub giiwing. for they 
bloom freely In shallow basins. TUero 
are day lilnnmlng and nlgbt blooming 
lilies. One Illy plant to each tub la 
sufficient In addition to the border 
plants. The water hyacinth* float 
upon the surface of the water wtthont 
root hold, and a mass of them, with 
their beautiful light blue flowers, aonaev 
times rival orchids with rich marking*) 

• and delicacy of color. 
. Tender nyropbaeas' roots must bo 
stored In a cellar or greenhouse at a 
temperature of not less than CO de­
grees, and the Hardy roots should Ii» 
well covered with straw If left In tha 
small tubs during the winter. It to 
safer, however, to empty the water and 
place the roots In the cellar. 

Belated Grafting. 
It la not generally known, yet there 

to very good authority for this little 
Set-ret of garden craft, that the longer 
aclens can be retarded the more cer­
tainty there is of success tn grafting. 
The near tree to be grafted may push. 
Into leaf in May, but if cuttings made 
In the winter can be kept green with­
out sprouting till June or later the 
grafting may not be done till then, and 
.the unsprouted cuttings used as grafts 
STOW with surprising success. Tha au-
jtnor of this bit of information has 
fknowu some of these to be successfnt-
Jy grafted even at the end of July. 

The Roe* Bed. 
The surface of the rose bed should 

be raked off evenly. Frequent stirring 
of the surfnee with a rake Is all that la 
necessary until the bnds begin to de­
velop. Then a half gallon of weak 
manure water can be profitably given 
each plant weekly. Just liefore a show­
er If possible, and this continued until 
the season of bloorn Is over, after 
which a top dressing of wood ashes 
will materially help in the growth of 
.new wood for the ensuing year.
