Every one recognises the charm of a 
pool of .water In which there are a 
few goldnah. Add to this pool a few 
water lilies, scientifically known aa 
nympliaeag; a few water Uyaclntna for

the border and a plant or two of par­
rot's feather, nod a transformation of 
Increased delight will be wrought. 

Such an enchanting garden, where) 
.the_owner_ umy watch the lilies nnfold 
their beatitifnl |>etals. may be simply 
made of half u barrel or a tub, aa 
shown In the cut. or, better, tbree or 
four such barrels or tuba placed to­
gether and sunk Into the earth. TB«r 
space between the tubs njay be used 
for a rockery, and the edges may Bo 
bidden with moss. The little umbrella 
plant, the cntnnius, many of the wild 
growing sedges and the wild arrow 
bead hrc all very desirable plants to bo 
placed along tbe bonier of the tuba to 
hide their nrtlflclal shape. 

The tubs should be half filled with 
rotted vegetable material from bogs Or 
pouils or with good loam with one-
third well decayed cow manure. Place 
several inches of flftnd on t«»p of thisi 
and fill the remainder with water. 
There are both tender and hardy nym-
phuens, and the latter are especially 
desirable for tub growing, for they 
bloom freely In shallow basins. There 
are day blooming and nlgbt blooming 
ttlies. One lily plant to each tub Is 
sufficient In addition to the border 

[.plants. The water hyacinth* Boot 
(.upon the surface of the water without 
root hold, and a mass of them, with 
their beautiful light blue ato»*t»ava)om*» 
times rival orchids with rich marking* 
and delicacy of color. 

Tender nymphaeaa' roots must be 
stored In a cellar or greenhouse at A 
temperature of not less than 00 de­
grees, and the hardy ^oots should be 
well covered with straw If left in tuo 
small tubs during tbe winter. It la 
safer, however, to empty the water and 
place the roots In tbe cellar. 
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•e lated Grmftlea. 
U Is not generally known, yet there 

Is very good authority for this little 
secret of garden craft, that the longer 
scions can be retarded tbe more cer­
tainty there Is of success In grafting. 
The pear tree to be grafted may push 
Into leaf In May, but If cuttings made 
in tbe winter can be kept green with­
out sprouting till June or later tbe 
grafting may not be done till then, and 
the unspronted cuttings used aa graft* 
grow with surprising success. Tbe au­
thor of this bit of Information haa 
known some of these to be successful­
ly grafted even at the end of Jnly. 

Tbe Kaae Bed. 
The surface of the rose bed should 

be raked off evenjy. Frequent stirring 
of the surface w«b a rake Is all that Is 
necessary untrf tbe buds begin to de­
velop. Then/a half gallon ot weak 
manure water can be profitably given 
each plant weekly, Just before a show­
er if possible, and- this continued until 
the season of bloom Is over, after 
which a top dressing of wood ashes 
will materially help Jn the growth of 
new wood for the ensuing year.
