Qinn appeare'd for him, and then a 
plea of not guilty was entered, which 
a l i t t le later was changed to one of 
guilty. The Court did not a t the t ime 
dispose of the ' matter. Lavine is the 
latest occupant of the Bungalo.

The rope was 
proauced in court, and looked rather 
too good to be disposed of as junk. 
The boys told their stories, being two 
of the same boys mixed up in the 
Cornblat case, and the defendant 
gave his version. H e -cannot talk 
much English, but denied that he had 
bought i t a t his house at night, but 
asserted tha t he purchased It from one 
of the"bqys on the street- in the day­
time. The Jury brought the defend­
ant in guilty, but with a recommenda­
tion for mercy, and sentence was sus­
pended unti l the next term of court, 
unless the defendant misbehaves in 
the meant ime. He was defended by 
John C. Tulloch. The authorit ies re­
garded Cornblat as the: worst offender, 
and after .his acquittal did not feel 
like being very severe on tho men that 
were regarded as being letis culpable.
