WOOD DUCKS DYING. 

Experts -Declare' Good Old Bird Near 
Extinct. 

Only heroic measures can today 
save the wood ducK^-one of the moat 
beautiful and useful of American 
birds—from complete extinction in 
this country within a few years. -This 
Is the consensus of opinion of 200 of 
the leading ornothologists and sport-
men in every, aectiftn of the United 
States, from whom reports have, been 
reoelved a t the headquarters of the 
National Assoclalton of Audubon So­
c ie t ies s ln\ New York. On She basis 
of the alarming returns from these ex 
perts, William Butcher, president of 
the association, announced that a vlg 
orous campaign wliild be Instituted In 
every state legislature of the .land for 
a prohibition of the. killing, sale or 
possession' of this dying race of birds 
for the next ten years. " ' • " . . 

; The march of civilization is held 
somewhat responsible by th authorities 
for this startling decline of the wood 
duck, which their fatherB shot by the 
wagon load and which today are of­
ten sent to be identified as rare spec­
imens. Spring shooting, pot hufi ing 
and general' reckless destruction of 

-fowl Is, however, assigned as the main 
cause of their decrease, which has In 
many states amounted to from M_to_ 
90 per cent in the last ten years. While 
the Increase and spread of population 
and cultivation have done Way- with 
many of the woods and pond? In which 
these brilliantly colored' birds iooster 
and plunged,- It Is believed that, \tr 
their Indiscriminate potting can .<be 
Btopped by law, there Is a good criance 
of still preserving them. Beyond the 
markedlieauty and gentleness, the or­
nithologists, declare, these birds are 
an aid to the farmer by reason of their 
insectivorous qualities and have abso­
lutely no harmful habits. ' 

From Pennsylvania one ornitholo­
gist reported that he had riot seen a 
living specimen of wood duck since 
1901. Another In South Carolina de­
clared that there wlere not flye- to ­
day where thorn-were -fifty tfett\years 
ago. Only one had b.een seen-In\Wy­
oming by another authority i n the last 
seven years. In Ohio, New .Tersjy, 
Wfst-iVIrglnia, Kansas, Michigan. Mis. 
sourl, Texai, California and the New 
England States decre'ases of over 50

AT THE SEA'S BOTTOM. 

Sights and Sensations WUUli Await 
the Deep Ocean Diver. 

The bottom of the sea la a region 
full of mystery for' all but the very 
few who either have made diving their 
profession or have put on the helmet 
Itt the cause of science. " , 

One of the latter class furnishes to 
the Ladles' Realm some very curious 
photographs which ' he himself took 
under water. He says that such' pic­
tures can be made with any excellent 
camera ha,ying an unusually-luminous 
object by inclosing it in a water tight 
case, capable also of resisting the pres­
sure 6f the water. 
• The submarine scenery, as he calls 
It, Is never still enough to give satis­
factory results-from a time exposure 
but" Instantaneous pictures are made 
6y the light given by fireworks burn­
ing un4er acryatal bell 'glass filled 
with compressed oxyege. The best 
results are obtained by -this method 
when.the Waters are absolutely dark 
at n ight . v - •'• 

The effect of such a l ight is wonder­
ful. The bottom of the sea looks like 
fairyland. Hosts of fishes, attracted 
by the light, gleam like gold and sil­
ver, while the transparent, Jelly fish 
move slowly through the glowing wa­
ter like bells of opal. 

The beauty of the sight Is Increased 
by an infinite number of minute gas 
bubbles which,cover the seaweed, and 
in the Illuminated water have the ap­
pearance of innumerable diamonds 
and myriads ofdel lcate pearls. ' -

On going down Into the sea;;th'6""drv-" 
er soon enters a kind of twilight that 
envelops him like a thick mist. The 
sky and the olou'ds, which may be seen 
at the beginning Of-the dive, soon fade 
and disappear. The sun alone remain 
visible to a great depth, like a small, 
reddish dis.l^...tbrough.,the,.,|fseeh and 
blue films of water. ••-• --- ' -• ' 

At the bottom-objects seem nearer 
and larger than in reality and appear 
under a color. other than their own, 
for the ray3 of light traverse-a thick­
ness of green, and blue, water which 
absorbs them unequally; as the red 
rays, for Instance, are extinguished 

see now one's eyes fall on the "radiant 
forms of the lives It supports, and the 
beauty of its living makes one forget 
the ugliness of Its dead. 

Outsldie the professional divers who 
descend tq' the bottom of the sea for 
definite work, and have no leisure, in 
which to contemplate the submarine 
world, very few people have donned 
the diving dress_and braved the dan­
gers of compressed air. In the future 
It will be so no longer. The steel ar­
mor'victoriously resisting the water-
pressure, throws open wide depths till 
now Inaccessible. *

Although much has been." Written 
about the wildr silk, industry of Man­
churia, Vice Consul General Albert W. 
Pontius of New Chwang says that ho 
reliable re'port on the exports of this 
article, during the past few years has 
been made." A personal trip to the, 
Kalchow market convinced him of this 
statement and now he submits the fol­
lowing observations: 

"Spun tussah or wild silk comes 
near being the chief article of export 
of Manchuria. As all silk experts do 
know, this 'silk is produced from co-
roons the worms nf which are fed on 
D*kleaver.., 'This slik. after being spun 
is. shopped to Kalchow, where the tax 
roliectnr appointed by the Chinese 
torernment. Is stationed. This official 
holds, pi« position only after guaran­
teeing to 'ph'y the government a yearly 
sum rollected through his official po­
sition. As he Is the only official col­
lecting tax on this article of export, 
the natives are obliged to jship nil the 
silk to his station. None of the silk 
exported from Kalchow is sp'un at that' 
place.-

"The Newchwang customs returns 
for 180S show that' wild silk to the 
amount of more than 11,300,000 gold-
was exportod from that place alone. 
The value of the exports through Dal-
n.v are unobtainable. The representa­
tive of a German silk firm at Kalchow, 
Informed me that wild silk to the val­
ue or nearly-t3.0OO.n00 gold was ex­
ported during the pttst year. The 
export figures during the past ten year 
have varied considerable, running as 
high as 27.000 bales and as low as 1,-
600 bales. Each bale contains one 
plcul, or 133 1-3 pounds. The aver­
age value per hale-for the past ten 
years was' about 1136 gold-.

It is generally believed that marine 
plants keep perfectly upright in the 
mtdst-ef the, water, and a celebrated 
writer has" said:' "At the bottom of 
the sea the vertical reigns.." This as­
sertion is Incorrect. The seaweeds' 
have never appeared to me to affect 
this position in a more marked degree 
than j jur_land plants do. Like the 

•latter, In calm places they spread out 
and bend their branches. 

An Inexperienced observer having 
descended to marine ground might be 
lleve that the life "there is comprised 
in the fish that pass rapidly before 
the windows of the helmet and the 
crustaceans that escape itrom under 
his feet; but he who stops and looks 
closely is astonished by the number 
and diversity, of the beings that hide 
under every stone and, swarm on the 
rocks or among the grasses. 

One has not to walk long on the 
bottom of the sea before meeting with 
objects recalling the things ! of the 
surface and the treachery <of these 
billows, sa calm In appearance. ^ Now 
It is a long chain trailing across the 
seaweed, now an achor or propeller, 
half buried Instime, a chest, a barrel', 
a piece, of a mast or rigging. -

Covered with a layer of plants or 
mollusk3, these wrecks-have taken 
the general color of the surrounding 
soil, and only their forms reveal them. 
Bat. sometimes a great dark rwall all 
at once becomss.WWble through the 
transparent matt^ and soon one dis­
tinguishes in it-the-tall hull of a ship 
wrecked vessel.

FOSSIL I^JNTRS , FINDS. 

Search for Prehistoric Mammals As­
sumes Large Proportions. 

Fossil hunting is- assuming the pro­
portions of- an industry, and, Indeed, 
in respect of the search for prehis­
toric mammals, the semblance of a 
campaign, says the London Morning 
Post Even in England,, where the 
recent developments of palaeontologi-
cal .Botany have opened up new lines 
of research among the plants of the 
coal measures, the zeal of the follow­
ers of Scott and F. W. Oliver has led 
to the commercial exploitation of a 
coal mine in Lancashire when fine 
specimens of Lyglnodendon, the Cy-
cadofices, and the fossil seeds, of the 
earlier tree-ferns are to 6e found in 
abundance. But iri America finan­
cial Ingenuity of the highest order has 
been called into play in .order to ke'ep 
certain, districts open for the search 
which is being made for extinct Dino­
saurs; and the search for fragments 
of the"Diplodocus, a east-of which ad­
orns our own national history muse­
um, was quite an apio. The three big 
expeditions which have" Just returned 
from the Rocky Mountains have W f 
back nearly two carloads of valuable 
material, representative of nearly five 
hundred extinct animals. 

Among the rarer ones are two new 
'dinosaurs, one of which is, of huge pro 
portions'and bears, a resemblance to 
the-Triceratrops, the terrific carniver-

•q-us" "animal whteh must-have been 
such a trial to its placid vegetarian 
neighbors. Prof. Brown of the cen­
tral Montana expedition, obtained a 
skeleton of the elaosaur, or spoonbill 
dinosaur, and a crocodile hitherto un­
known. 

Prof. Granger of the southern Wyo 
mlng expedition has brought back the 
skeleton of the largesc mammal of 
Eocene times.
