•supplies of .nature's llfs-glving balm, 
as does also h Ubrother the hunter; 
and no one who sirves nature faithful­
ly in her owtiuSomaln is denied her 

^ reward. • 
The Adirondack mountain region, 

within reasonable limits, possesses ev­
ery variety.of natural .soenery, with 
the additional advantage tjhat it Is con 
venlently situated foripasldents of the 
entire eastern; portion!. <qt the •'United 
States. The accommodations for vis­
itors are unusually complete and ex­
cellent, for well kept hotels exist in 
whi le the facilities for^ camping are 

...equal to any{requirement The Adi­
rondack region occupies « large part 
of the northeastern corner of New 
York State, » n area aboufequal to the 
state of Connecticut, and within lis 
borders are over a thousand beautiful 
lakes, of the most varying character, 
and fully five hundred mountains, ver 
dure clad monarchs that add a grace­
ful dignity t o the landscape and-whose 

. .symmetrical; outlines, form a back­
ground for every'viewi:'" '""" 

As a sportsmanV paradise, the-Adi~, 
rondaok region gained; an enviable rep 
utation many years ago, ; when the on­
ly means of access to Its more favora­
ble portions was by a journey of from 
twenty to forty miles In a wagon, or 

" primitive stage over^'the different roads 
and the living accommodations were 
limited to rude cabins or to the open. 
Camp. N o one then^ complained of 
the distance, Inconvenience, or hard-

. ship, but fel t fully repaid for the exer­
tion by the fine sport enjoyed and the 
glorious outdoor life in the invigorat­
ing' atmosphere... . T h e Jong Journey 
and rude accommodations naturally 
limited, enjoyment of the mountain 
country to th.e sportmen, and few. worn 
en ventured to penetrate the great 
•woods. Today the- railroads traverse 
the very heart of the country, and the 
whole family, including the children, 
can be quickly and comfortably trans­
ported dlttectly to the larger number 
of the most beautiful and attractive 
places. ' With the advent of the rail­
roads it was natural that the game 
should withdraw and desert some of 
the" old time^-hjttnting grounds, and*' 
that the "waters adjoining should be 
more or less depleted of their gayly 
spotted inhabitants; but any genuine 
sportsman can still get his fill of hunt­
ing and fishing by going a little wajr_ 

' back from the popular lines of travel, 
for the wilderness still exists as of old 
and the conditions ttie^e-are uneharig-
edl throughout'many miles of witd'for-
est country. • 

" The recreations of the Adirondack^ 
are as varied as the character of the 
region. For those who love the wood 
and mountain, there are endless ex^ 
cursions. "Tor besides good roads' con­
necting all the principal points, there 
are innumerable trails that traverse 
the forests and mountains in ev«ry di­
rection. Many of these are the path ! 
used by natiyes of the country, the 
guides, hunters and lumbermen, but 
in some sections the summer residents 
have made trails to points of interest, 
too-tops of mountains or places ' af­
fording attractive views. in the 
Keene Valley region, there is an asso-

• elation which has been engaged for a 
number of years In marking- and in 
clearing up trails of thols description 
ana its maps show many miles of these 
by-ways of the woods, some of them 
covering journeys of two or three days 
and including the most beautiful por­
tions of the country- Among the ex­
cursions of this nature are those to 
the tops of the mountains, and from 
many peaks the panorama displayed 
is beautiful In the extreme. 

The favorite ascents are those up 
Mount KEarey, the highest poln.of.Iand 
in the state, ana Whiteface mountain. 

^The latter trip can be made in a day 
from Lake Placid, and the scene un­
folded is the most remarkable to be 
had in the region, for the whole coun 
try from the White mountains on the 
east to 'the St. Lawrence river on the 
west is spread before the observer, a 
vast expanse of soft, rolling green be-
je.wtled with a-multitude of spar.kHBg 
lakes. Besides these little journeys 

, on-; foot, there are many delightful 
drives," and even adrlvlng trip to cover 

< the ^ntlrUTeglon would be time well 
spent, for much of the finest scenery 
Hep far away from the railroads. The 
roads, while not the best, are not at 
til baa for a mountain region, and al­
though fast time couia not always be 
made, still the pace could be as fast 
as would be desirable In passing thro" 
such beautiful scenery. 

- -"•• Not the least of the beauties and at-
l tractions of the Adirondack regio?fare 
., Ao be found in its numberless' lakes, 

for the country abounds In these gems 
. of nature, there being, ita is said, near 
1>" fifteen hundred lakes and ponds in 
the Adirondacks. many of'them so lit 
tie known as not to have a n i n e . 
Thr-se lakes offer hntmdless resources 
in scenery and the more active pleas­
ures of the wilderness, for no two are 
alike in shape, size or setting. - and 
each furnishes the material for o new 
and iliffcront picture. Besides the at­
tractions of scenery, these lakes fur­
nish much sport for- the fisherman, 
for many of them abound •with'-lli" 
gamy lake trout, nud in not a .few the 
angler who understands the wnj'.i nf 
the smaller and more crafty Inhnbt-
t:.>it* «,f the brook may secure a pretty 
string of adventurous individuals who 
are makliiR excursions from their ne-
oustomed. haunts. But although the 
fisliljiR- 111,'iy be nn attraction to many, 
it Is the excursions on these lakes and 
tla- numerous linntliig trips which tliey 

afford, that interest the majority of 
summer visitors. 

•Every , lake; ,near the popular re­
sorts has Its gay fleet Qf light boats so 
universally used throughout the re­
gion, and canoes of every description; 
and in many cases these craft are the 
only means of communication between 
secluded camps and the outer world; 
but beside the local employment of 
theseTboars there are many Jong trips 
that,can be made by water, and there 

'is nothing in the way of pleasure trav. 
el that exceeds the charm of one of 
these journeys. Many of the Adiron­
dack lakes are linked together by wa­
terways, .so that a boat may go long 
distances, passing from one to an­
other, and where the chain Is broken 
a short carry wlll-bring=the~"v-oyager 
to another lake and enable him to con 
tlnue his journey. In_thisMvay one 
may travel nearly the whole length, of 
the Adirondack country, and; such a 
journey win ever be remembered with 
pleasure by those who are fortunate 
enough to mako.it. It is not, however 
necessary to make a long Journey to 
enjoy the pleasures of an Adirondack 
boat trip, for in, some sections the 
lakes are so humorous and so close 
together that half a dozen may be in­
cluded In a trip of a single day.—New 
York Evening Post,.

Wonderful Powers 'of Vision—Their 
.Value To Farmers, 

JAPANESE ROMANCE. 

Father Finds Daughter Under Strange 
Circumstances, then Vanishes. 

A romance 6f Japanese life Is re-. 
ported from Osaka, where a young 
woman was suddenly deserted on the 
eve of her expected marriage.. The 
fugitive bridegroom" left no explana­
tion whatever,.but Instead a consid­
erable sum of money to be a dowry for 
her • when she found another sweet­
heart to her liking. 

The man. whose name is given as, 
Sakamoto, was 42 years old, while the 
young woman was only 20. This dls--

parity of age was a t first.believed to 
be the cause of his disappearance. In­
vestigation, however, showed that he 
had a much' more serious reason. 

It was discovered that Sakamoto 
was originally a well-tordo -merchant 
In Osaka. He married and apparent-
lived happily with his wife until a 
daughter was born to them. 

Then, lie ""suddenly turned all his 
property into cash, deserted his fam­
ily and vanished. No trace could be' 
found of him and presently his wife 
sickened and died. Then the girl ba-
bybwas taken in by another couple 
and.J>,rought Up as their own child. 

After twenty years Sakamoto re­
turned to his natly,eJ;own and present­
ly ridaae the acquaintance of the family 
into which his daughter had been ad­
opted. As soon as he saw her. It ap­
pears,- he.developed an affection for 
her which he mistook for matrimonial 
inclination; 

As so'on, however, as his betrothal 
to the girl became generally known 
some old timers came to the front and 
explained the situation to him, where 
upon he concluded that the least em­
barrassing thing to do was to- disap­
pear again, making handsome provis­
ion for his daughter, however, before 
he left. 

His whereabouts has not been dis­
covered, though his daughter Is eager 
to be reunited with him in their true 
relations, and search has been made 
for him. It Is believed that he has 
sailed for the United States. 

SPECTACLES WERE TOJKNOWN. 

Art of Glass Making, However, Dates 
Away Back. - . 

Did Nero wear spectacles? Pliny 
relates that the Emperor Nero used 
a precious stone through which he 
gazed on the gladltorlal combats. Dr. 
Magnus, the latest authority to exam­
ine the passage crltloally, holds that 
this means that the Emperor was in 
the habit of gazing upon an emerald 
wfelch he used to carjy with him for 
the.purpose of resting"his eyes when 
they became tired of looking at the 
shows.. 

This view i3 corrobprated "by th'e be­
lief of antiquity that green has a rest­
ful effect upon the eyes. Contrivances 
for hrlnging the rays of the sun to a 
focus in order to produce combustion 
have been employed almost from time 
i.-nmemorial. Burning glasses were 
used to kindle fires and these must 
been of considerable size even In a 
country like Greece, where the sun 
shlnes..hot .most of the year. More­
over, .we are told they were kept in 
chemists' shops for the purpose. ' 

Vhough- the art of making glass of 
certain kinds is old, spectacles'had' to 
wait the discovery or invention of som 
method that would produce it per­
fectly transparent. Specimens of the 
glass have been found in Egyptian 
tombs more than 4009 years old, and 
glass bottles are represented on tombs, 
at* least 1500 years earlier. In Maa-
opolamia the art of making glass has 
been traced for at least 2000 years E. 
C.,. But all the glass of antiquity was 
of inferior quality and was almost use­
less for purposes where the rays of 
light were to be transmitted unbroken 
and with undiminished energy.

The eye of the bird of prey is prob­
ably the most perfect organ Of sight 
that exists, says a writer in the World.-

Most marvelous of all is the sight 
which enables the owl to strike the 
mouse .in the aarkness or to pursue 
and capture the rat which we oan 
scarcely see, even in the early twilight 

The talons of some of the larger 
birds of prey are^; extremely strong. 
The feet' of the"osprey make a splen­
did fish trap, one from which no fish 
can escape when once caught. 
... The great curved talons of the eagle 
are_most • effective, and are certainly 
stronger than those of all other birds. 
When they once olose on an object'Tthe-

clutch Is so tight that it can scarcely 
be loosened unless the bird's leg be 
severed. The strong claws are not 
only used in catching food, but are 
used also in carryoig nesting material. 

If, instead of killing Its prey, a spe­
cies of bird is.accustomed to feed oh 
carrion, this change is clearly'reflect-
ed in the weaker muscles of the feet 
and in the. shorter and duller claws. 

, Many people have thought that buz 
zards have an unusual sense of smell 
that guides, them over miles of terri­
tory in searqh of food, but many years 
ago It was proved that sight is the 
principal, factor in guiolng. the bird 
of prey. "''• 

Audubon made careful experiments 
with a black vulture! The dry, stuff 
ed skin of a deer which he placed out 
in the field sodn attracted a vulture. 
Although there! was no smell of flesh, 
and nothing eatable about it, the' bird 
lit and began fugging at the dry skin. 
Later, when the same bird circled over 
the field, ~it espied, a small snake,., not 
thicker than a man's finger and pbuhe 
ed upon i t 

In another case the decayed carcass 
of a hog was covered With brush so 
that It was invisible.- I t remained un­
discovered by the vultures that fre­
quently passed over the place by ac­
cident, although-the-stenchJ-was-very 
strong. 

The sparrow hawk Is perhaps the 
best known of our birds of prey, as it 
ranges through the entire country. 
Contrary t o what the name might 
signify,'this bird lives almost exclu­
sively on insects, except where such 
food is difficult to obtain. 

Upon the treeless plains ...and. hills 
throughout the west it IS' a "common 
sight to see these little falcons beating 
along over the.waste, frequently swerv 
lng upward in flight ana coming-to--a 

.-dead stpjti,_as they hank suspended in 
the air with raprd wing beats, loo.king 
for prey. In localities . where grass-
hoppers are abundamVthese hawks will 
congregate and gorge themselves con­
tinually. " .. 

During,the winter, about the San 
•Francisco bay region, where the Eng­
lish sparrows are plentiful, the spar­
row hawk sometimes comes Into the 
towns and captures a sparrow from a 
flock. The red tailed hawk is often 
called'chlcketi hawk, but he does'not 
deserve the name. Many of the hawk 
carry undeserved reputations; ,• 

In regions and in seasons when ani­
mal and insect food* is 'scarce, this 
hawk will catch chickens .and., game 
birds, but it lives mostly on mice ana 
shrews, as well as f rogs.snakes, liz­
ards and insects of various kinds. Jn* 
a prairie and hilly dountry.almost its 
entire food is squirrels, gophers, mea­
dow mice and rabbits.' 

The osprey is one of our noblest of 
birds of prey. He hunts about over' 
the rivers and lakes, living almost en­
tirely" on flsh. -

A fish, as se'en- by one looking down 
into the water from above, is very 
deceptive, owing to the refracted light 
When a fishseems to be a foot under 
the surface he is often 3 or 4 feet. But 
th£ osprey, hovering over on poised 
wing, drops like a plummet, often 
completely disappear below the sur­
face, and, in spite of the rapidity with 
which a flsh can move, this bird is 
generally successful in capturing it. 

In the mountainous regions of th'e 
wo<!t cne may occasionally see the gol­
den eogie hunting for his prey. Dur-
lng the summer of 1904-we made sev 
oral visits to the aerie of one of these 
big birds, and found that a very large 
proportion of the eagle's food supply 
consisted of ground squirrels with an 
occasional rabble and quail. On. one 
trip we found the bodies of four of 
the ground squirrels lying on the rim 
of the nest. 

The hil ls in many places were per­
forated with the burrows ' of the 
ground squirrels, and the eagles-seem­
ed to have regular watch towers on 
the high rocks,. from which they 
swooped down upon their quarry. If 
it were not for the- birds of' prey in 
these hil ly districts the' places would 
soon be. overrun with harmful rodents 

As a family the owls are among the 
most beneficial lot all birds fro.m the 
economic standpoint of the agricul­
turist With few exceptions, the_owls 
are nocturnal. Their eyes and. ears 
are remarkably developed and are the 
keenest in the early hours of the night 
and morning. 

Many harmful rodents are most ac­
tive In their search for food during the 
night and the owls are the natural 
check for this multitude. The,hawk 
hunts, by day and the owl by night, 
and the work of one supplements 
that of the other.

•braith, bounding along behind lifting 
his 195 pounds^and-drying h"is wet ex 
tremities by vigor of his exertion and 
his brisk circulation.. Between Mo-
~Questen and High'et, the new govern­
ment trail cut 'last fall, was the course 
of travel. Had it not been built there 
would have been no means of getting 
to Dawson and a death perhaps would 
have had to be recorded because of 
the enforced- isolation of this particu­
lar, season. 

Through the heart'of a deep forest 
this new trail passes, winding among 
the foothills"atid about the gulches 
and creeks,.and it was while passing 
through this remote wilderness that 
deep baying of a band of wolves was 
heard by Mr. and Mrs. Galbraith. The 
dogs were not allowed to tarry .then 
and they scarcely needed the warning 
Of the anxious driver and feeble suff­
erer;' The second day out sixty miles 
more were made, and that brought 
the travellers to Dominion Creek sad 
from there it was a good road and 
Dawson .was reached. 

APP tE TREE-PESTS. 

How the insects May Be Destroyed. 

Two bulletins recently distributed 
by the Station at Geneva. deal with 
some new or little known Insect pests 
that have' become destructive in the 
State within a feWye'ars. Apple and 
pear0 mites infested many apple, or­
chards in 190E and 1906 and are a > 
ready at work this year. They cause 
peculiar blotching and spotting of the 
leaves and are-sometimes so numerous 
as to defoliate the trees. They spend 
most of their lives in the leaves, otu 
of the reach of poisons or contact 
sprays; hut can be reached byjthoro' 
drenching • with . kerosene i emulsion or 
some of the misslble oils' in OOctober 
an4 November or in March and April. 
Bulletin 283 gives Illustrations of the 
peculiar .little pests; with a full dis­
cussion of their habits, damage and 
methods of repression. ._; 

Bulletin 2,86\ deals with a pest of 
most' commercial importance In the 
nurseries; but one that affects native 
wil lows and poplars wherever these 
are found. This is the poplar and wil­
low borer, an lmppj-tea insect that has 
been destructive in Western New York 
for only about five years.. I tJs spread, 
lng rapidly, Tiowever, and must refcelve 
attention if we hope to preserve our 
poplars, willows ( alders and some spe 
cies of birch. It is believed that it 
can be controlled In the nursery by 
spraying; but methods for its control 
elsewhere are not thoroughly satisfac­
tory. Both buUetlns will be sent free 
to any one writing to the Station' for' 
them. 

TOBACCO A NECESSriT. 

Comptroller Tracewell Approves of the 
Issue of W?ed to Canal Laborers. 

Robert J,„TraceweU, Comptroller of 
the ^Treastirey, ruled recentjy that an 
expenditure by the Panama Canal 
Commission for tobacco to be supplied 
to the laborers held in quarantine was 
a proper and lawful charge against 
the government under the authority 
to purchase supplies. The amount 
involve.d wtfs only.$lB.60. It had been 
expended under direction of the san­
itary department of the canal com­
mission for tobacco supplied to labor­
ers who had been held at Colon in 
quarantine and had mutinied because 
they were deprived of the weed. 

"Tobacco has long since been rec­
ognized as a necessity and not a luxu­
ry among laboring men—I mean com 
mon laborers employed on public, 
works—and especially with this class 
'when in confinement," says the Comp­
troller. "A person In quarantine is 
practically In confinement- All pen­
itentiaries and other similar institu­
t ions have recognized this fact. Even 
Insane asylums issue tobacco to cer­
tain patients. Tobacco issued under 
the circumstances under which the 
tobacco in question was purchased and 
dssued is riot a gratuity any more than 
the purchase and Issuance of coffee 
would be a gratuity."
