Ten 
years'ago peonies were, a drug on the 
market witb the American nursery-
inan'und were only-thought of as an 
old fashioned garden flower. Today 
they ore florists' flowers, but they are 
also, really much more than this, as not 
only are they beautiful when .cut,''of 
long keeping quality and in many 
eases perfect In the makeup of the 
flowers and their color,-but they are 
beautiful to look at on the plant,, re-
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gponsive to good cultivation in.their 
profusion of bloom, and the plants are 

.perfectly hardy, absolutely permanent 
In character and adapted to a greater 
variety of ornamental uses than most 
herbs. The foliage is of a lasting' char-" 
,aeter and does not become sear and 
unattractive after the flowering period, 
has passed. 

Paeonia albiflora, one'of the forerun­
ners of the hybrid herbaceous forms 

,*0f-> peony, shows-vigorous growth and 
proliflc bloom on long stems. From 
three to seven flowers are borne on 
jach stalk, and they often measure 
seven to eight indies across. ; They are 
of the purest'white, ffud the Stamens 
form a dense round cushion of gold. 
It is true there is not a perfect regular-
it}- in the. flowers, tmt this would be 
considered an advantage by many In 
its apparent simplicity and artistic 
value. 

The plant grows from three to four-
feet high and ftilly^as, broad.

BOOKS THE CONVICTS READ. 

Works on Trade Are Most Popular, 
Followed By the Languages. 

What kind of books,"do convicts read 
Contrary .to the general belief, this 
class of men, at Jeast in the federal 
prison at Leavenworth, do not show a 
marked desire for the "blood and-thun 
der" stories, nor even for other light 
Action. " .• 

The most popular books among the 
prisoners in the 7000 volume library 
of the penitentiary are text books and 
works on the various trades and lan­
guages. 

Among the language's Spanish is the 
most popular, and in the last few year 
several prisoners have-taught them­
selves to read and write the language. 
The text books upon French and Ger­
man come next in popularity, and thes 
as the Spanish booke, are always out 
of'the library. 
-' The trade books are even.more.pop 
ular than the works on language, and 
those upon plumbing and engineering 
especially are often spoken for months 
in advance. 

The - demand for books on black-
smithing, bricklaying, stonesettlng & 
other artisan labors are always out of 
the library. Many of the prisoners ar 
excellent workmen, as the new build­
ings which are being built by convict 
labor indicate. 

Books of poetry and the standard 
novels are read by the prisoners to a 
certain extent and the mathematical 
works are always in demand. Many 
of tjie 'prisoners read Shakfespear and 
the Works of Bryant, Longfellow and 
Whittier have many admirers. Dick­
ens is popular often asked for, RobJ, 
Louis Stevenson's' novels And many 
friends among the convicts, as do the 
works of Edgar Allen Poe. 
- It is not unusual for' prisoners to 
ask for books upon theology.- A prls 
oner is allowed to take a book from 
the library.for two weeks at a time.-
If no other prisoner desires It thep he 
may have the time extended another 
two weeks.' Dozens ot the prisoners 
subscribe for newspapers and maga­
zines. Among these are.many tech­
nical Journals. '
