At a public meeting of- the oltissens 
of Ogdensburg last week the proposi­
tion .rflade by'The Internat ional Fue l 
and Power Co. to the effect that t he 
c i ty th rough ithe Board of Trade grant" 
to the corporation the lands compris­
ed in wha t are known as the Wilbur 
and Markham farms along, the river

The 
intention of the company is to erect a 
large power plant and to build s m e l ­
ters for the reduction of iron ore. 

John N. Draper and E. D. Tait of 
Gouyerneur left Thursday evening for 
New York, where they will act as a p ­
praisers o'f the International Lace 
Manufacturing Co.'s stock which is a t 
the New York headquarters. I t is 
estimated that there is about $6b~or>0 
worth of stock on hand, against which. 
there is a lien held hy a trust company 
for about $10,000. For the present 
the t rust ' company has been enjoined 
from enforcing the claim. The total 
amount of debts owed by the com-

"pany Is in the neighborhood of $200,-
000; outside of the bonded indebtedness 
of about $275,000, and It is expected 
that the creditors, will receive very lit 
t ie for their claims. A rumor is cur­
rent tha t a Phi ladelphia creditor_.to 
whom there is owed about $50,000 will 
endeavor to bid.in the large plant, pro' 
viding" it can be.secured a t a reasona­
ble figure, and will e i ther operate it 
here or remove the machinery to Ph'il 
adeiphia. 

What may be a,.small boom to Car­
thage is now under 'way, in the shape 
of extensive operations at what is 
known as the Gibbs* stone quarries, 
within the village limits of West Car­
thage. For many years the value of' 
the stone to be faujnd here has been 
realized by small contracting firms, 
bui it has remained for the govern­
ment contractor to appreciate the qual 
ity and accessibility of this quarry. Ov­
ertures! are now being considered tha t 
may lead to an extensive development 
of t h i s ' industry and the consequent, 

.employment of many men,. Immense 
quantit ies are to be used in the, con­
struction of the new government break 
water at Oswego, and the stone will 
probably be shipped to Sackets Ha r -

boat. Nothing but the largest blocks' 
will be quarried, the contractors pre­
ferr ing that none weigh less than one 
ton.

Satur­
day, when Thurston did not make an 
appearance, his son James Thurston, 
who lives some distance from the 
house, went to see of there was any­
th ing the matter with his father. Find 
tng the door locked, he kicked It in 
and found the body In bed in a very 
bad state of decomposition. Br . Tee-
Pie of Russell was notified at once 
and went to the scene. He said that 
death ,had occurred a t least four days 

• before and was undoubtedly caused 
by heart failure. The supposition Is 
that the man went to bed and was tak 
en sick nnd owing to his distance' from, 
the nearest neighbors could not call 
help.

grounds are so centrally-located"' that 
everybody goes. The Episcopal* do 
not need any coaching when they have. 
a picnic. Watertown is in trouble. 
Their water supply is running low and 
the street car company is taking up 
the track on Pear l street. We do-not 
have any such trotTble in Potsdam. We 
have got a n abundance of water and 
our street cars run on 'every street.

Airshlp8' arid motor cars may lgad 
in t ime to the second, disappearance 'of 
tire horse, which, says Harper 's Week— 
,Jy, once before became extict In North 
anil South America. Over three cen­
turies ago, a t the' Spanish conquest, 
there was not to be found' in the hew 
world, so it has been practically prov­
en, a single animal that answered to 
the horse. Horses, Indeed, which the 
Spaniards brought with them to moun t 
thei r cavalry were objects a t first of 
great terror to the natives, who took 
t h e m to be fouc-Jegged supernatural 
being come purposely to aid the con-« 1 
querors. Yet recent research by the. 
Whitney mission has established be 
yond doubt tha t long before Colum­
bus the Americas were overrun by 
horses from the mountains of Alaska 
to the plains of Patagonia. 

In 1826 the chance discovery tn New 
Jersey of an equine fossil of an un-; 
known kind led to more- methodical 
Investigation of America; with the re 
suit that prehistoric horse bones have 
been-found in California and Or,e«on; 
between the Gulf of Mexico 'and the 
Carollnas; in Texas, F lor ida and the 
valleys of Mexico! in the basin of the 
Mississippi a n d on the western slopes 
of the Rocky Mountains. Horses, too, 
iriusT Have" been riumerouB in this 
cqtlntry previous to the appearance of 
man; researches having brought toi 
l ight their fossilized remains mixed 
up with po t te ry^nd the stone a rms o r 
cttve; dwellers.' ™ " • 
'' How'is It, then, that t h e equine race 

repTesented-in—America..by kinds of 
fosslL considerably more numerous 
than in Europe, came, for' a t ime to. 
vanish from this country to reappear 
thousands of centuries later with the 
Spanish Conquest? For but a century 
after Cortez there were al ready in ex­
istence herds o t wild horses" in the 
regions of the-PJSta and the prair ies 
of the farwest. j _ ! . , . 

By some this—temporary extinction 
of the American horse has been, a t t r ib 
uted to the increasing cold and the 
eneroaphment o f . t he glacial hemis­
phere. It is certain tba t the elephant 
and camel disappeared a t the same 
t ime. Another explanation is tha t 
t he horses succumbed toXa malady 
sueh.ns the "r inderpest" in South Af­
rica. Again what brought about this 
exodus mt\y possibly have been a spe­
cies of the 'present day Colombian vam 
pire bat, which sucks t he life blood 
of its victims, and in t h e districts if 
Infests prevents the horse being used 
as a beast of burden.

Resolutions wors passed by this as­
sociation, in which the lighting men 
of the state are represented, at a spe­
cial' meeting held at Lake Champlaln.

pert advice in solving any of the prob 
lems with which it Is confronted. The 
association wwas formed ti> support 
the idea of supervision by commission1 

as opposed to haphazznrd a t tempts at 
regulation by "st r ike" legislation and 
was largely instrumental in support­
ing legislation for the appointment of 
the first l ighting commission. It an­
nounced its approval of t h e commis-
sl.Oji.ldea-as embodied In the utilities 
bill 'at its introduction. , . 
* Similar action in regard to a system 
of uniform accounting «a»" taken by 
the street rai lway men of th is state 
several years ago and the.system rec­
ommended by them has since been ad-
leglslatures all over the country. The 
lighting men declare that the estab* 
llshment of a satisfactory system of 
accounting Is earnestly desired by 
them, and that in the efforts of the 
utilities commission to determine one 
they will be glad tn furnish every as­
sistance 1n their power.
