' Ing corporation as such monopolies 
go. It merely forces theraljroads to 
give It rebates, and It'crushes all the-
smaller concerns out of business. But 
there are no larger concerns for it to 

..flght,..and It follows much the methods 
of the-Standard'Oil Co. in keeping 
spies on Its enemies. When the pros 
ecutlon is brought againsir it by the 

, government it probably wlil be under 
.the Sherman"Antl-Trust Law, for the"1 

. Smelter. Trust has violated that law 
In. every possible direction. People 
to the Hast do not understand as a 
rule how thoroughly the Trust has its-
grasp on the whole o f the ore mining 
industry of the. west-tana-how thoro'-

. ly it is hated. But the prosecution is 
apt to bring out a good many facts 
that will make interesting reading. It 
Is not likely that the, trust will be 
much easier to grapple with than the 
Standard Oil Co., for-it Is almost as 
rich'anof powerful. It has been a 
long time getting around to the point 
of being Investigated, and possibly the 
belated move of the government may 
have had some connection with the

But 
it explained that" the arrangements 
for their departure had been made 

. yoars ago, and that the government 
had been waiting to make the move 
only, till we had enough ships to spare 
some more tor the Pacific coast. This 
was true enough in a way, but we have 
not added any battleships to the Navy 
In the past few weeks, and the move 
would not have been made now ex­
cept for the fact that the Japanese 
situation has been strained enough-to 
warrant consideration,.If nothing else. 
No fleet that we could spare for'Pacinc 
service just now would be effective 
against the navy' that Japan could 
send, from her home ports.-for she has 
all her navy in the Pacific. There is 
no immediate prospect of our needing 
an Increased naval force out there, but 
the move merely indicates how the 
wind blows. It will look a good deal 
less pointed \o send some battleships 
to the coast now than It would If the 
situation with Japan was real ly acute.. 

Secretary Taft this autumn will 
make another journey to Manila and 
this will have a twofold object, and 
the second half of the object was only 
disclosed laBt week when It was sug­
gested that' he might come home by 
way of the Trans-Siberian Railroad. 
The situation in the Philippines Is not 
altogether satisfactory. There was a 
gnnd deal hoped from the election 
soon to be held there, but the reglstrn 
tinn shows that the Filipinos do not 
enro much about voting or else they 
do .not take the offer of the govern­
ment to let them vote" very seriously. 
They evidently need a generation or 
two of training .before they, will de­
velop into interested citizens. The 
visit of the Secretary will do something 
toward arousing their electoral Inter­
est.

Remarkable Discoveries Made" In the 

Desert of Sahara^ 

, Interesting details are sent by a 
correspondent at Barutu, in Nigeria. 
of the remarkable trans-Saharan jour­
ney undertaken by H.\Vischer, one of 
the' protectorate- residents in Bornu, 
from Tripoli and through the "forbid. 
den hinterland" of Tripoli to Lake 
Chad. , ' 

In the mountains of Gharlan Sir. 
Vischer found people living in the sub­
terranean dwellings. Through entran 
ces ten yards long and one yard broad 
he came upon a. great square court­
yard, which was in reality a great 
hole open to the sky. Upon tills all 
the rooms and stables converged. The 
rooms were very dark and there were 
no -windows, but the most absolute 
cleanliness prevailed. Aronud the 
courtyard was a wall protecting the 
dwelling underneath. Beyond Gha­
rlan the expedition proceeded over 
rising ground to the hills, where fis 
and olive groves lay among Roman 
ruins and underground villages. Near 
ing. Murzuk Mr. Vischer came upon 
stretohes of petrified forest. 
, .Describing part of his journej' acr­
oss the : waterless desert Mr. Vischer 
saId^SR".'.We have had a five days 
march across the desert without wat­
er. At the commencement of the des 
ert alf caravans waited for one anoth­
er until our combined party numbered 
over 500 camel*. No caravan dares 
to go through the desert alone. Every 
where the ground is covered with the 
wind polished stones which are grad­
ually themselves becoming sand. Ev­
erywhere Is an endless horizon. Often 
apparently we see lakes and palm-
groves, but on all sides are nothing 
but stones, stones until the sun dis­
appears and the sky becomes filled 
with colors which would have given 
joy to a Titian or a Turner. All our 
marching Is done at night."
