• Bo th houses of the Legislature con­
vened in extraordinary session Mori-
day f l ight, pursuant to. the calli of 
Governor Hughes, ••> The Governor in 

. a special message as was expected, 
proposed for t he consideration of the 
Legisjature t he subjects of apport lon-

• • iment. of Senate districts and direct 
nominat ions a t primaries, both of 
•which failed of enactment a t the regu­
lar sessidn. 

Practical ly no business was done in 
eithen house, and both took a recess 
unt i l Wednesday at 11 a. m.. I t Is 

• hoped that dur ing the Interim t he 
leaders can come to some agreement 
on the subject of apport ionment which 
•will prevent a repetit ion of the .pro­
t rac ted deadlock of the regulaf^ses-
sion. ' ' . " ' ' . 

The Senate adopted a concurrent 
resolution directing the Judiciary com­
mit tees of. both houses to consider 

• jo int ly the question whether a valid 
, apport ionment can be made a t an ex­
t raord inary session; The resolution 
introduced by Senator Raines alluded 
to the'optaiQn of the Attorney General 
" t ha t an election of senators is neces­
sary th is year under the constitutional 
apport ionment of 1894, and presuma­
bly he would hold such election neces-

• sary under any .new apport ionment 
made this year," an_d to t he belief of 
many, " that "an apport ionment cannot 

.. -be made a t an. extraordinary session of 
t h e Legislature, and also t ha t no a p -
port lonmenT\-,ouia be val id unless 
made by a legislature elected from the 
Assembly and Senatorial distr icts, as 
establ ished by the constitutional ap ­
por t ionment of 1894." 

The Governor's message begins as 
follows:" " • 
To the Legislature: ~ ' ' - . ' 

I have convened you In extraordi­
n a r y session i n ' order t h a t provision 
m igh t be made-for an apport ionment 
of senators and members of assembly. 
in accordance with the requirement of 
t he Constitution, and I recommend 
t h a t for your consideration. 

I t is not my purpose to propose a 
... part icular p lan of apport ionment. I t 

is the function of*the Legislature t o 
formulate such plan ami submit it-by. 
suitable rill for executive act ion, , 

The constitutional powers and obli­
gations of the legislatures wi th respect 
t o th is mat ter have been.dearly^ defin­
ed by the Court of Appeals. . 

"The Governor then quotes at length 
from his special message of May 1 on. 
the subject of apportionment, and he 
then proceeds: 

"The fai lure to prdvlde a suitable 
apport ionment a t . the regular session, 
in the absence of any public reason, 
has been a serious~dlsappolntment' to 
the people. To avoid further public

Governor Hughes Thinks It Should Be 
Manifested Of tenor. 

A reunion of descendants .of signers 
of the. Declaration of Independence 
took place at the Jamestown. .Exposi­
tion July 4, Governor Charles B. 
Hughes of New York was the princi­
pal orator of the day. Hjs. address 
follows in par t : 

' 'The immortal words of t he pre­
amble of the Declaration of Indepen­
dence recorded mare than ..a protest 
against exactions.©'! t h e Brit ish crown 
They were .more t h a n an assertion of., 
the r ight of the colonies to be inde­
pendent states.

"Their misuse of theJprivl leges the 
people have bestowed, their man ipu­
la t ion of securities, the i r malign in­
fluence in legislative hal ls have had 
the i r natural result in creating a deep 
feeling of publ ic sentiment.

"Coincident with^the Insistence u p ­
on more faithful representation in t he 
administrat ion of government, upon 
t h e performance of public obligation
