Twenty year's ago a pearl craze star 
ted in Wisconsin. Everyone dug up 
clams. Mills stopped, and the water 
w^as drawn from the mill ponds that 
the people might get' the mussels more 
easily.

6f pearls were found in_Wisconsin— 
Sugar River alone yielding tio.OOO 
were of pearls,, before becoming ex­
hausted. A t thaT tln/ie river pearls 
were not valued". a« highly TO-^'Orl-
entals,"- but now they are eagerly bo't, 
by jewelers. ' Several^ years.ago but-' 
ton factories were established at vari­
ous points on the Mississippi river. 
Men collected clams and sold the shell' 
to these factories to be made into the 
pearl ,bttttons. Some pearls were tp 
be found and another craze soon start 
ed. Men flocked to the river from all 
walks of life.. White men, red mep, 
black men, brown men and women, all 
came, though after a month of sun, 
wind and., rhner .water coffee, racial 
characteristics were -not conspicuous. 

In the summer of 1902 it was'sald 
,that 20,000 men were clamming on the 
Mississippi and its tributaries. In the 
spring of the riext year the rush was 
even greater, but this did not last 
long.- Owing to the. overfishing of the 
previous season the market was al­
ready overstocked and, the price of 
shells had dropped so" low that by July 
comparatively few boats were at work 
Many enormous beds that were' tho't 
inexhaustible had given out, the shell 
buyers rejected so many shells (only 
about a quarter of those caught were 
saleable even at the low* prices then 
prevailing, that in the latter part of 
the season the river was almost de­
serted,

ALASKAN FARMS. 

Possibilities of the Territory as Viewed' 
1 • by One Writer. 

H this sort of thing keeps on we 
shall have to revise our ideas of Alas­
ka. A writer in the Alaska-Yukon 
Magazine is now oracking up the farm 
Ing possibilities of the territory. He 
decldres that the farming which has 
begun in the Tanana Valley has" al­
ready shown that the hardiest vege­
tables can be grown there.- He de­
clares also that there is strong evi­
dence tffifWaWSry-pereals-^wIlI-ma--
ture in that region. -In the gardens 
at Fairbanks lettuce, radishes, beets, 
turnips and other vegetables "reach 
a degree of perfection attained In few 
other localities.". The celery gropn 
in Fairbanks is splendid and "a better 
crop of turnips could not be found la 
the world." Potatoes are- grown in 
every town and camp on the Yukon. 

"One day in Fairbanks, last sum­
mer," says the enthusiast, "I saw a 
small steamer, the Dusty Diamond, ar­
rive, at the wharf from the'Tariana Hot 
Springs! She was loaded with vegeta­
bles shipped to the Fairbanks market 
from the vicinity of the hot springs, 
where there are gardens that yl»ld 
prQllflcally. 'One crate of...these veg­
etables contained ten cabbages that 

weighed 150 pounds I have learned 
that" the farm where "these vegetables 
grew' sold' recently for $30,000. - * 

"It was a surprise to And that the 
gardens of'the Tanana valley supplied 
the markets of Fairbanks aiid the sur 
rounding mining camps with most of 
the vegetables used. Some kinds of 
vegetables, notably ' turnips,. are su­
perior in quality to the same variety 
from the Paget Sound region. 

"Last. September I saw a field of 
barley near Fairbanks. The barley 
had been out and. boun'd Into sheaves. 
but It had not thoroughly ripened. 
The grain had filled and was plump, 
but It was soft and would Inevitably 
shrink. 

."The evidence, however.-was pretty 
conclusive that barley may be raised 
.here and matured." There is no ques­
tion of growing almost "any kind of 
grain and cutting it for'Tiay; tor that 
matter there are thousands of acres 
of wild grasses-Jn. the Tanana Valley 
which would make very -gcraA hay. 
This idea lead's to a thought of the 
business of stock raising, which, I be 
lieve can b'e-stnade an Industry of the 
Tanana Valley." 

„The wrifer does not' propose to raise 
cattle, however.. He believes that the 
reindeer wilt furnish a solution of the 
live stock question In Alaska. He des­
cribes the reindeer as "a good animal 
par excellence." 

The country contains thousands of 
acres of reindeer moss. During the_ 
summer season the reindeer forage on" 
the quick growing, grasses and become 
sleek and tender. In the winter they 
dig down through, 'the*'snow" to the 
moss and that keeps them going thro' 
the winter. The "".conclusion is that 
herds of domestic reindeer wil l bê  the 
strong card of the meat trust in ABsr-
ka.
