A French periodical devoted to mar 
itltne affairs discusses the question at 
what becomes of 'wrecked ships, arid 
arrives at the conclusion ""that" the 
wooden ones survive a great deal long 
er than Iron or steel ones, when they, 
•either hecome buried In'sand or elstf' 
sink to the bottom of the ocean. " 

There Is at present no means of dei-
terminlng the length of t lme.i t takes 
for either to ̂ disintegrate completely;, 
says the Washington Post, but~lt-le-
known that wooden vessels have be*h 
dug up after centuries not wholly Aer 
cayed. I t is not believed that iron or 
steel.vessels can resist for any greaV 
time the chemical effec'fs"i>f sea'watef 

. When a. wooden vessel sinks thif 
rate of progress to the bottomJis veW 
alow. It is not believed to.'**-festal 
than one hundred f a t h o m * ^ Mteatf 
minutes unless she is laden with som« 
tlense and weighty cargo, as coai or 
mineral ore.' 

Thus, * when she" touches bottom, 
especially If the material be mud or 
sand, the impact is gentle and -jto dam 
age is done to the structure beyond 
what Is receiverd at the surface, 

..Heither is there any mechanical agen­
c y to Interfere with It. Currents are 
harmless and the force of the waves 
ceases- at comparatively few feet be­
low the surface. So there the wreck 
lies practically In a quiet which will, 
never be'disturbed until the end of 
the world.' '•.;' 

'The action of the sea-water Is not 
very rapid, either, and paint protects 
It as well a sthe metal work that 
holds- the ship together. The wreck 
is gradually covered with narhaole3 
and sponges and layer upon layer of 
these, soon bury it out of sight, while 

.the_gof^_0cean--sediment slowly hut 
surely settles down over. it. " ' 

Sometimes the coral Insects set to 
work and make the wreck and'foun­
dation for their beautiful structures, 
so that in the end it may become 'the 
foundation of a coral reef. The most 
destructive thing that can happen to 
it Hi that sea vegetables may become 
-attached to it, for then the wood will 
be more rapidly .rotted as it gives off 
susjenance to the, clinging parasites. 

When an iron or steelu ship sinks, 
especially a steamer with heavy holl­
ers and engines and a closely packed 
cargo, she Is apt to, go down with great 
rapidity. Her collision with the bot­
tom mayqgo far to"break her up. 

Whatever happens she has the cor­
rosive effects of the salt water to wtth 
stand, as well as all or Wowt of .the 
factors that affect the wooden ship. 
Vegetation settles on her wooden parts 
and the barnacles and coral Insects 
themselves are. the cause of chemical 
change. Bve'ry scratch in the paint 
is an opening for corrosion. Present­
ly the paint itself scales off. and in a 
few years there will he nothing but a 
gigantic rust stain at the bottom..of 
the sea to maMc where the vessel-had 
found her resting place.

He then dis­
patched Deaf,Smith, his most trusty 
scout, td cut down the bridge which 
ottered the only means of escape to . 
either army. 

"Make the best of your way," he had 
said in his habitual tone of kindly 
friendship, "to VInce's bridge, cut it 
down and burn it up and come back 
like eagles or you Trill be too late for 
the day." And Just as the first charges 
was starting a horseman flecked with 
foam from his panting uharger had 
dashed along the lines of the patriot-. 
army, as Houston had arranged that ' 
he should do, calling out clearly that 
jdl might hear;.'this deathknell to all 
hopes of possible escape: "I have cu* 
down Vince's bridge! Now, fight for 
your lives and remember the Alamo!" 

TfietTexan army, with Houston rid- ~ 
lug at the front of the center column, 
had then dashed forward- against the 
Mexican breastworks, behind .which 
stood the army of Santa Anna, drawn 
up in perfect order and calmly reserv­
ing its fire for short range. Their first 
volley, however, by the grace- of ~a- di­
vine Providence, as the Texans declar­
ed,, wont too high. • Houston's leg was 
shattered nt'the ankle and his hqrsB.; 
severely wounded, but'his columns-still 
advanced uninjured. I . . . . 

Then came N the answering volley, 
"poured into the" very bosoms'* of the 
nstonlshml Mexicans—upable to relond 
and without.,Iftfyohets for the charge. 
The Texans had "clubbed their mus­
kets" anil dealt desperate blows,, and,, 
•finally, wheri they had thus battered..';" 
their way Into the very center of the 
Mexican army, they had drawn their 
murderous bowie knives and "literally 
cut their way through dense .masses of 
living flesh." ' ' . . ' ' " 

The battle' had" lasted only twenty 
irflmrtes, but In-that time -a new na­
tion had been born into the world.' 
"From the battle of San Jacinto," said 
Webster In 18*2, "the war was at an 
end."-/MelropolItun Magazine.
