A difficulty confronting the foreign 
steamer lines that ply the St. Law­
rence river, especially among the 
Thousand'Islands, is the marit ime law 
affecting the boats carrying, passen­
gers from one -American • port to , an ­
other.

The revenue 
inspectors are vigilant and watch very 
closely, .for infractions of this law.

Six carloads of raw Chinese <dnd 
Japanese silk arrived at Ogdensburg 
recently enrVmte from Shanghai and 
Tohnhama to Mew Tork. After reach 
ing Vancouver the raw silk is trans­
ferred f rom' ship to cars and in • the 
run across Canadian country a wreck 
occurred on the Canadian Pacific rail 
road in which one carload of silk was 
hurled into the river. I t was secured 
and the ray silk transferred to an­
other car and sent along with the con­
signment- On arrival when the car 
was opened it was.found In, a verita­
ble rotten condition; the odor driving 
even a customs officer out of the~car. 
The damaged carload Is valued at 
nearly $200,000, whicn is believed will 
be a total loss. I t was, however, sent 
on to New Tork. -The full consign­
ment is valued at $900,000.

That they receive 
a larger profit from their milk by th is 
system is shown by a letter published 
in a Canton newspaper and written by 
Geo. A. Clark, a successful dairyman 
of that town. Mr. Clark uses for i l­
lustration the milk from his dairy for 
the month of May,. 1907. which sold 
at the shipping station for $212.' The 
same amount of milk, he states, de­
livered at the nearby creamery at the 
same, test given him for the same cows 
in May. 1906. would have brought him 
$14". or a difference of $65 In favor of 
the method of shipment to New Tork. 
Of course no . skim milk was received 
where" the latter plan was followed, 
and deducting the feeding value of 
this he stii l finds an increased net 
profit of $*S in a single month from 
the plan of selling the mily to the city 
purchasers. 

Messrs. Stevenson -and Pratt , rep­
resenting the Central New York Tel­
ephone and Telegiaph Cor. wen- pres­
ent last week at the local b x v l meet­
ing at Massena. N. T.. and asked to 
board to. allow them to locate thei r 
iine-of poles on-the-wt-st-sidc -of-'M'uin 
streea. Af ter 'considerable discussion 
the following resolution wos unani­
mously adopted: "Resolved, that the 
consent of the board - of" trustees of 
the village of, Massena be. and the

dition that all poles, erected shall be 
painted,. properly stepped, and shall 
be located and erected subject to the 
approval of the board-of trustees; and 
upon the " further condition- t ha t as 
soon as th is. l ine is completed and in 
use. the wires and cables of said Tel­
ephone and Telegraph Co. shall be 
removed from the east side of said 
Main street, and that the poles now-
occupied by the Great Northwestern 
Telegraph Co.-on Main street, north 
of the Kinney lot shall be removed."

She has a -pop­
ulation of eight thousand people, and 
is nicely, located at the foothills of the 
Adirondacks. and is surrounded by a 
very prosperous dairy agricultural 
country. She has ample hotel accom 
modatlons for th,e entertainment of 
our visitors and the enthusiasm- with 
which the eitteens of Malone'and--vi­
cinity take hold of the work. Indicates 
an old t ime Northern New Tork gath 
ering. The officers of the Association 
will open headquarters here later, 
when all arrangements will be made 
for a grand meeting.

Happy the family...tha}-. can live the 
simple life in camp or cottage when 

_the mercury„.climbs between SO a"nd 
1 oo' dfgrees. Most people manage to 
get iiway for at least a short period 
but' the greater number find summer 
days more or,less trying in the home, 
especial ly ' the, busy-mother with ba­
bies or perhaps an Invalid to care for-. 

Why not. try camping out at home 
and simplify the housekeeping to a 
point wher^ half the labor is saved, 
and at the same' time add to the heal th 
and happiness of .every member of 
the family? The plan is easy and is 
practical, and not beyond the compre-. 
henslon of anyone possessed of intel­
ligence and common sense. 

The first^ thing necessary is to make ' 
the home camp, by putt ing away all 
unnecessary furnishings, ornaments, 
etc., when the sprlKig^leantng is done. 
Hangings, Carpets and-" b r ie -a -b rao 
'will seem twioe as attractive in the 
fall if the *ave not been exposed to 
the dust all summer, and less than 
half the usual cleanlg will be neces­
sary If'only the needful things are In 
use, besides a- hojuse so stripped not 
only looks cooler but it is both more 
eoriifortabT£~a"nd more sanitary. 

The next -thing is to simplify the 
catering "and cooking. Specialist the 
advice of whom is worth many dollars 
a minute, advocate a complete change 
of diet in summer and the most rigid 
guarding of food supplies to protect 
them from absorbing-those poisonous" 
elements which breed "rapidly when 
warm days foster all sorts of animal 
and vegetable growth. 

A diet made up largely 'of milk, 
eggs, cereals, vegetables; and fruits, 
is conducive to health ' and happiness 
in warm weather, with plenty of fish, 
and a little meat to vary the mViiu. 
The main thing is to have everything 
fresh, and to maintain a standard of 
cleanliness' that answers to sanitary 
requirements. 

With regard to the keeping of food 
•the best advice is DotiUvlteep them if 
you can help it. Kuy in 'the smallest* 
possible quantities and renew the sup 
plies, frequently, being careful that 
whatever food is -stored in safe o r in 
ice chest is absolutely clean before 
it is put away. 

A small quantity of citric acid— 
which is the' sarne as the acid in a 
lemon—added to the water in which 
fruits or salads are rinsed is a safe­
guard against any germs that may 
have lodged on them. ^__ . 

Milk, whieh is i f f ""essential parf'\rf= 
the diet of people of all ages, and the 
main dependence of babies, young 
children and old people. Is the~"food-
that needs -most careful watching to 
prevent deterioration. The housevrife 
should take extra precautions to in­
sure the safety of her family in the 
use of this necessary household sup-' 
ply. which too often Becomes a veT 
hicle to eoriimu'nicate contagion. Un­
less one can be sure of the sources 
from which it is obtained, and un­
less it can- be delivered in air t ight 
sealed bottles, it is "wiser to Use a high 
grade prepared ..milk whose puri ty is 
undeniable. 

Milk in this form Is conceded to be 
the best food .for babies and y-oung 
children, and is- generally used in the. 
children's hospitals and in day nurs­
eries-.' It is the staple food among 
Hebrew mothers in this.city, and not­
withstanding the crowded and gener­
ally" unsanitary condition that pre­
vails among these poorer people, the 
death rate among Jewish babies is 
exceptionally low. 

Frequent—bathing is important to 
"health for every human being., espe­
cially In warm weavther.- but it is a 
vital necessity for the baby. Water 
at a temperature of 90 degrees should 
be used at first for t he bath and the 
temperature slightly 'lowered as the 
child grows older. A warm sponge 
bath at nlghtTas well as in the morn­
ing is beneficial in warm weather, be­
ing conducive to comfortable sleep. 

Clothing" sHoulo*T>e lWose and com­
fortable, and a baby must always be 
kept warm. Warmth is vitality. Wet. 
soiled clothing should he removed at 
once. The pores of the skin must be 
kept clean and open if health Is to be 
conserved. Fresh air, with protection 
from dust and. draughts, and quiet, 
regular living Is what keeps t h e ba­
bies well.and conduces to good health 
in other humans also. , , 

The personal atmosphere counts for 
more in the sum of human happiness 
than people generally realize. The 
mother who can regulate her house­
hold affairs so that she has leisure to 
enjoy a pleasant, short story on her 
comfortable, shaded veranda, to give 
a little attention to her pet plant*; to 
gather a bunch of sw;eet peas for the 
table in her outdoor room, or for any 
form of pleasantness that appeals to 
her, will be possessed of a serenity of 
mind that will shed minor troubles 
and make her presence a benediction 
to her family and>frlends.
