In the Saranac neighborhood some 
hundreds of acres of vacant land, the 
property of the State of Nosy York, 
has recently been planted to pine trees. 
When the forestry experts are asked 
by the Old inhabitants why the State 
should set out pine- trees on its land 
when the Constitution forbids the sale 
rcmovai or destruction of any tree 
within the forest preserve, tho experts 
ply that by the time .these infant trees 
shall have reached matur i ty the poli­
cy of-the State with regard to it=! for­
est lands will haveTchanged. As sure 
as .there Is suoh a thing as progress in 
government-arid in' practical science, 
this prophecy will come t rue. 

The Adirondack forest i s . a great 
storehouse of wealth. The chief 
wealth i t contains* is lumber. As the 
forests a re slashed away from tracts 
owned by private individuals the lum­
ber or> tracts owned by the publ ic be­
comes more and more" valuable. I t 
can be removed and sold wi thout dam 
age to the forest. .Some day th is will 
be done In New Xork State. 

Alreaay-.the-.Paderal government is 
doing it. "National foreste," says a 
little book Justrtssued from the De­
par tment of Agriculture, "are for use 
by all t he people. The resources are 
now u s e d ' tn such a _comnion sense 
way tha t Instead of being used up 
they keep coming. They a re for pees 
erit use for use a few years ahead, and 
for use a long t ime ahead. Hundred 
of millions of feet-of t imber a re sold 
from ' the national forests each year. 
That Is why the forest is protected. 
The tirfiBerTs~f;or use. THe cuttings 
do not damage the forests, because the 
lumbering operations are so carefully 
•done tha t the stand Is left in first-
class- condition for ^a second crop, and 
after Ji."third crop, and.any number of 
future_c.rops. Fire is kept out of the 
out-over land to give the younger 
growth-.a. fair chance. By wise use 
the t imber crop'is made perpetual and 
its quali ty is improved by eneourag-
,ing__a hew-and better growth of 'the 
most useful kinds of t rees." 

That is the policy of the Federal 
government. The time will soon be 
here wh^h it will he the policy-of the 
.State .of New York.

Their Sudden Gloom Burdens Iilght-
Makers.—Darkness, Not Danger 

<*, The Difficulty. 

That thunderstorms are sett ing in 
all over New York State with unusual 
force and frequency Is- shown by re­
ports received in New York at the 
headquarters of the Empire State Gas 
-and Slectr lc Association. IJght ing 
men in every section of the State are 
making preparations to offset the sud 
den and Irregular darkness with which 
thunder - rieads is beginning to fM6a 
the i r territory. On the basfs.of the 
squally, weather. prevail ing thus far, 
it is estimated that men and machin­
ery,, enough to counteract t he dark­
est month of winter, will be required 
to l ighten the spasmodic gloom that 
will follow this summer 's electric 
showers. •'' " 

At n o more than a quar ter of an 
hour's notice, the l ighting men.declare 
they a re often obliged to generate el­
ectric currant or regulate gas flow suf­
ficient t.o supply the,thousands of but­
tons and jets tha t are turned oil al­
most simultaneously the moment a 
sudden shower Mots out the sunlight, 
The strain of this emergency work 
upon t he regular- force and equipment 
as well as the burden of maintaining 
extra crews, tanks and dynamos, con­
stantly-ready to.be set a t work against 
the rush of the s.ummer storms, has 
begun to-tell already upon the resourc 
es of the lighting companies through­
out t he State. , In many instances the 
members of t h e ' l ight ing association 
report that they have been -obliged 
to make even! fur ther-addi t ions to 
their emergency for-ces .to>insiire_ the' 
maintenance of"thelr service a t top? 
notch efficiency against the onslaught 
of these sudden atmospheric "disturb­
ances. ' _ ' 

The ploy of l lghfning'is reported to 
be the least of the.l ighting man's trou 
hies during the electric storms. While 
In very rare Instances theitMianlJs, sta­
tions or oftlm-s mny be struck, as any 
man's busln^s_place may.be. the gas 
or electric men "say tfiey- have nothing 
t«/f<"»r from the thunderbolt. The 
sudden wind gusts that precede these 
showers n re-T"t>orled to be often res­
ponsible for eonxlilerahlo damage to, 
the iinles and wires of the lighting 
systems. The overpowering .force, 
howi>vj?r,_In thew accumulat ing storms 
is, to the mind of the lighting men. 
the unexpeiHod slid almost Instanta­
neous mnnnr-r in which they 1-urn day 
Into blackest night for a xvhoio com­
munity calling for light.

remarkable one. '„The great French­
man . was" flrniiy convinced that be , 
would meet all his friends, in a future 
world... .He was^equally sure tha t he 
h a d , . a l w a y s existed from the ante-
Uiluviiih t imesTwheu the Creator plac­
ed him on earth. HePfcelleved that lie 
Would exist fowver, inasmuch-ns he 
felt In. hid soul thousands of hymns, 
dramas and poema tha t had never 
found expression. 

When the atheists would say. to him, 
"The proof that you will not exist In 
the future is thttt you did not exist in 
the past," Hugo would answer: : 

. "Who told you r a i d ho fex l s t in the 
past centuries? You will say that Is-
the legend of the ages. The pbet has 
written. 'Life is a -fairy tale twice writ­
ten.'- He might.have said a thousand 
times written..
