It often bnppens when you unpack 
roses shipped from a distant nursery

ed. It Is, a good plan to bury them 
completely at least, six inches beloW 
the surface, give the ground a good 

. soaking and leave so for two or,three 
days to plump up again. - In planting 
budded or grafted plants the point of 
union should be at least two Inches be­
low the surface so that they may 
eventually become -their owiv , root 
plants. 

In pruning first out out all decayed, 
crowded or weak growths, then shorten 
back as. reotilted, -observing the,* rule 
that delicate and weak growcrs.should 

• , be pruned separately and strong and 
vigorous growers pruned very lightly. 

There are many ways to which roses 
can be used to produce decorative ef­
fects outdoors as dwarf plants in beds, 
as climbers on walls, porches or arches, 
as pillars In large Isolated clumps, as 
a hedge or dividing line, as an edging 
to other shrubs or torcarpet banks and 
elopes.

After much anxious 
thought and consultation with Lord 
Queensberry an Innocent glove fight 
was arranged-in-the. Buckingham pal-
aee-stables^to take place quietly, ha l t 
an hour before the shah was ta.rficetee. 
Lord Shaftesbury and the archbishops 
and bishops with a memorial asking 
him to protect the interests of the 
Christians in Persia. " " 

But the shah slept late. The prize­
fighters overlapped the prelates. A 
footman made a ' mistake in opening 
the door. Archbishops and bishops fol­
lowing the shah in a moment found 
themselves more or less—in.„a ring 
round the two prizefighters. The 
bishops hustled back to the reception 
room, the fight was stopped, the shah 
was angry and disappointed, and Lord 
Shaftesbury was heard shouting: "A 
p'rizefigbt in the garden of the~qneen"s 
palace forsooth! I wil l denounce yon 
all over the kingdom!" Mutual expla­
nations followed, the matter was set 
right, we sent special messages to the 
reporters to keep it out of the press, 
and I was later oil privileged to ex­
plain it all to the queen, who took the 
matter much more calmly than her 
lord chamberlain. Onee-back, how r 
ever, inside Buckingham palace,—^we­
al! smoothed our ruffled feathers and 
listened to a most gloomy oration from 
Lord Shaftesbury. 
s;,The shah, angry at the Interruption 
of his prizefight, turned roundjto Sir 
Henry Rawlinson and growled in Per­
sian: "Hang the Christians In Persia! 
Tell them they're all right!" Rawlln-
son translated'-tn'at -into a long, elo-
rjtient and beautiful reply -to.the depu­
tation, while doubtless the dlsappolnt-
ed boxers were having a consolation 
scrap In the stables,. Lord Shaftes-' 
bury did not denounce them, though 
the shah's bear leaders lived in terror 
for some days. 

The. lord chamberlain blamed me, I 
blamed the shah, the shah blamed the 
equerry.1,the equerry blamed the foot­
man. ' the footman blamed every one 
all round.' and we gave the prizefight­
ers £5 apiece, with a resolution writ­
ten In Wood that never would any of 
us again arrange a prizefight, even far 
a shah of shahs, in a royal palace gar­
den.
