The oldest resident of Ogdeneburg. 
Mrs. Wil l iam' H. Marshall, died July 
17, aged 97 years. She was the wid­
ow of Wil l iam H. Marshall, a promi­
nent citizen, who died twenty-five 
years ago. Mrs. Marshall was born 
in Vermont and w#nt to Ogdensburg 
when a poung girl. She was a well 
educated woman and unti l within the 
past few years was a frequent contr ib­
utor to magazines and- newspapers. 
For some months she had been visit­
ing her daughter, who is aged 72 year's 
at her hom.e, ln .New Haven. Conn.. 
Whi le there Mrs. Marshall slipped and" 
fell, injuring her hip. She never r e ­
covered from the .effects of the fall 
arid her death had been expected Sor 
the past few weeks. She has one son 
William^ who is editor of a newspaper 
in Hawaii . She had great admirat ion 
for David B. Hill and frequently Cor­
responded .with h im in relation to 
state and national politics. In one of 
her letters to him she stated tha t

Speaking of the i project "by • P i t t s ­
burgh capitalists'£?• erect a large pow­
er p lant in" Malone, the -Pa l lad ium 
says: "Sidney S. Whittelsey of Piat ts 
burgh Is expected in Malone this week 
and his ar r iva l js said to mean the be­
ginning of active preparat ions for es­
tablishing a new electric power plant 
in Malone. I t will be remembered 
tha t on Apri l 8, 1907, a 40-year fran­
chise was granted to Mr. Whittelsey 
and others, whom he may associate 
with him, giving the right, privilege 
and franchise of selling and distr ibut­
ing electricity In the village, of Malone 
for purposes of light, heat and power. 
After the granting of the franchise 
the promoters of the new association 
acquired power r ights of Arhtur Nich­
olson on the Salmon river, below Che 
village, and now have a.small p lant in 
operation. I t Is said that Mr. Whi t ­
telsey and other Plat tsburgh capital­
ists will .combine the power obtaina­
ble a t Nicholson's with that a t anoth­
er point on the river giving them a 
head of 26 feet, capable of generat ing 
a current of GOO horse power. A large 
plant will be erected and the work 
prosecuted with vigor to enable the 
company to furnish electricity in the 
village as soon as passible. The fran­
chise specifies tha t the work mus t be 
gun within one. year and finished with 
In two years."

A section of the New York Central 's 
Rome, Watertown & Ogdensburg -line 
between Alton and North Rose In 
Wayne county, is about to be foreclos­
ed'. Alonzo H . Tlndall and h is wife, 
Sarah Ann Tlndall , borrowed $500 of 
the iate Caleb Weeks of Alton, on Aug. 
IB, 1870, giving back the mortgage. 

'Mr. Tlndall is dead, so is Mr. Weeks. 

Tlndall Is now MrsT'Sarah Ann 
Lockwood and the mortgage is owned 
by El lsha J. Gatchell an Alton produce 
buyer. After th is "mortgage was giv­
en the rai l road company bought a 
r igh t of way through the farm, but 
neglected to get a release from the 
mortgagee or else failed to discover 
the mortgage. The property consisted 
of about 27 acres in Sodus and about 
20*acres in Rose. ' On looking up the 
mat ter it was found that the mortgage 
covered the rai l road tracks, and fore­
closure proceedings were started.

The' .railroad attorneys, Har­
r is & Har r i s of Rochester,'Tiave filed 
an answer in the action, sett ing up ad­
verse possession, but this Is a defense 
which cannot be interposed, it Is said, 
aga ins t a mortgage. The property 
may be decreed by the cour t to be 
sold 'In Inverse order but' the mortga^ 
gee intends, to get His monew. and is 
pretty certain to get eyery penny due, 
and if t he land is bid up, the re will be 
a bonus. 

TRYING TO HARNESS TCDES. 

Interest ing Experiment hi' Tidal pow­

er on Maine Coast. 

-Fo r . -aJong - l ime the waste nf tidal 
energy has been a problem that has* 
taxed man's Inventive genius for a 
solution, but, al though in instances 
some use has been made of t he tidal 
power, the problem has ' in reality 
been solved. Now there is a n experi­
ment to be made on the Maine coast 
—the location suggesting t h e ' J e r n e -
.Sjaii operat ions.for getting wealth out 
of the sea—in which It Is proposed to 
convert the todal power Into unsable 
energy-and to transport that, energy 
a number of miles to an island point 

-whereHt-ea«-^>e «f commercial value. 
The basin at South Thomaston, Me.; 
is selected as the'-place for t he experi­
ment, a little over a square mile of 
area wi th a twelxe-foot rise of t ide 
commanding It far. operations. The 
tidal power is to be used in the com­
pressing of air, and It is technically 
figured out that seventy per cent, of 
the t ide can be stored in the compress 
ed air apparatus, and from there, be 
transmit ted ' in a pipe line, to the l ime 
quarries and factories in Ro'cklfftfir,-
or a t any other place within a radius 
of twenty miles, to be "distributed for 
industrial joses, it being figured tha t 
B000 horse power bay be secured in 
this way. The gre»t rise and fall of 
the t ide along-the Maine coast makes 
i t" aTi- especially favorable spot for 
such experimentation, but if the p ro ­
ject works successfully therer l t -can-be 
used in lesser degree all" ajong the 
co'ast, and we shall finally haveTTaf^" 
nessed the sea in -a. new way -to the 
"service of the a r t s of roankind.

the Place Have Fine Ind iana F a r m ' 

Three miles north of Lowell, Ind., 
is one of the best tended farms in tha t 
part of thex state. This is one of- the 
places to which. Lowell points with 
pride as is is not only owned by t he 
Brannan girls, three sisters, now long 
past tjie old' maid mark* a s years a re 
counted, but al l the work of the farm 
is done by them. No' help of any kind ' 
is h i red on the place. . ; 

Of course there is a"beginnlng t o 
the story, and it all starts about twen­
ty years i^go, when Tom Brannan a 
farmer, left this country for parts un ­
known and left his wife and five smal l 
children, two sons and th ree daugh­
ters, the youngest a child of 9 years, 
to run the-farm arid maker' their own 
way in the world as best they could. 
Of- t he family there now remain on 
the home place, but three daughters. 

Much of the sturdy self-reliance 
manifested by them today, can be t ra ­
ced, back to their plucky little moth ­
er, who instead, of walting-.f^r some­
th ing to turn up, star ted' in and not 
only made a home for .her little onse 
b.ut gave them an enviable start in t he 
world before she quietly slipped away 
to the. other. 

T h e two sons drifted away from the 
home before the .death of the-mother 
and the work was taken up by. the 
girls and carr ied' on from where the 
brothers had left It. Today the farm 

J S J h e envy of many of the neighbor­
ing farmers, and not only is this t rue 
because of the air of neatness which 
prevails, but for the stook to be found 
on it. These farmers a im at quality 
instead of quant i ty in thei r stock rais­
ing, and as a consequence no highe?-
grade of horses, cattle and .hogs are 
to be found in northern Indiana than 
on the old maids ' farm.
