And 
there Is enough fuel space to make the 
cruising radius o t the gasbltne boat 
once and ane-half as long as a steam 
driven boat., Altogether It ls a decid­
ed advance, ln marine engineering, 
and will mark a great advance In tor-

^"1>edo..hoat construction.' But the gas 
' olmo-englne, already familiar ln mo­

tor Boat "construction, ls not the only 
thing that the engineer corps has been 
working on. There Is one officer who 
has been for some years working on 

, the problem of producing gas direct 
from the explosion of oil and air,, keep 
lng "it under pressure ln a"tank some­
thing like steam for driving either a 
reciprocating or turbine engine. It 
Is understood thnt this work Is now a 
success, and tf,this Is so it wilt mean

Friday—The little village of North 
Lawrence was practically wiped out 
by fire this morning. 37 buildings 
were burned and there are not many 
l e f t . - The Malone fire department res­
ponded to a call for help, but arrived 
too late'to save the business part of 
the place. I have-been looking up 
the battle of Hubbardton, Vt. Many 
Many of our early settlers came from 
Rutland county but do not know very 
much about the battle: It was fought 
in the morning of,.July 7, 1777. The 
American troops were surprised, at 
breakfast- by the advance guard of 
Burgoynes army commanded by Gen. 
Frazer, numbering several—trfousand 
men. The Americans did nojt exceed 
two thousand and the New Hampshire 
men were under Gen. Stark, The bat 
tie lasted only a few minutes when the 
Americans retreated but Burgoyne re 
ported that the British lost-200 killed 
and 400 wounded. They lost one Col­
onel, seven Captains and 22ft prisoners 
There Is a fine monument erected on 
",the battleground and some years ago 
I copied the Inscriptions but I have 
mislaid them. St. Glair was compell­
ed to evacuate Fort Tlconderoga only 
the duy before.

rabbit and vegetables of all sorts. The 
fruit he has always had, and alwa'y's 
will, "have, In plenty. 

The Filipino ha% never handled any 
other tool than a bolo, with which he 
builds houses and constructs Irriga­
tion plants ot a sort on his paddy Held 
Now he begins to understand the use 
of hammer and nails, of saws and of 
the adz. In the recent extension of 
the Manlla-Dagupan railway, ln the 
erection of the splendid 350 ton Ice-
making and refrigerating plant In Ma­
nila, in the putting up of school hous­
es and, barracks all over the Island, 
nnd in a thousand and one other ways 
he has helped-not only to improve the ¥ 
general appearance of the cqttntry,' 
but to learn something of a white-
man's taste for proper sanitary condi­
tions and good quarantine conditions. 

Upon machinery he yet looks with 
awe', but he has learned "to set type, 
and one,,some.time back, turned a pa 
tent fire extinguisher onto a blase that 
broke out In an old mansion In the 
Calle Cobldo. Intramuros. So It Is 
easy to see that they lire coming on. 
and, If apace permitted, one could 
quote many Incidents "to show how this 
great mass of people, so suddenly lift­
ed out ot obscurity, are shortly to be­
come a factor-ln the world's Industrial 
Ufa- -
