These figures at first s,eem to point 
' t o "a very, a larming conclusion—that 
. the country had In the last year cut, 
.jnOTe_than—23_.percent more lumber 
than" In 1906, in the face of the fast 
waning supply. The difference Is,

21,000 concerns have reported their

Three-fourths of the population of 
the country Is east of the Mississippi 
but more t han halw of the t imber sup 
ply is west of'it; The west has In Its 
forests jmaterial to last it for nearly 60 
years if its per capita consumption Is 
no g r e a f e n h a n tha t of the country at 
large and if it can hold i tse l f down to

Wisconsin had passed to first place,; 
with Michigan Beoond and Minnesota 
third. This relative position was not 
changed until 1904, when Washington 
appeared at the top of the column and 
Louisiana was third, with Wisconsin, 
secona and Minnesota and ' Michigan 
fourth and fifth. Louisiana now takes 
second place while Wisconsin goes 
flown from second to third' and Minne; 

*sota from fourth to seventh. Missis­
sippi and Arkansas have moved up to 
fifth and sixth places, while Michi­
gan, goes to fourth. 

New York In 1850 led all the states 
in the production of lumber. Penn­
sylvania rose to first place ten years 
later, and New York dropped to sec­
ond. In the .period following the civil 
w a r , t h e rapid extension of rai lroads 
brought into market the great white 
pine forests of the lake states and the 
chief source of supply moved thi ther. 
Michigan first, t hen Wisconsin, went 
to the front. When Washington sup­
planted the latter the leadership had
