IN QUEST OF AN HEIR, 

In ihe, United-States, particularly 
in the northern part, few breeders 
raise guinea • fowl In large numbers. 
The chief objection to them seems to 
be-tWeir harsh cry. which is often por-
tieularly. troublesome at night, and 
their wandering? and troublesome hab-
~lts..' These serve, however, says the 
Indianapolis News, to give warning 

, of marauders in the poultry yard. If 
they are allowed to range their feed 
cost hut little, since they will Jlye al­
most entirely on insects, seeds, etc.J 
The .demand for them in our city mar­
kets is constantly Increasing and it 
seems probable that they will soon be 
a recognized source., of profit to the 
poultryman, fit to be bred, fel and mar 
keted as carefully-raa ohickens, tnr-
fceps, ducks and geese, and not merely 
as curiosities. 

Their breedfn&season begins about 
• the same time asrthat of wild birds— 

April or May, according to the lati­
tude—and they usually continue lay»-
ing throughout the summer.-^Breed­
ers formerly expected fifty or sixty 
eggs a year from each hen, but the 
varieties have Improved so much that 
one hundred Is now considered a rea­
sonable number. Guinea hens "make 
poor setters, as they. are restless and 
inclined to range' when they should 
be on the nest, and the usual practice 
Is to put the eggs under a common hen 
•which can hatch about fifteen. 

It cannot be learned., that there are 
any diseases peculiar to the guinea 
fowl, and ordinarily they are very 
healthy. However, they are suscep­
tible to some of the common poultry 

'• diseases. 
"Wheat, corn, barley, oats, buck 

wheat, millet and hemp seed are all 
recommended.,as suitable grainsfrfor 
guinea hens, and as is the ease with 
other classes of poultry, a mixture 
mixture would probably prove more 
satisfactory than any single grain. In 
general it may be said that they seem 
to require very much the same ra­
tions as chickens of corresponding 
ages. 

After all, discussion of the guinea 
fowl and'Its merits would be vain, 
if nobody wanted it. It is true that 

. most people do not reckon with it as 
^one of the available and ordinary dish 

es supplied by the markets, but- the 
condition seems to be gradually chang 
ing. and, while these birds cannot yet 
be said to be popular, there is a, rec­
ognized and dependable demand for 
them which seems to need only some 
careful fostering by legitimate meth­
ods, such as ample display of attrac­
tive specimen's and other well known 
market dodges, to grow into a large 
demand that will have, to be reckoned' 
with by market men and poulterers 

the-eoiHtfty-overr" "Guinea hens have 
very usuch .the same food value as 
chickens and are as economical when 
bought at the same price a pound.

The new garments that supply the 
New York demand for misfits come 
from Brown of. Boston, Smith of Chi­
cago, and Jones of "Washington. Then 
follow along Kansas City, Detroit, and 
various cities that were never before 
regarded as centers of the tailor's art. 

The history of these garments be­
fore they reach New York is simple. 
The old clo' business is now "so thor­
oughly organized that buyers are in 
every large city. The best market foir.| 
these misflt^suits is New„.York. 

r\—Meri'who deal in second hand clo­
thing in "othe>" cities, know that the 
New York dealers want all the misfii 
garments they can buy and promptly 
send on to the city any elpthes of that 
klfld they are able to get hold of. This 
lias resulted In the purchase of all 
misfit suits ."or the metropolitan mar­
ket. ' 

In .-.ny other city such-garments sell 
simply as second" hand clothes, as the 
glaujour of the "misfit" has h i t travel­
ed gf&ar. In New York they fetch a 
higher price than the cheapest ready 
made clothes.

JTtren came snapshots at groups at 
fairly close range, and at single birds 
with the 22 inch single lens of the 11 
Inch doublet, which would give the' 
bird large on. the plate. If any one 
imagines these performances to 'be 
easy I should like to have him watc}i 
the bewildering maze of bird images 
that are darting across the ground-
"gfass, and see when he would decide to 
snap. They are in all positions and 
distances. In focus and out of It. A 
good combination oceurs for the ver­
iest fraction of a second;' to hesitate 
is to be lost of this opportunity. The 
irresolute one will stand there for -no 
one knows how long, following" the 
foetissing, till fingers are blistered and 
neckc almost broken, without "taking a 
single picture. Or, if he carelessly 
snaps away at random he probably 
will get fourth rate results.

Tobacco Smoke Poiaonoua. 
It Is often said that tobacco smoke 

Is a powerful germicide. The com­
position of tobacco smoke Is complex, 
the principal constituents being oils of 
a tarry nature. Nicotine-Itself is a-J 
strong germicide, but the quantity of 
this poison In tobacco smoke Is minute. 
The oily matter which accumulates In 
a tobacco pipe is highly poisonous, but 
docs not contain any appreciable quan­
tity of nicotine, the chief constituent 
of ih is residue.being a very poisonous 
oil known as pyridine. Tobacco smoke 
contains a decided quantity of c:ir-
bon monoxide, which 'Is a preservative 
and which must possess germicidal 
properties. One of the principal con­
stituents accounting for the germicidal 
properties of tobacco smoke Is the pow­
erful antiseptic formaldehyde.—New 
York Herald.
