THE SPEAKER'S MACE. 
Origin of the Emblem of Authority 

Used In Congreli. 
, At the. right of the speaker's desk 

in the hall of the house of • represent­
atives in the capital at Washington 
stands a large cylindrical pedeHtu) 
made of highly polished green marble. 

When the house is called to order 
each day, the sergeant at arms or one 
of BIB deputies places upon the pedes­
tal the mace, which Is the symbol of 
authority in the house. When the body 
adjourns he removes' It and keeps it In 
safety until the house meets again. 

Tola, mace is of very ancient and 
honorable origin. Under the old Ro­
man republic the magistrates passed 

^ i r t b b t f ronr-one place-to -another ai-
ministering justice, trying public of­
fenders and imposing penalties. 

Each of ' these magistrates was at­
tended by a small body ot men known 
ait lictors, whose duty it was to make 
way for the officers'of the, law, pre­
serve order, make arrests and Inflict 
punishment on condemned citizens.. 

Each of these lictors carried w i th 
him a bunch of rods tied together 
wltb thongs and having un ax bound 
to the outside of. it. The thongs were 
used for scourging and the ax for 
beheading. Sentences imposed by- the 
magistrates were at once carried ou t 
Those" bundles of rods were known a* 
fasces. , When "flce-HomaBS conquered 
Britain the use of the fasces as a sym­
bol was brought with them, and many 
other Roman customs remained with 
the British people. 

While It -was'lno longer used for in­
flicting punishment, it continued to be 
used as a synjbol by the early English 
magistrates, and when.an officer ap-. 
peared carrying • the fasces his au­
thority was Immediately accepted by 
•all.; It was, in effect, his badge of 
office. 

The English form of the fasces was 
slightly changed in that the ax was 
placed inside of the bundle of rods, 
with the blade protruding from the 
top. • -. 

The great councils of ..the early 
Saxons gradually developed Into one 
general body, which In the fourteenth-
century became known as the house 
of commons, in all these earlier coun­
cils the-use of the fasces was con­
tinued, but It then came to be kuow*n 
as the mace, which has remained' as 
the emblem ofj'legtslafivf authority in 
that boi^,;..downj:p the.present day... 
"3Phe„k.ous'e of representatives, o f the 
United States' was modeled closely 
after the house of commons by the 
frnmers of our constitution, and the 
usoge of the mace was borrowed from 
the English custom; 
• The first mace adopted by the house 
was destroyed by fire when the Brit­
ish burned the capital in 1814., From 
1814 untir 1842 n mace of painted wood 
did service, but in the latter year the 
present mace w a s made after the model 
of the original one.—Cleveland Plain 
Dealer.

«iio\vl«(ll—the American viburnum. I t 
is not sufficiently honored. ' In the pres­
ent craze of strange foreign shrubs 
it has been allowed to' sink into the 
hackgrouud, yet whenever people see a 
real old fashioned country garden the 
snowballs in it are sure to draw ex­
pressions of delight. There is some­
thing perennially virginal, about this 
pure flower tree. It is a cheap shrub. 
finn't l ie extravagant about .buying a 
Jorge; one,- i t grows so fast that a 
few seasons suffice to give you a big 
shrub from a small two "foot" plant 
provided you take cure < to see'that It 
is sturdy id, sigoroiis at the-, time of 
planting.- - c 

The bole you make for a shrub often 
makes all the difference between poor 
growth mid good. Here is a simple 
rule for planting your snowball and all 
ither shrubs. Make,the...lAols at. least, 
twice as big nil around as Is necessary 
merely to accommodate the roots, 
rinnw some litter—very lijtie; however 
- into the Ixittoiu' and jhmp on'It to 
[Mick it tight. Now throw tile top soil 
into the hole first iind pack it around, 
the roots of tire shrub with hands and 
feet, bit by bit. Put the bottom soil 
an top. mix If with leaves, straw, ma­
nure or eveu ashes to make it light 
and porous and swamp it with water 
Immediately after planting. 

Blotting paper pressed to the wall 
with a hot flatlron will remove grease 
spots from wall paper. 
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The Care of Plumbing. 
The care of plumbing is comparative­

ly simple, but of the greatest impor­
tance. In building, buying or renting 
a house-the plumbing should have very 
careful consideration. 

It Is of the utmost importance that 
the drains from the sink or water 
closet should lie properly trapped, 
\Vhich means that at some part of the 
pipe which you cannot see there should 
•jtunil ii little |iool of water, which little 
pool uiuat always be kept so full that 
It take* up all the room in the pipe and 
leaves no space for the bad smells. 

Sometimes people grumble about bad 
smells, but we should be grateful for 
them, because they tell us so unmis­
takably thatMlrt Is in some place, that 
It should not be. They call aloud In 
their own disagreeable way to u« to 
ask u* to make all things clean. 

Smells mean tnnt there i s lmrmfu; 
dirt, and the smells that arise from 
dirt are often poisonous and make Im­
pure not only the air we breathe, but 
the water we drink. 

Copperas -will remove odors from the 
drainpipe*. Mix one pound of th, 
crystals -with one quart of water. Thh> 
mixture should lie kept' In a bottle, 
tightly corked and labeled "Poison." 
Pour, a little of this Into the pipes 
whenever there Is any smell. Let no 
Indissoluble thing enter the pipes. 

Greene chills on trie sides of the 
pipes, and many substances s*ick to 
this creaay layer.

Beat hard, then 
add aa much more flour as may be 
needed to make a rather thick drop 
batter. Beat again, then fill buttered 
muffin pans two-thirds full and bake 
half «n hour in a quick oven. This 
will make from fifteen to eighteen 
murilus, according to size and thick­

QnJTues-
day In place of the first half cupliuLof 
flour substitute a scant cupful of? cold 
incited rice, then proceed exactly.as be­
fore. On Wednesday. add to the beat­
en" eggs a n ! m'lk two-thirds of a cup­
ful of datei, stoned and cut fine, then 
follow the recipe as at first. 

On Tli-".;sday make the .plain muffin 
batter. Im'ena of pans, have the grid­
dle hot and well greased. Grjpse' a 
dozen or more rings, lay them on the 
griddle and almost fill them with bat­
ter. Iiraw to one side that they may 
conk through slowly; When brown 
turn over and. brown the other side.. 
slipping off the rings when nearly, done.
