American interests have acquired such 
large tracts of spruce timber land in 
Canada recently that the Canadians 
have become alarmed. The demand 

.for paper is Increasing and the supply 
of pulp wood rapidly diminishing. One 
American company has acquired 3000 
square miles of-forest land in Canada 
and another-- 2200 square miles.

Aery for wives comes to the prov­
ince' tjf Quebec from the French Can­
adian settlers in the Canadian North 
west Territories. A Roman Catholic 
clergyman in. Alberta Is contemplating 
trying a scheme suggested to him by 
the disconsolate bachelors of his par­
ish for supplying them -with wives. 

Women, except squaws, are scarce 
in the Canadian Territories, and there 
is an absolute absence of young mar-J-v 
!jagej^!e.iWO-m£TCTJLthe_^ 
religion as the struggling settlers"who 
have gone but there from the French 
parishes of the province of Quebec. 
The priests are anxious to-see them 
married to wives of their own nation­
ality, and'faithi'so as to encourage the. 
growth In the Northwest-of~trFre^ich-" 
speaking and Roman Catholic popula­
tion. • Juaglng- from the yironderfui 
rfatural increase of the- French Cana­
dian "hatlpn in the province of Quebec 

-the "supplying of wives and mothers to 
the settlers is all that is necessary for 
the early, establishment of an equally 
populous settlement. on. the Western 
prairies. 

The Northwest settlors are only too' 
anxious to fall in with th'ei'-deslr^s^of 
•their priests in the matter of marriage 
The lack «f .marriageable women In 
the Northwest Territories cannot be"' 
obviated by any effofts of their own. 
They cannot afford the time, .even.ijf 
.they could spare,.the means, to p-ay a 
visit to the province of QUebec to se­
lect wives for themselves. 
. But tltey are prepared to do so to a 

certain extent, by proxy. Provided a 
sufficiently large assortment is- bro't 
to their doors to.afford them some lit­
tle chance for "selection, they arepre-
parea to depute their priests/to do the 
rest. The scheme has beerraiseusBea 
in - the French Can^#^an_fjte,wspapers 
and the first party of Candidates for 
matrimony will probably, leave -for 
Calgary In a few weeks. 

The apparent novelty of-the scheme 
has drawn down "upon It a large and 
Paried amount of ridicule. Those who 
are encouraging it argue that it not 
only does not savor of arij' improprie­
ty, but also that not even the charge 
of novelty can be brought against it. 
They point- out that a similar course 
was followed in France for supplying 
wives to the earliest French settlers 
in Canada. . . 
; Under the fostering care of Colbert, 

Louis XIV's, great- Minister of Finance 
and of the Colonies, girls were taken 
from the houses of refuge of Paris 
and Lyons and sent out to Canada as 
prospective wives for the settlers. And 
Mother Marie de l'lncamatlori wrote 
Jn 1665 that a Hundred had.come that 
summer and were nearly al l provided 
with husbands, and—that- MO. jnore-
vvere to come the following year. Ir; 
16T2 Count Frontenac, the Governor 
of Canada, wrote home to Paris corn-
plaining of th<? scarcity of the supniy" 
of young women sent out from France 

"If 150 girls and as many servants" 
he said, "had been sent out this year, 
"they woufa all have found husbands 
and masters within a month." 
• After sonfe of the young womenliad 
been lharried at Quebec it was found 
that they had husband's at home. The 
priests bedame cauflods in tying the 
matrimonial kririf and Colbert there­
upon "ordered that each .girl should 

^provide Kereelf with a certificate from 
the cure, or magistrate of her parish 
to the effect" that she was free to mar­
ry. . 

It is expected Jthat the same qualifi­
cations will be^?quired to aM-rthost-
who are to be t3£en to the Canadian 
Northwest under ecclesiastical -auspi­
ces. Instead of exhibiting them for 
the inspectipn" of sjjitors for .. thj-ir 
hands, in imitatlqn df the course, adop 
ted at Quebec two ana a quarter cen­
turies "ago, these new--candiaates for 
matrimony will be encouragea-by-thtir 
conductors to-a'eeept places as domes­
tic servants until sought out for wives 
by their future husbands. 

Considering the loud calls for wives 
in the northwest of Canada, the new-
arrivals will not have long to wait. 
Nor will it be necessary, to entice ot­
to drive the bachelor settlers into w*-d 
luck, "as was the case with some of 
their forefathers in Quebec in the mid­
dle of the sevententh century.

One of the most curious phenome-, 
na of geography is found on the south­
ern coast of the island of Cephalonia 
in Greece. It is a stream of salt wa­
ter which for an unknown period has 
left the almost tldeless sea and flow­
ed inland "with a volume sufficient to 
furnish water power to two mills. For 
some generations the mills were op,---
'rated by undershot wheels which took 
their power . from, this little river off 
ocean water. They supplied flour to 
the people of the Island until i-ecently 
but now they have-been dismantled 
owing to-the .completion of larger and 
better equipped mills. 

The sea enters the land at four dif­
ferent point's'where the coast is prac­
tically on a levy!.with the salt water 
surface. The four initial streams un­
ite to form the Tittle river- that "flows 
inland in a broken rocky chamfel-un­
til It finally disappears r in the lime­
stone rock and.sinks into the. earth.. 

This inland flow has continued al­
most certainly "for several centuries. 
It is far too great for removal, by 
evaporation, chemical combination, or 
even physical absorption by pores or 
caverns In the rocks. What become.-! 
of the water that I« constantly flow­
ing inland and disappears finally In 
the fissures that have opened In the 
limestone. 

The question has been the subject 
of much study, but no conclusive an­
swer has been given. -It is probable 
that there is an underground channel 
which carries the water buck to the 
sea at no,great depth bilow'the sur­
face. The constant influx of salt wa­
ter at Cephalonia is duplicated, as far 
ns is known at nq other point of the 
world.
