>Such an. undertaking necessarily'de­
mands most" careful preliminary* In­
vestigation 'aria . planning, and a por­
tion of this work has already heen 
done by a Government commission. 
I t seems that the mean requirement, 
tak ing the average of the winter and 
summer service, calls for a continuous 
development of 100,000 horse power, 
while the maximum load may become 
five t imes this amount. , 

This latter est imate' .assumes the 
provision of the best storage methods 
available, such as the construction o t 
reservoirs for equalizing the supply of-
wa te r ' and the' instal lat ion of electric 
storage -batteries for rrfeetlng the dally 
load fluctuations, so tha t .it. will be 
necessary, for the success of the ven­
tu re tha t 600,000 horse power of hy­
draul ic energy-be developed.' I t does 
no t yet^appear that the Water powers 
of Switzerland are capable of meeting 
such a demand, arid, t he commission 
has this side of the problem under in­
vestigation a t the present time. 

A far greater scheme, than the. above 
is. that, laid before the American Insti­
tute of Electrical Engineers by Messrs 
StlHweil & Putnam, this being nothing 
less'thatflhe_conv-erslon of the entire 
motive power.system of the railroads 
of the United States from steam loco­
motives to electric traction and sta­
t ionary power houses. This paper .in­
cludes a complete' analysis of the pres 
ent operating eosts of the rai lroads un. 
der existing. conditions, comparing 
these with a careful estimate of the 
corresponding costs for complete elec­
tr ic traction.. 
•" As a consequence of this .investiga­
t ion it appears tliat If a single phase 
system, as adopted by the New York, 
New Haven •& Hartford Railroad, were 
installed on, al l . the railroads of-tlie-
Unlted States, with generating sta­
t ions such as are now in actual ser­
vice, the aggregate cost of operation, 
now about $1,400,000,000 a year would 
be reduced by atjout, $25.0,m)o,OOil.. 
This result would require the instal­
lation of power plants dellvenHtg-a'bout 
12,RO0,000.000 kilowatf'Tiours a year; 
and assuming a. radius ^if transmission 
of 150 miles it app iars that" a maxi­
m u m out ru t of about 2,800.0,00 kilo­
watts woUlS be enough to operate the 
•entire rai lway service of the United 
States as It existed in 1905.
