4 to Sept. 15, both inclusive, but if 
possession is obtained for transpor­
tation after Sept. 15 and before mid­
night of Nov. 3, it. may when accom-
panicrt'-by the owner lawfully remain 
in the-possession of such common car­
rier the additional time necessary to 
deliver the same to its destination. 
Possession of deer or venison by ' a 
common carrier, or by any person in 
its employ while engaged in the bus­
iness of such common "carrier, unac­
companied by the owner, shal l consti­
tute -a violation of this section by such
