Sena-
tor .Hlnman of Binghamton a n d Sena­
tor Cassldy in person appeared In fav­
or of upholding Just ice Fl t t 's decision. 

"Deputy Attorney General George P. 
Decker represented,tt ie Attorney gen­
eral in behalf of j jperetary . of State 
John S. Whalen. 

The order of Justice Pi t ts was af­
firmed, all concurring. There was no 
opinion. The mot ion ' fo r ' a stay was 
denied and the case now goes to the 
Court of Appeals. , 

The .arguments were practical ly the 
same,as, those advanced before Justice 
Fltts.- Deputy Attorney Genera l Deck­
er contented It was wltljin t h e func-
tlomr of the secretary of s ta te to order 
the election of , constitutional officers 
to replace.' the, n^erhbers of the, de facto 
Senate a t the earliest moment consist­
ent with the public interest. 

"De facto officers should be super­
ceded a t the earliest opportunity," 
said Mr. Decker. "In the sense of 
law a de facto officer has. no successor. 
If this Senate i s to remain in office 
most serious consequences a r e liable 
to follow." 

Mr. Decker then raised t h e point 
that an election of a senator to fill a 
vacancy, should 'wne occur i n a dis­
trict which, had been a l tered by the 
reapport ionment act o£ 1907 would re­
sult., in confusion. 

Senators Hlnman and Cassldy and 
Judge "Martin In support o t toe writ 
contended that practically a l l of the 
rtuestions raised by the secretary of 
state through the attorney genercd 
were passed upon by Chief Judjfe r'ul-
len of the Court of Appeals in h\s op-
ininn on the, apport ionment ac \ of 
lS'i'18. They contended t h a t the cnirt 
took into consideration al l t he 'ques-
tinns-jaised,iand provided fo r the fu­
ture. '"Senators Hlnman a n d Cassldy 
also held that the term of office of a 
state senator is fixed by the constitu­
tion at two years, and held that thefe 
is not and unti l December 31, 199S, 
there will not be any vacancy in th* 
office of state senator in and for the 
senate district composed of the. coun­
ties of Chemung, Schuyler* :and -Tomp­
kins, now represented by Senator Cas­
sldy. They questioned t h e authority 
of t he secretary of state to call an alec 
t ion of state senators th is year. ' '

IMMENSE, F IXE IStPOSED. 

Judge"."'Ke'nesaw M. Landis, In the v 
United States Distr ict 'Court In Chica­
go. Saturday fined the Standard OH 
Company of Indiana $29.240,J)I)O to r 
violation of t he law against accepting 
rebates from railroads. 
"" 'l?he Brie is the largest ever assessed 
.against any individual or any corpora­
tion in the history of -American crimi­
nal jur isprudence, ana^~sTIgn~fly~mbre;; 
than 131 t imes as great as the amount 
received by the company through i ts 
rebat ing operations. The case will be 
carr ied to the ' higher courts by the de­
fendant comp&hy. 

The penalty imposed upon the com­
pany is the maximum permitted under ' 
the law* and t t was announced at t h e 
end of a long t opinion in which t h e 
methods and practices of the Standard 
OH Co. were mercilessly scored. I n ­
deed, the Judge declared in his opinion 
tha t the officials ot t he Standard Oil 
•Co. who were responsible for the p rac­
tices of which the corporation w a s 
found guilty were no bet ter than coun 
terfelters and thieves; his exact lan­
guage being: "We may as well look 
a t this situation squarely. The men 
who thus deliberately violate this law-
wound society more deeply than does-
he who counterfeits coin or steals le t ­
ters from t he mails." 

The Court held tha t the railroads 
have .no more right to make a secret 
ra te for a shipper than boards of a s ­
sessors would have to make a secret 
assessment of any part icular pieee of 
property. • •,-•, 

The Court expressed regret that t h e 
law failed to provide more serious p u n 
ishment than a fine, but Insisted t h a t 
the penalty should be sufficiently la rge 
to.act as a deterrent and not of such a 
size as to encourage t he defendrtit t o 
persist in lawlessness. 

'After reading his opinion, and a f te r 
announcing the amoun t of the fine, 
Judge Landis dlrecte'd that a special 
Grand J ^ r y be called t o Inquire Into 
t he acts of the Chicago & Alton R a i l -
read., Co.. It having been proved In tr ie 
case' Just closed tha t the oil company 
accepted rebates from that corporation 
This.Ju.ry: is summoned for August 10. 

If tttsttshareholders of ,U. S. s tee l 
could find a way, they too might s t r ike 
to enforce a demand for five resigna­
tion of the concern's president.

It la 
not. right to assume beforehand that 
the child Is nil- wrong. ,He may he 
right or partly right or- right from his 
point of view, aud If- you .begin by' 
antagonizing him because he knows 
that you- are listening with a mind al­
ready made up—you can't foot your 
boy any on such a subject—you may' 
as well give over the Investigation. 
Make hhu sure that yon are really, 
I'nmostly desirous of justice toward 
him and toward the teacher.. Justice 
is'better than loyalty, anyhow, because 
It Includes loyalty. Every teacher 
worthy of thu name would prefer It. 
Then' In this attitude hear his tale. 
Drtiw him ont; go with him; see the 
facts as they look to him; don't mor­
alize—not until he is entirely through 
•with his outpouring, at any rate, aud 
not then if you can belli IE"
