Mr. Devlin soon left 
for 'Canada without his prisoner, and 
lost evening Policeman Flynn ran onto 
the man and at once placed him In cus 
tody, Sheriff George S. Henry of F rank 
lin county having refused to ha rbo r 
the malt, There s e e m s t o be a clash' 
of authority in the mat ter and no one
