A Large Part of Our Paper Currency 
' Is Not Fit to Handle. 

Recent cases of Moud poisoning from 
handling dirty money furnish a strik­
ing illustration of the unsatisfactory 
condition of the paper currency of the 
country in" this Important respect of 
cleanliness, Jt has often been'asserted 
that the* dirty notes which pass from 
hand to hand in this community serve*' 
as vehicles for the dissemination djt 
disease, .but It may be doubted -wheth­
er these reiterated statements have 
carries much conviction with them. 

The average man does not exactly 
disbelieve them, but he has an idea 
that they are exaggerated, that .there 
Is no real danger from the ijource men­
tioned, and he Is generally "too glad to 
-get money of any kind to be very,, 
particular about Its physical qualityi 
He'thinks that there is not muchj'lsk 
of his contracting any disease .from all 
the money he has occasion to handle, 
and, anyhow, he Is perfectly willing to 
take his chances. 

That kind of feeling can b,e'under­
stood, and yet it shows gome lack of 
thought or sense. There are .noxious 
germs on much of the paper -money in 
circulation. Considering how many 
hands' it passes through and_ all the 
.kinds of people who have had it in 
their possession it is natural, "it is al­
most unavoidable, that there sh6.ujldJ_y-
and that these noxious germs may 
prove infectious has been proved more ' 
than once. '* _. ',, • 
- As a matter of fac t a large part of 
the paper currency In circulation ia'not 
fit'for a nice,dean, self-respecting man-
to be carrying around concealed upon 
his person. In other large cities where 
there are numerous banks the condi1' 
tions are not so bad, because the banks 
refrain, as far as they can from giving 
dirty notes to their,customers,, but in ' 
the-' Country,, where greenbacks, and" 
treasury notes are passed JSouni until 
Ihey will scarcely hold together, a state 
of things exists in this connection 
whlelu ls= distinctly injuriojjs, and dis­
creditable, j . - • • -\ 

It has been "proposed as a remedy 
that the use of paper money In de­
nominations lower than twenty dollars 
be discontinued and that gold and sil­
ver coin be'exclusively employed in re-
tall transactions. That this ..would not"' 
be Impracticable is proved' by Euro­
pean experience. There is practically 
no paper money in-England. 

The smallest LIU la the five pound 
note of the%ank of England, which 
the person tendering is liable to be 
asked to indorse, so seldom is it seen. 
Americans have for too many years 
been accustomed to the convenience of. 
a paper currency to be willing toglve; 
it up. Yet the problem Is not insoluble, 
and some other, remedy shquld be 
sought for and applied when found.—

FRUIT PUDDING. 

Desserts' That Arc Wholesome 
Good" For the Children, 

Children do not like to be served 
with a-dessert prescribed as "good 

.for them." Nevertheless at this sea­
son of the year fruit puddings In vari­
ous guises should be served to_young 
people. Here Is. a good recipe for 
prune pudiling: Split square spnnge 
cakes (if they are a bit stale it will not 
matter) and hollow out like little boats. 
Fill the cavity with ste.wed. prunes 
from which the pits liav'e lieen remov­
ed and the pulp whipped lightly with 
cream. Heap each filled cake with,a 
meringue made from whites of egg 
and pulverized sugar. Color these 
golden brown by holding a redhot coal 
shovel pver. them Or placing them 
nnder the broiler lights ot a gas stove. 
Serve'very cold. 

Orange jelly Is another good dessert. 
Dissolve a tablespoonful of gelatin.in 
a little hot milk. Orate the rind of. an 
orange.- Take two guol 'si".ed lnr.ip_-
of liliK-k-sugar_and_riib-. thein-brr--kly. 
over the rlud-ttf an orange until yellow­
ed anil flavored. Tut these -Innins of 
sugar Into a bowl and pnur uver ILCMI 
the juice of two oranges which ha« 
been strained. Add a tulile-pnu-irul 
of granulated sugar- and tbe yolk of 
one egg. Beat thoroughly i'ud sli-iln 
this mixture Into the dissolve 1 gelatin. 
Fn'd lightly iutu -half .a teacup '«f 
whipited cream and pour Into ludb'i T-
ual molds. Serve in paper- cup* ur u:i 
papet-, doilies with a .luniwcliin-i uf 
crystallized cherry on the top «f each 
mold.
