CHAP 8M. 
AN ACT to amend section three hundred 

and twenty-one of article fifteen ot the 
general tax law. In relation to the tax 
on transfers of stock. 
Became a law. May 1.1907, with the ap­

proval cf the Governor. Passed, three-
fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New Tork. 
represented in Senate and Assembly, do 
enact as follows: 

Section 1. Section three hundred and 
twenty-one of article fifteen of the gen­
eral tax law, as enacted by chapter two 
hundred and forty-one of the laws of 
nineteen hundred and five, and amended 
by chapter four hundred and fourteen of 
the laws of nineteen hundred ana six. Is 
hereby further amended so as to read aa 
follows: 

I tU. Power of state comptroller.—Ev­
ery person, firm, company, eaeoelation or 
corporation making a sale, agreement to 
sell, delivery, or transfer, of shares er 
certificates of stock, or conducting or 
transacting n brokerage buatnee* shsll 
keep or cause to be kept a Just and true 
book ot account wherein shell be plainly 
and legibly recorded tha data at making 
every sale, agreement to,sell, delivery, or 
tranefer, of shares or certificate* ef stock. 
and every transaction In relation to any 
stock; the number of shares, th* total 
amount covered by each such eala, gcree-
ment to sell, delivery, transfer of tfnneac-
tlon, and the name of th* other party 
thereto, and such book shall at all'tun** 
be subject to the Inspection ot the oomp­
tro Her. or any of hla repreeentatlvee be­
tween the hours ot ten o'clock la th* fore­
noon and three o'clock In the afternoon. ! 
except on Saturdays. Sunday*, en* legal 1 
holidays. Th* etnte comptroller Why, at , 
any time after tranefer* cf stech 'which 
by tha provisions of thi* article are sub­
ject to a state stamp to*. Inquire Into 
and ascertain whether th* tax Imposed by 
the provisions of this article has* been ' 
paid. For the purpose of e*oertsunlB*T 
such fnet the comptroller shall have th* 
right and It shall be hla duty to examine 
the hooks and pspers of any person, Sim, 
company, association or corporation, and 
memoranda of transfers shall remain ac-
cesolhle for such Inspection to* three 
nmntha from their respective date*.
