chapter six hundred .and sixty-one of the 
laws of eighteen hundred end ninety-
three and acts amendatory thereof. 
Became a law, May II, 1807. v-jth the ap­

proval of the Governor. Passed, three-
fltths being present. 

The People ot the State ot New Tork, 
represented In Senate and Assembly, do 
etmct as follows:' 

Section 1. Definitions "as used In this 
act: 

1. The education department meana the 
education department -of the atate* of 
New Tork, as provided for by chapter 
forty ot the laws of nineteen hundred 
and four.-

8. University means university ot the 
atate of New Tork. 

i. Regents meana board of regents of 
the university of the atate ot New Tork. 

4. Board means tho board~-of medical 
examiners of the state ot New Tork. * ~~~-

5. Medical examiner means a. member 
of the board of medical examlnera of the 
state of New Tork. 

6 Medical school meana any medical 
school, college, or department of a uni­
versity, registered by the regents as main­
taining a proper medical standard and aa 
legally Incorporated. 

7. The practice ot medicine la defined 
as follows: A person practices medicine 
within the meaning ot this set, except aa 
hereinafter stated, who holds himself out 
as being able to diagnose, treat, operate, 
or prescribe for any''human' disease, pain, 
injury, deformity or physical condition, 
and who shall either offer or undertake, 
by any meana or method, to diagnose, 
treat, operate, or prescribe for ' any hu­
man disease, pain, injury, deformity, or 
physical condition.

I t. Qualifications.—No person Shan 
practice medicine, unless registered and 
legally authorised prior to September first, 
slghteen hundred and ninety-one, or un­
less licensed by the regents and registered 
under article eight of chapter six hundred 
and sixty-one of the lows of eighteen 
hundred and ninety-three and acts amend­
atory thereto, or unless licensed by the 
regents and registered as required by.this 
act; nor ehsli any person practice under 
this act who haa ever been convicted of 
a felony by any court, or whoso authority 
to practice Is suspended or revoked by 
tho regents on recommendations ot the 
BLite board.
