Passed, three-
fifths being present 

The People of the Btate of Mew York, 
represented In Benste and Assembly, do 
enact as follows: 

Section L Chapter ninety-one ot the 
laws of eighteen hundred and ninety-five, 
entitled "An act to amend the Incorpora­
tion of 'the society ot the war of eighteen 
hundred and twelve,'" aa amended by 
chapter three hundred and twenty-eight 
of the laws ot nineteen hundred and four, 
Is hereby amended by adding thereto, aft­
er section eleven, tour new sections to bo 
sections twelve, thirteen, fourteen and fit-
teen thereof, to read,' respectively, as fol­
lows: 

I 11. The beard of directors of the so­
ciety of the war ot eighteen hundred and 
twelve, oonetKutuig by law the council ot 
administration of tbe veteran corps of ar­
tillery of this state, shall, on and after 
the passage Of this ant, be merged in aald 
council and no losgei\known by tha name 
of board of directors and the functions of 
said board shall devolve upon said coun­
cil of administration In addition to the 
duties reeegnlied or conferred by law 
upon said council, but said society of the 
war of eighteen hundred and twelve shall 
continue te be the civil association of 
said corps for its declared objects as a 
military society and any lawful bequest, 
devise or gift of real or personal property 
to said corps for the purposes tor which 
said corps was Instituted In the year sev­
enteen hundred and ninety, or for .the pa­
triotic or benevolent objeota of said so­
ciety of the war of eighteen hundred and 
twelve, if made in the name'of said board 
of directors, may be received and admin, 
ietered by said council of administration. 

I it. A person shall be eligible to ap­
pointment to any office In said corps, sub­
ject to section six of article sleven of the 
constitution', proiaTted he shin be an ac­
tual member theieof and a oUlxen of the 
United States of the age of twenty-one 
years and upward and pass a aatlsfectory 
examination before the board constituted 
by section five of said chapter ninoty-one 
of the laws of eighteen hundred and nine­
ty-five, as to hla competency, knowledge 
and fitness for the particular office, and a 
certificate as to such examination shall be 
verified and filed In the manner as pro­
vided for the annual report In section 
four of said ehapter ninety-one. but no 
person shall be appointed to or qualified 
for any office m said organisation unless 
the foregoing conditions shall have been 
sompUed with, and the offices or grades 
in said organisation shall continue to he 
those recognised or provided by lav when 
said oorpa waw Instituted and none otners, 
but the administration however of tho pa­
triotic and civil affairs M the society of 
the war of eighteen hundred and twelve, 
other than auch aa devolve on tbe council 
pf administration, shall remain in the of­
ficers mentioned in section five of said 
ehapter ninety-ope of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and ninety-five to which thiB act 
la amendatory. 

I 14. The oath of office taken by any 
member of the council ,of administration 
aa such member pursuant to law shall 
continue In full foroo and effect during 
the time said member of the council shall 
be continued as member thereof by re­
election or otherwise and no longer.

bo preserved In as good condition aa, if 
not better than, the same 1* at present, 
regard being always had to th* amount 
of the natural flow of water In aald river 
as affecting its navigability from tlm* to 
Hrne. 

I 4. After the congrea* of th* -Unites 
«>ates shall authorize the cohstruction of 
dams, looks and canals hereby authorises 
and after the payment by said corporation 
Into the treasury of the state th* fixea 
sum of ten thousand dollars the commis­
sioners' of the land office, shall, upon ap­
plication of aald corporation, grant unto 
it the title and Interest of. th* peeplt 
of the state In and to land* under ttu 
waters of the Saint Lawrene* rhrer to bj 
covered or occupied by aald work* aad 
locks and power-houses, provided, how­
ever, that any of the lands ot the etau 
which may be *o conveyed to aald cor­
poration shall be forfeited and ml* there-
to'shall revert to the state unlesa un 
same are actually used by said oorpora-
tlon and covered by It* dams, oanala, 
reservoirs, gates; sluice*, trunks, pipei 
bulkheads, piers, flumsev-abutrasgrts 
other work* appertaining thereto, er irt 
necessary to the enjoyment for satd pur­
poses ot any .lands so used or flovered, 
within fifteen years from th* oejgvsjyanot 
thereof by the commissioner* of th* land 
offlco to laid corporation under authority 
of this act, and In consideration of tht 
conveyance so mad* under th* authority 
of this act as well as for th* right* and 
privileges hereby granted,. th* said cor­
poration in addition to th* payment afore-
.tald shall pay Into the treasury ot the 
state for the year nineteen hundred and 
ten the fixed sum of fifteen thousand dol­
lars, and for the year nineteen hundred 
and eleven the fixed sum ot twenty thou­
sand dollar*. For each year after nineteen 
hundred and eleven the aald corporation 
ehall pay at the following rate* hpon tht 
average amount of electrical horse power 
generated during such year under the au­
thority of this act that is to aay: Upon 
all amounts up to twenty-five thousand 
electrical horse power, at .th* rat* oi 
seventy-five cents per-horse power; 

Upon all amount* In excess ot twenty-
five thousand electrical horse power and 
up to one hundred thousand electrical 
horse power, at the' rate ot fifty oants par 
horse power; upon ail amounts in excess 
of one hundred thousand electrloal horse 
power, at tho rate of twenty-Bve cents 
per horse power. In case said corporation 
shall generate or develop water power 
as mechanical power, without traaatnutlni 
the same Into electrical power, then for 
so much of aald water power a* shall be 
so generated or developed, payment .hall 
be made at the above mentioned rates 
per mechanical horse power. 

In determining the averse* amount of 
electrical horso power generated and the 
averago amount of mechanical hores 
power generated or developed ta any 
year, for the purpose of determining the 
amount to he paid to the atate, no day 
nor hour during which the work* of said 
company are not In substantial operation 
shall he included In th* total t in* for 
which such average Is to be determined 
as the average for the year. In case the 
amount which would be payable at the 
rates aforesaid for either at th* years, 
nineteen hundred and ten or nineteen 
hundred and eleven, upon th* average 
amount of power generated during such 
year shall exceed the fixed sum herein­
before required to be paid tor such year, 
the said corporation shall also pay the 
amount of any such excess; and it tor any 
year after nineteen hundred and .al«en 
the amount payuble at rata, aforesaid it 
less than twenty-five thousand dollars, 
then said corporation ahall pay tor suoh 
year tho sum of twenty-five thousand 
dollars Instead of the amount that would 
bo payable at tho rates aforesaid. Said 
amounts far each year ahall be payable 
on or before the first day of February 
In the following year, and within tan day" 
bnforo the same »hall become payable th* 
said corporation shall "deliver to th* atate 
engineer and to tho slate treasurer g veri­
fied statement .howmg the average 
amount of electrical horae power generat­
ed, and thn average amount ot mechanical 
horse power generated, and not transmut­
ed Into electrical horse power, by said 
corporation under the authority hereby 
granted, during the year ending on th* 
thirty-flrat day of December next preced­
ing the date of making such statement 
The booka or other records of said cor­
poration, showing the amount of power so 
generated, and its works and plant ahall 
at all tlmea be open to Inspection fend 
examination by the . tat . engineer for 
the purpose qf verifying or disputing the 
correctness of any such statement 

The state engineer may preecrfb* the 
form of records to be kept by amid Oor-
poratlon, and tha character ot measuring 
Instrument* and devices to be uaaa fend 
a reasonable standard of th* aosuraoy 
thereof and the methods by whi*af**l4 
accuracy is to be determined, Batl oW-

fall 

poratton ahall keep auch record* and faall 
provide and us* such Instruments a»4 de­
vice, and hav* th* *ame tasted a»ue«lug-
ly. 

If any dispute ahall arise In re****t <• 
the amount payable for »ny year •,•*•••• 
rate, sforesaid the Court of. ejEaMW Bha'1 

have Jurisdiction to bear and **t*tl»h»e

In case the said corporation feu 
to pay any amount due hereunder ' 
atxty day* after th* sane H p 
herein provided, tn addition t» \ 
remedies which mar exist-
right* and privilege* f ' ~" 
be forfeited.
