Certified copies of papers filed to 
be evidence.—Copies of all official docu­
ments and orders filed or deposited' ac­
cording to law in tho office of either com­
mission, certified by a commissioner or by 
tho secretary of the commission to be 
true copies of the originals, under tho of­
ficial seal of tho commission, shall be evi­
dence in like manner as the originals. 

I 18. Fees to be charged and collected 
by the commissions.—Each commission 
shall charge and ca l l ed ths following 
fees: ' For copies of papers and records 
not required to be certified or otherwise' 
authenticated by th* oommission, ten 
cents for each fol io; for'eertlfled copies of 
official document* and orders filed in i ts 
offlc*, fifteen cent* for each folio, and ono 
dollar for every certificate under seal af­
fixed thereto; for certifying a copy of any 
report made by a' corporation to the com­
mission, two dollars; for each certified 
copy of the annual report of the commis­
sion, on* dollar and fifty cents; for certi­
fied copies of evidence and proceedings 
"befor^"the commission, fifteen cents for 
each folio. No fee* shall be charged or 
collected for copies of papers, records or 
official documents, furnished to public offi­
cers for use In their official capacity, or 
for the annual report* of the commission 
In tho ordinary course of distribution. All 
fees charged and collected by the com­
mission of the first district shall belong to 
the city of Now York, and shall be paid 
monthly, accompanied by a detailed 
statement thereof, into the treasury of 
the city to the credit of the general fund, 
and all fees charged and collected by the 
commission of the second dlstrlot shall 
belong to the people of the state, and 
•hal l be paid monthly, accompanied by a 
detailed statement thereof. Into the t reas­
ury of the state to the credit ot the gen­
eral fund. 

I 19. Attendance of witnesses and their 
fees.—I. All subpoenas Shall be signed 
and issued by a commlasloner or by the 
secretary of a commission and may be 
served by any person of tull age. Tho 
fees of witnesses required to attend be. 
fore a commission, or a commissioner, 
shall bo two dollars for each day's at­
tendance, and five centa for every mil* of 
travel by the nearest generally traveled 
rout* In going to and from tho place 
where attendance of the witness Is re­
quired, such fees to • be paid when the 
witness Is excused from further attend­
ance; and the disbursements msde In tho 
payment of suoh fees shall be audited 
and paid in the first district In tha same 
manner provided for the payment of ex­
penses of th* commission.
