The Adirondack Prohibition Detents 
Purpose of Adirondack Park. 

l a s t _week we noted the ruling of 
the attorney general that, state roads 
could-not_be built through: the state 
park In ' the _Adlrondacks, and evident­
ly an attempt has been 'made to make 
some polities out of it, as it has been 
intimated frflm Albany, that much ' 
timber might be destroyed in the build­
ing of the roads and the securing and. 
earting of gravel and., materials and 
that thereby the timber: sharks might 
secure timber upon which .they have 
looked vfith longing eyes.' 

- - Such talk as this will do the Dem­
ocracy no good In Northern New York 
•and probably not in the cities where 
the"*people are-supposed to have com­
mon sense. Of course, putting first-
class roads through the mountains 
would' destroy sorae"' tim'ebr and may 
therefore be unconstitutional and pro 
hlblted; "but the idea of securing t im­
ber from, state land under such a 
guise has rfever entered into the pro­
position at "all, and while the rest of 
the state will get Its through high­
ways which will be of such Inestima­
ble value and will advance the real 
estate of the country and village's trlb 
utary to them very much, the present 
ruling regarding Adirondack roads, 
will practically Isolate Northern New 
Tork from the entire scheme and 
make a sensible participation In the
