The Ogdensburg board of education

partment which is shortly to" be in­
stalled at the Ogdensburg Free Acad­
emy. The report of the special com­
mittee favorable to the Introduction 
of this course of study was unanimous 

,Jy adopted by the board. Half of the 
expense of etjulpping the room will be 
borne by the state. 

For several years Watertown has 
h a d an ordinance prohibiting expec­
toration on the sidewalks, but this or­
dinance has never been enforced, al­
though one arrest was made a few 
months ago.

ansburg it was found that three ribs, 
were cracked. His leg was badly 
bruised and lacerated. He was taken 
home Thursday afternoon on the 
train and is doing as-well as could -be 
expected. ' • 

Miss Ada Chambers, who resides at 
the home of Mrs. Harry Orcutt in Ma 
lone has had a-peeuliar experience of 
late. Her thumb became inflamed 
and gave her much .pain without any.' 
apparent cause. Her physician had 
her poultice it for a time and was fin­
ally obliged to_ operate, laying it open 
to the bone. A peculiar, brown 
growth about as large as a pea was 
found'attached to the bone which was 
removed and she is now 'bette'r. It 
seems that years ago when a child in 
school she accidentally drove a sharp 
point of a lead pencil into the thumb 
and the lead was broken off in the 
wgund. It healed up and gave her no 
trouble until the present difficulty 
which she attributes to that happen­
ing. 

Mrs. James R. Smith, whose hus­
band was killed i:i. an automobile ac­
cident in 1010 near Roberts Corners, 
has sued L. G. De Cant of the Water-
town" Auto Supply Co. for $50,000 for 
the death of her husband. Smith 
was riding in De Cant's car when the 
accident occurred. Wm. Zimmerman 
of Peoria. 111., was injured at the 
same time. It is alleged that the car 
was being run a t a high rate of speed 
and in a negligent manner. Smith 
occupied a seat over the running 
board when the car crashed into'a pile 
of stones. Carl Kessler was driving 
for Mr. De Cant. 

An open switch was the cause of 
the.derailment of a New York Central 
engine and four milk cars of train No. 
19, in the Carthage yard,'Sunday night 
about 7:30. The wreck' occurred at 
a switch on the "Y". The fireman 
had time to jump from the engine and 
escaped, without a scratch, ' but the en 
g'ineer _Byron Reynolds could not get 
out of the cab in time. The engine 
turned onto its side where Reynolds 
was sitting, and when the men reach­
ed the '"cab they found the engineer 
standing on the ground, his feet thro ' 
the broken window, pulling the fire. 
He was unhurt. There were two pas­
sengers in the passenger car.

The men who bale hay and sell it 
find that they are up against rigid re­
quirements of the law, which says 
that they cannot take five pounds of 
hay from farmers more than they pay 
for to allow for shrinkage: that each 
bale mus t have the dealer's name and 
place of residence stamped upon a 
board attached to the bale, and that 
the weight must also --be stamped on 
the board, the actual weight after the 
shrinkage. The old beam scale' can 
no longer be used for weighing and 
no sealer is allowed to seal such scale. 

Patr ick Hurley of Talcvllle, fore­
man in the International Talc Co.'s 
mine and proprietor of the Hurley 
general store there attempted suicide 
late Thursday afternoon by taking ni­
tric acid in the Talc Co.'s Talcvllle of­
fice.

WOMEN SHOtTIiD PROPOSE. 

The contention of the state excise 
department that the maintaining of 
stalls in a room connected with a 
place in which liquors were sold is a 
violation of section 30 of the liquor 
tax law, which prohibits the sale 01' 
liquor in any room containing an en­
closed box or stall or obstruction that 
prevents a full view of the entire 
room by any-person present therein, 
is upheld by the court of appeals. The 
court sustained the conviction of Ed­
ward Conway of Syracuse, who in 
May last was sentenced to serve three 
months in jail, and to pay a fine of 
$500. 

Conway held a liquor tax certificate 
permitting h im to traffic in liquors 
for hotel purposes. Directly behind 
the bar room in the hotel was a large 
room 25 by 22 feet, and J l feet three 
inches In height. Originally there 
was an arch between this room and 
the ba r room, but It had been partial 
ly filled in by a wooden partition. This 
entire space was subdivided Into six 
compartments, -by partitions and cur­
tains rising seven feet above the floor 
and It was claimed by Conway to be 
the main dining room and the private 
dining room of the hotel. 

Conway's defense was that the ac­
tual sale of liquor was not made to 
the occupants-of. the stalls, but to the 
waiters, who in turn sold It to the 
patrons In the so-calle'd dining rooms.
