The Thundering Boom of tha Oregon's 
Big Gun In Opening th* Attaek on 
C«rver»'i F l « t Provtd T o o . Much

"It 's a remarkable. thing," said the 
captain, " tha t a lmost . always In any 
great event of exciting experience, 
even one In which human lives are in­
volved, there la likely to be some little 
minor feature with a humorous side to 
It that will call forth a smile, if not a 
sudden burs t of laughter. It seems as if 
in such trying momenta, one's feelngs 
seek a quick vent and seize upon any 
little Incident as a safety valve." 

This partlculat piece of phllo-iophy 
was expressed by the grim old captain 
of our steamer as we were lazily churn­
ing along the lower coast of Florida. 

"I never get down on these southern 
seas," continued the captain, "without 
thinking of that 3d of July, 18!)8, when 
our fellows pushed the Spanish fleet 
up on the shore after their attempt to 
steal out of Santiago harbor.

AH I remember seeing that instant 
was a big cat going almost to the 
celling, with a tail as big around as 
a .grapefruit and every leg. claw and 
hair standing s t r a igh t out. The Ore­
gon had let go one of ita big forward 
turret guns right alongside of us, for 
the Spanish fox had started out of its 
hole. 
. "In jus t one Instant everything on 
earth In t h e way of activity seemed to 
be doing. 1 rushed to the door, and 
the thing that caught my eye was that 
old tomcat going -aft on the upper deck 
like a s treak of greased lightning, with 
every sail set to catch the wind and 
fairly clawing a f t h e deck in his effort 
to make time. 

"In almost less t ime than it has tak­
en to 'tell, you that one shot had grown 
into a deafening roar from almost ev­
ery gun in the fleet that could bear on 
the fox. Our lashings had been cut 
loose, and away went the fleet in-that 
dramatic rush to victory for us and 
death to t h e Spaniards.

As we sat down to our meal he turned 
to me and said: 'Knight, have you seen, 
my old tomcat Admiral? I 've hunted 
for him all over tne ship.' - -

" 'Weil.' I replied.: pulling out my 
watch nnd looking nt it. 'if he has kept 
up the pace he was making when I saw 
him last going aft on the upper deck 
he 's due In about six minutes- now on 
his third Inp nrotmd the worM.* 
_ "We never did see old Admlrnl agnln. 
nnd the captain mourned him till his

duty. H e saw Merkle run to t h e club­
house, nnd, throwing down h l sp ro t j e -
tor, he ran down iuto the fftmtff 
saw Brers hold the ball on second base, 
and above the tumult he called Merkle 
out. " '• . 

"Five thousand men were swnrmlng 
madly around O'Day and the Chicago 
players, partly understanding t h e sit­
uation. Men struck nt him, struck 
Chance and struck Pflester, yet O'Day,' 
shouldering his way along, shoved two 
men aside to get his protector "»d 
walked through the crowd to his dress­
ing room. I t was declared O 'Day pev-
er would dare umpire on t h e Polo 
grounds again, and police we re sent 
to-protect him. The management did 
not understand American love of fair 
play. The crowd cheered O'Day. '. 

"O'Day's bravery on that occasion 
was more noticeable because.hevcottld 
have shirked lils duty,, without blame.

CHINA'S OPIUM EVIL 
It Will Take Sevan Mora Years Jo 

Wipe tt Out Completely. 
The opium agreement recently sigh­

ed a t Peking by Sir John Jo rdan for 
England and the Wai-pu-pu for China 
promises the certain extinction. of the 
traffic within, seven years. . I t s tar ts 
out by recognizing" fBe" "goodfalflfwith 
which China has endeavored since 100T 
to reduce the production of t h e dqug 
within-the empire, and the first cove­
nant is t h a t for the next seven years 
i t shall continue the decrease in the 
same ratio that the annual Import 
from India is diminished. 

Great Britain agrees that n o opium 
shall be conveyed from l n d l n t o any 
province of China which has effectii'e^ 
ly suppressed the cult ivation. of the 
poppy. The entire export of opium 
from India shall cease in less t h a n sev­
en years if proof be given t h a t fhe 
home production has entirely ceased 
in China. 

The other provisions of. the agree­
ment provide for administrative de­
tails, including official inspection in 
each country. Great Britain consents 
also to an increase of duty to 350 tnels 
a chest on imports, provided tha t an 
equivalent excise tax be placed on do­
mestic opium in China. The annual 
reduction of the Indian exports is now 
about 5,100 chests, but it is to be even 
greater in 1912, 1013 and 1914. 

A loss of Revenue of a t least f 3.000,-
000, or $15,000,000, is on the surface 
involved to India from the loss of the 
Imports on the trade. This m a y have 
to be met in part by a contribution, 
from the British imperial treasury. 
But in parliament retently Undersec­
retary Montagu of the Indian office in­
timated that some other way might be 
found of meeting the deficiency.—Nftfr 
York Sun.

DON'T SAY YOU'RE OLD 

Electrocuted Eggi. « 
It is possible that the peculiar taste 

of a cold storage egg, which is some­
thing not easy to mistake, may be-fe-
moved if experiments now being m a t e 
by an electrical company are success­
ful. Says the Inventive Age: "It is 
claimed that when fresh eggs are 
placed In cold storage the eggs are 
alive, that they are slowly frozen to 
death and that in spite of the preser­
vation qualities of the lee the eggs do 
not taste good when cooked. It is now 
believed that by electrocuting the eggs 
the natural fresh tas te may be retain­
ed and not removed when the eggs are-
plaeed in cold storage. The eggs are 
'Killed' by placing a metal cap on each 
end of the egg and then throwing on a 
pressure of 500 volts." 

English Jail Methods. 
A-womau...member of the board.of 

guardians of the town of Salford. Eng­
land, anxious to learn the exact nature 
of thc to i l imposed upon paupers, went 
Into a stone yard and worked for half 
an hour with the stone breaking gang. 
Her conclusion was tha t stone break­
ing should he abolished "as cruel, 
worse than useless, degrading and un­
profitable." The board had gone to 
the extreme of buying stone, for which 
there was no. use, an.d having It crusl 
ed to give the paupers something to 
do.—Springfield Republican.
