Irreparable. Injury Wrought By The

havfrig murdered a young woman to 
whomj ie had been engaged to be mar 
ri(*l". The arguments used in favor

In the 'newspapers . Tire crime of 
•which he is accused Is peculiarly 
shocking and for . that very reason 
there should be n"0' secrecy" about it. 

. T h e publication o j the <3etatli~ of the. 
testimony wil'l be far from pleasant, 
but "it-Sk-ill be infinitely less harmful 
than secrecy would'he. There should 
be" no star-cha/nber proceedings in 
the- administration of justice. There 
should "be n;o secrecy, j n trials for 
YnUrder^-^Alba-nly" Snickerboclter. 

Of course not. .The very* idea is re 
pulsire *to any good newspaper man. 
The Rloheson case Is more than lia­
ble *to be "peculiarly shocking:" the 
unsavory** d"etails are sure to prove 
demoralizing", the.'detalls of the testi­
mony "art" certainly bound to he far 
from pleasant. Any; one of these rea­
sons , is enough to put-Hie kibosh on 
the idea of secrecy. What Is a good 
newspaper man for If not to ladle out 
garbage"aijd filth? To the hostile 
-with the hug that makes another such 
suggestion. 

One of "the fads of the demagogue* 
today is municipal or government 
ownership, extend to everything from 
street lights to railroads. Tne scheme 
has been tried in all its foolish details 
many times and has always proved a 
failure. In France the government 
controls the railroads and a miserable 
mess it has made of it.

Col. Theodore Roosevelt has always 
had the faculty of keeping himself in 
the limelight and m the absence of 
more sensational methods he contin­
ues to attract attention to himself by-
writing articles for the Outlook. His 
latest is an attack on the pending 
peac%treat ies which President Taft 
is Working hard to secure. The 
doughty Colonel at tacks peace with a 
gattling gun, firing several volleys in 
which the following language "appears: 

"To ratify the genera! arbitration 
treaties would put the American peo- • 
pie in an attitude of peculiarly con­
temptible hypocrisy, and would' right­
ly expose us to -the derision of all 
mankind. . . . . " 

"I do not believe that we can afford 
to arbitrate questions of vital interest 
and national honor, or questions of 
settled American governmental policy. 

"I oppose these treaties, because, if 
unamended, they would tell against 
peace and would put us as a nation in 
an attitude of unctlous and odious hy­
pocrisy. 

I believe we are right in abrogating 
the Russian treaty, just because I 
also believe that the general arbitra­
tion treaties are not worth the paper, 
on which they are written. 

"It is ar rant hypocrisy for this na­
tion to support the unamended arbi­
tration treaties at the same time that 
we abrogate the Russian treaty, and 
to do so Is to put this nation in a thor 
oughly false and discreditable atti­
tude." 

Oh you Teddyi Bowie knives and 
pistols, cannon and battleships for 
yours. The Colonel dislikes Taft and 
despises peace. Rah for war. But It 
may be remarked in passing that al­
though Teddy'and the war lords may-
retard the peace treaties for a brief 
period the great ideas of President 
Taft will ultimately prevail. 

The u t te r unreliability and the ma­
licious mendacity of modern journal­
ism makes the average man feel that 
the time spent in reading the daily 
newspaper is time wasted.

cently in t h e course of which h e said: 

"After prolonged reflection, ming-
led with no iitue irritation, I a m firm j 
ly persuaded that no man in public 
life can afford to submit without pro­
test to the defamation of his charac-
ter. " J 

"He owes it to himself to protect 
from unjust assault that character 
which in itself embodies the s tory of 
years ef anxious labor and decent con 
duct. He owes it to his family, who. 
most of all . feel the keen ar.guish 
which springs from the blow of the 
blackmailer, to stand resolutely be­
tween them and the lasting grief that 
fallows a blasted name. He owes it 
to his constituents to maintain unsul­
lied their Representative in the high­
est and noblest relation yet devised by 
the wisdom of statesmen and nation 
builders. - ' 

"Against the slanderer wno must 
distribute his poison w-ith a single 
tongue and meet the Questioning eye 
of the listener, the honest ma." finds 
safety in the natural 'imitations which 
confine his criminal purpose. Against 
the blackguard who shouts h is cal- ] 
umny out in braggart phrase t h e de­
cent man is secure, because his empty 
profanatic-n and his hollow vaporings 
defeat the end which his corrupt in­
tent most covets.

AGAIXST COCRT O F CLAIMS. | 

Act Constituting New Cour t I s Con­
stitutional. 

Supreme Court Justice Chester, in a 
decision handed down a t Albany cm 
Wednesday holds that the act passed 
by the Legislature this y e a r abolish­
ing the state court of c la ims and sub ­
s t i tu t ing ' the stale board of claims i s 
constitutional. ; 

Justice Chester points out t h a t 
t h r e e attempts failed to make t h e 
cour t a constitutional one. 

'"The provision of the law," s a y s 
Jus t ice Chester, "giving t h e Court of 
Claims jurisdiction to determine d a m ­
ages for property appropriated is n o t 
one of those required by t h e consti tu­
tion to be submitted to t h e people fo r 
approval and could appropr ia te ly 
have been the subject ' of a separate 
act. While it was germain to the s a b 
ject . it was not essential to the l a w 
authorizing t h e creation of the ( b a r g e 
cana l ) debt. The Legislature canno t 
except in pursuance of a consti tution 
al authorization, delegate its-power t o 
the people." 

Just ice Chester in conclusion ho ld s 
t h a t "the Legislature was acting w i th 
in i t s constitutional power in abolish­
ing the Court of Claims a n d c rea t ing 
a board of claims in its place." 

T h e action was begun by the f o r m ­
er members of the Court ofCla ims .of 
whk-h Hon. T . H. Swift is presiding 
Judge . The action in Snpreme Cour t 
was a necessary step in' getting t h e 
case to the Court of Appeals a n d 
while the decision is technically a g ­
a ins t the old Court, J u d g e Chester ' s 
decision affirmed several impor tant 
p o i r t s ia their- favor. T h e case will 
now be taken to the Court of Appeals 
for a final decision. •
