Wttft the convening of the Legisla­
ture Of T912, the main interest lay in 
thp-selection of a Speaker for "the 
RppHbJloan Assembly, 

Jfqjj. Edwin A. Merritt Jr., of Pots-
d»n),'. jsrtio has served In the Assembly 
sine* 1961',was a candidate for the 
po«|f|pn, and the recognition of his 
fltrtOl^ was universal, . 

Tftf Hepublican caucus -was held on 
Tueijay evening, January 2. 

Biding to nominate Mr. Merritt, 

Mr. Young declared that fundament­
ally the Republicans were of one op­
inion. "What waa sought was to do 
the right thing so that the members 
can go hack to their constituencies^ est 
and say they had done what wa» l ight 
He had found tt difficult to classify 
himself whether a progressive or an 
old guardsman. When everything Is 
-worked out the majority should he 
obeyed, and.he would like to see an-
•end put to the bickering betweefi tha 
so-called old" guard and progressives.

Said Mr. Young. "There is a call 
ringing throughout this land for peace 
—busin&ls peace; for peace in politics 
•for peace .that will compel men to re­
spect as they ought to respect men in 
public office. I say that the Republi­
can party should take a new stand, 
holding fast to that which is gobd, 
doling that vigorously and well, and 
reaching out slowly and with certain 
steps for ail good things in which we 
•believe." 
"When Mr. Young mentioned Mr. 

Morritt's name there was prolonged 
hand clapping. 

Charles A. Dana of New York stat­
ed that the Republicans elected were 
here to serve their party. The choice 
•of Speaker was not a personal matter 
and he regretted that he was compell­
ed to rise in opposition to the selec­
tion -of Mr. Merritt. He declared 
that in electing Mr. Merritt the' Leg­
islature would start off with a handi­
cap. Sidney C. Crane of New York 
then placed Mr. Dana in nomination 
for Speaker. The vote was: Merritt 
88, Dana 10. On Mr. Dana's motion 
the nomination of Mr. Merritt was 
made unanimous. 

When Mr. Merritt took up the gavel 
as Speaker "of the Assembly Wednes—-
day morning, he was greeted' with 
long- hand clapping, and saw before 
him an assemblage that completely 
ftlled the vast chamber. On his desk 
were floral tokens, the principal one 
'being ail* elephant with elevated trunk 
on a ib&nk af flowers In which were 
oonnpicuously "O: O. P." There was 
the usual display of floral pieces dis­
tributed about the chamber on the 
members' desks, especially those of 
new member*. Majority L&ivder F. L. 
Young, and Minority Leader A. B. 
Smith, wore remembered with huge 
•baskets of flowers. To those two mem 
bow was delegated the honor, of es­
corting Speaker Merritt to the chair,, 
and during the ceremony the members 
Tone nnd clapped their hands, 

Durlavg. his remarks in accepting 
the Speakership, Mr. Merritt was fre­
quently interrupted by applause. Mr; 
Merritt said: 

"Gentlemen of the Assembly: I 
thank you ifar the honor whleh you 
have conferred upon me by. electing 
imo .Speaker of this Assembly for the 
session of 1912. 

"For ten consecutive years I have 
hern n member of this HouBe and oc­
cupied a place" upon the floor, and it 
In naturally, most gratifying to have 
been elreted Speaker. 

"I accept the office with the inten­
tion of performing the duties to the 
best of my ability, 

"It will bn my purpose to treat with 
(alrnem every member of the House, 
and to so conduct the business of the 
House land construe its rules as to pro 
tent every memhrr in hl» right* and 
privileges. 

"I do not consider it part of ™y 
duty as Speaker to declare or dictate 
policies, but to conduct th* business 
of the House In accordance with the 
Tules, the legislative law and parlia­
mentary precedent. 

"Tha Republican members are In 
the majority In this House as th« re­
sult of the last election. 

"For mamy and different reasons] 
•the electors in a sufficient number of 
Assembly •districts have expressed a 
preference for Republican .member­
ship in this body, 

"Wdth success and majorities goes 
responsibility. 

"It depends upon the manner in 
which the majority actts in this Leg­
islature whether the* electors of the 
state will feel at the close of the ses­
sion! that they acted wisely in return­
ing the Republican party "to power In 
this House. 

"May I suggest: That no things can 
contribute more to a satisfactory and 
useful session than a "diligent atten­
tion to the business of the House and 
a' settled purpose to have harmony! of 
action on the part Of the majority."
