Sunday—Last night was a cold one 
but the weather today Is not quite so 
cold, still the mercury hovers around 
zero with an inclination to fall a lit­
tle below. General Edwin A. Merritt 
has had a wonderfully long and in­
teresting career in the military, pol­
itical, diplomatic and social life pff 
the country and it is very gratifying 
that he has come out with a book 
under the t i t l e . . of "Recollections 
1828-1911." (Jeneral Merritt was 
educated in the old St, Lawrence Ac­
ademy and started life as a surveyor. 
He surveyed a large part of the Adi­
rondack wilderness and helped to 
survey the Rome, Watertown and 
Potsdam Railroad when it was buil t 
He took a prominent part in the civil 
war and later was on the staff of Gov 
ernor Fenton'. He was appointed 
Naval Officer, Surveyor and Collector 
of the Por t of New York. He Is the 
only man who ever held all three of 
those offices. He was afterwards ap 
pointed Consul-General to London. 
He was a personal friend of Horace 
Greeley and accompanied him on his 
trip through the South. H e was on 
intimate te rms with all the leading 
military, political and educational 
men of the day. His book must be 
very interesting and I wish I had a 
copy. Perhaps I will get one.

Chief Coleman Loots Over Bu i ld ing . 

DEC. 1»»11 WEATHER R E P P R T . 

Local Office V.'S. Weather Bureau, at 
Canton, N. Y. 

The month 'of Dec., 1911, was very*| 
much warmer than normal, the aver­
age temperature for the month being 
30.4 deg.. which which is 7.7 deg. ab­
ove normal and 1S.2 deg. above Dec. 
1910. It was the warmest December 
since 1891. The highest temperature 
was HI deg.~"on"the lTth which ' is the 
highest on record for December. The 
lowest .was 3 deg below zero on the 
4th, making the absolute monthly-
range 64 deg. The greatest daily 
range- was 29 deg. on the 31st, the 
least 3 deg. on the 24th. 

The precipitation was deficient, be­
ing 2:77' inches, which Is 0.S2 below 
normal, and 0.72 in. below Dec. 1910. 
Of this it is calculated, 0.86 was from 
melted sriow. 0.08 from sleet, and 1.85 
from rain. The greatest precipita­
tion in 24 hours was 0.88 on the 12-
13th. The total depth of snowfall 
was 5.4 in, and the greatest amount 
on the ground at any one time, was 
1.2. Inch at 8 a. m. of the 5th. 

The prevailing winds were from the 
southwest and the -average yptaclfy.^ 
12.4 miles per hour, which Is $% ab­
ove normal. The highest wind veloc­
ity for any five minute period was at 
the rate of" 50 miles per hour from 
the west on the 27th. 

There.were 5 clear days during the 
month, 8 partly cloudy, 18 cloudy. 15 
with a measurable amount of precipi­
tation and 7 with one-tenth or more 
Inch of snowfall. The sunshine was 
31 per cent of possible, 4 per cent ab­
ove normal. The average relative hu 
midity at 8 a', m. was 88 per cent ex­
actly, normal. A solar halo was ob­
served _on the 4th, and lunar halos on 
the 3. 4. and.30th. Sleet occurred on 
the 16th and 31st. A few sleighs 
were used from the 2d to the 5th. but 
there was no good sleighing during 
the month. The river at Main Street, 
was frozen completely over on the 4th 
but thawed out In a few days, and Ice 
had disappeared completely by the 
11th. All frost was out of the ground 
on the i l t h . * The river had frozen ov 
er again by the 29th.
