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TREES PROVE OF GREAT 
BENEFIT TO PUBLIC ROADS 

M a k e Them Look Ornamental and Pro-
tact Travelers From S u " . 

It haa been pointed out that fruit 
trees are grown along the highways 
of European countries and are not 
only an ornament and comfort, but a 
source of revenue at the same time. 
Cherry trees the fruit trees most used 
in Germany, grow quite large, about 
thirty feet high, with a crown spread 
of equal dimension, and remain sound 
many years after having reached full 
growth. Apple and pear trees, like 
the cherry, grow, to great height and 
spread and would therefore be suit­
able for avenue planting. But It is 
desirable to use trees with persistent

fruit which the wind does not shake 
off; benee the preference for the cher­
ry tree,' 

Nut trees, like walnut pecan or 
hickory, might possibly yield a small 
profit a few years after p'anrtng. Of 
the forest trees those would be pref­
erable that attain large size, that are 
long lived, that withstand high winds 
and grow symmetrical without being 
trimmed into shape every year or 
two. These would include the oak. 
haekberry, linden, sycamore, varieties 
of hard maple and others. 

To injure success in planting trees 
care must be taken in their selection 
with reference to the soil in which 
they are to be planted. Rome varieties. 

. like the oak, locust and coftonwood, 
will grow in any soil, while the elm 
and sycamore must have a deep loam 
free from alkali to develop into fier-

, feet spef'imnns and attain a long life. 
As we have u great variety of native 
trees it will not be difficult to finij a 
suitable species for almost any soil. 

ATTRACT FARMER'S TRADE 
W a y to Do I t Is to Have a Good Road 

From His Farm to Town. 
When'it's rainy, stormy weather busi­

ness Is slack. The farmers cannot 
come to town because of muddy roads, 
and it is always several days after a 
rain before the roads are passable. 

But during this rainy weather nei­
ther can the farmer work in,the field. 
I f there was a good road from the 
farmer's place to town it is certain 
that the farmer would come to town 
on days .when it was impossible to 
plow or cultivate. 

That's just one of a hundred reasons 
•why you should work for good roads. 
Just as water follows the natural 
course, BO will the farmer travel ten 
miles of good roads to your town 
rather than go half that distance over 
bad roads to a closer town. 

Rock roads cost about $4,000 a mile. 
The road district extends three miles, 
making a benefit district of 9G0 acres 
on each side, or a total of 1,920 acres 
to the mile. In some states the town­
ship pays one-fourth, leaving $3,000 to 
be paid for by the farmers. 

This means nn assessment of only 
$1.50 per acre. Divided Into ten year 
payments this figures 16 cents per acre 
per yenr for ten years. During the ten 
years the farmers In the road district 
are exempt from all road taxes. That 
amounts to a reduction of 7 cents on 
every $100 of valuation. 

In other words, a rock road can be 
built for not to exceed 12 cents.per 
acre for ten years. As the average 

• farm contains 100 acres, it means 
$19.20 per year for ten years for each 
farmer. It is evident to any one that 
land on a rock road Is worth $25 to $30 
per acre more. 

The drag Is successful when persist­
ently used. Commercial clubs in a 
great many towns give the farmers 
free drags and offer substantial cash 
prizes for the best half mile stretch of 
dragged road. 

Good roads are a necessity to your 
business and an economical necessity 
to the farmer. You can afford to give 
valuable time and effort to promoting

Tennessee Has Sent Out Call For 60,000 
Volunteers to Work on. Highways. 

Tennessee has the fever for better 
roads. The project at present of 
greatest Interest is the movement for 
a. highway across the state from 
Memphis to Bristol, a distance of 
over COO miles. 

The commission has set out to se­
cure not less than 50,000 volunteers to 
work on the rond for two days. To 
this end blanks have been sent out. 
to subcommissioners and committees 
In counties through which the high­
way will pass. It Is stjited rhat replies 
have , been received from about one-
fifth of those to whom blanks wore 
sent and that the commission now lias 
enrolled about 18.000 volunteers^lnny 
o f ' these not only volunteer to work 
t w o days, but a considerable propor­
tion express their willingness to labor 
t w o weeks, ninety days or until the 
.enterprise is completed.

The upper photograph shows a part of the great array of tents that housed the 
native princes at the durbar. Some of these were of truly oriental magnifi­
cence. The pitching of the vast number of pavilions, Indeed, was due to the 
Impossibility of providing In Delhi^for the luxurious feudal chiefs and the 
king-emperor himself sufficiently splendid houses and palaces. One of these 
tents, which was burned, was' valued at a greater figure than many a Fifth 
avenue residence and was heavily Insured. The whole camp covered an area 
of twenty-five square miles. It was laid out In streets and avenues and was 
equipped with electric lights and running water.

A MEDIEVAL 
LOVE_ AFFAIR

One morning some three centuries 
ago. when Florence, Italy, ruled by 
Duke Cosimo de Medici, was divided 
among a number of powerful families, 
tbe Duchess Eleanora, attended by 
couriers., was driven from the R t t t 
palace across the bridge called the 
Ponte Vecchio. spanning the river Ar-
no. Into the main part of the city. Be­
side the duchess sat a young girl noted 
especially for her fair complexion and 
golden hair. From an upper window. 
overlooking the bridge a young man 
looked down on tbe cavalcade. About 
stood a crowd or persons dividing tnetr 
glances between the young man and 
the young girlKieslde the duchess. H i s 
eyes were riwted on her, while Bhe-
glanced up at him. They were known 
to be lovers, all* Florence sympathized 
with them, and the crowd had collect­
ed t o observe this lovers' look that 
passed between fbem. 

The girl was Maddalena, the daugh­
ter o f Bernardo Yettori, surnamed "the 
light haired." and it was from him 
that bis daughter inherited her locks 
of gold as well as an immense fortune. 
The mother of Maddalena when wid­
owed married Pletro Salvlati and. in 
order "to keep her fortune hi the fam­
ily, the stepfather betrothed her when 
still a child to his son by a former 
marriage. But this young man w a s 
killed in battle. 

When Maddalena came to a mar 
rlageable age a love affair came about 
between her and Lodovico Capponi, 
who owned a villa in the country ad­
joining one of her own. It was a 
grand passion on both sides, and the 
flame was fanned by opposition. Mad­
dalena's stepfather, still bent on keep­
ing his fortune in his o w n family, per­
suaded Duke Ccisimo to forbid the mar­
riage. Despite her own, her mother's 
and her lover's protests and entreaties 
the girl was placed in a convept. 

Lodovico was a fiery young man, and 
it was hoped by tbe stepfather that he 
would commit some act of violence 
which would afford an excuse to ban­
ish him, lock him up or otherwise dis­
pose of him. But the lover displayed 
more self control than had. been ex­
pected and refined to give his enemy 
the coveted-opportunity. 

Maddalena's mother told the story of 
her daughter's love and misfortunes to 
the duchess and succeeded in interest­
ing her. Tbe affair was known to all 
Florentines, who were a poetic and 
artistic people easily moved by a story 
of love. Moreover, they feared that 
if the duke was able to prevent this 
marriage he would prevent others. 
Therefore, though all the power to 
keep the lovers apart w a s on one side, 
all the sympathy was on the other. 

The duchess finally succeeded In per­
suading her husband to permit her to 
invite Maddalena to visit her for a 
few days at the palace. Instead of 
days she remained months. But "the 
struggle to compel her to resign her 
larer was not-glven—ap. Indeed: 111 " 
invitation came in order to unite her 
with another suitor.. By the duke's 
order Lodovico was never mentioned 
except in contempt, while Sigismondo 
dl. Rossi, a favorite of the-duke,'was 
always spoken of with the highest 
praise-. f , 

Lodovico, not being permitted to visit 
the girl he loved, rented a house over­
looking the Ponte Vecchio', from which 
he could look down upon her and re­
ceive her return glance whenever she 
crossed the bridge with the duchess. 

It was one of these occasions that 
has been described at the openinc of 
this story, a scene that would not like­
ly have happened anywhere except In 
the city of the medieval Italian poets 
and painters whose names and works 
are part even of the present age. The 
bridge (bat Maddalena crossed stands 
today, traversed dally by thousands of 
Florentines and tourists. 

Perhaps no Incident in tbe history 
of Florence can so. well express the 
difference between that age, that peo­
ple and this. Fancy a crowd at the 
entrance of a park in an American 
city, Washington for instance, wait­
ing t o see an heiress driven out with 
the president's wife, her lpver stand­
ing at the window of a house he has 
hired for the express purpose of see­
ing his ladylove, go by. That age 
has passed, bnt romance stffl* exists 
and i s as deep set in human nature as 
ever. While the people of that day 
were Interested In Individual. cases, 
we now find Its expression in "best 
sellers." Have we not in this respect 
degenerated? 

Whether. It was that the duke, who 
was only interested in Salvlati's plans 
through friendship for him, fonnd that 
he was playing a losing game for him­
self, becoming unpopular, or whether 
he met an undercurrent of opposition 
from those prominent families who 
feared his power to interfere in- their 
own affairs, is not recorded, but in 
liny event his opposition suddenly col­
lapsed. One morning at daylight an 
eld woman appeared at Lodovico's 
bedside and awakened him with some 
astonishing aud-deltMitfnl news. She 
bore a messa'ge frolm tbe duchess. 
tiodovlco was summoneds,to the palace 
to take Maddalena away with blm and 
prepare for an immediate marriage. 

Tbe lover bounded ont of bed and 
began the preparations at once, going 
as soon as ho was dressed to the pal­
ace. All Florence was interested In 
the wedding, which took place at the 
house fmm-iwmVh the lover had so 
often looked down on his mistress, 
but since It- was not large enough the 
piazza on which It stood was Inclosed 
for a ballroom.

Tbe 
navvy's suggestion bud proved a good 
pne A patent was secured and an 
agreement made between the navvy, 
the manufacturer and tbe contractor. 
When the navvy died he left a fortune 
of over £iK>.UQO. the proceeds from roy­
alties on the manufacture of shovels 
under his patent.—Pearson's Weekly.

Even the lengthening of a man's life 
by a day may make death easier by 
giving him the opportunity of soothing 
a guilty conscience, of signing a will, 
of redressing an injustice, .of healing a 
breach of friendship the memory of 
which might Imbitter another life, of 
saying" farewell to a son or daughter 
who had come in haste from a great 
distance. Any one who has seen death­
beds knows how anxieties of this sort 
may darken the last hours and bow 
their removal may reconcile the suffer­
er to death, it seems .to us that tills 
talk of tbe right to die and the wrong­
doing of doctors in seeking to prolong 
a life that i s . banging by a thread 
springs from tbe unwholesome senti-
mentalism and the inevitable accom­
paniment of selfishness which are 
among the unhappy notes of the pres­
ent, time. , 

To the older writers the death agony 
was tbe final straggle of the soul leav­
ing the body, and by a confusion of 
thought due to the acquired meaning 
of the word it has come to be general­
ly believed that the parting of the spir­
itual-from the material part of man is 
painful. Those whose lot It has been 
to stand at many deathbeds know that 
this is not the case. Sir William' Osier, 
says that he has careful records of 
about 600 deathbeds, studied particu­
larly with reference to the modes of 
dying and the sensations of the dying. 
Of these ninety suffered bodily pain or 
distress of one sort or another, eleven 
showed mental apprehension, two pos­
it ive terror, one expressed spiritual ex­
altation, one bitter remorse. The great 
tsajority gave no sign one way or the 
other.—Britif h Medical Journal.

Traded to England. 

But for the foresight, it is said, .of a 
missionary this country would have 
•traded off" to Great Britain that im­
mense tirrltory that now forms two 
of tin- greatest stctes'bf the northwest 
—Ore;-in and Washington. , 

MUM us Whitman had crossed the 
plains and the mountains to Oregon 
and knew from a year".*! residence the 
«ilue of the country. He also knew 
thai the Hudson Eay company was 
anxious to obtain possession of the 
•whole northwest and had circulated 
the report that it was impossible for 
emigrants to cross the mountains in 
wagons. 

At a dinner given in 1S42. at which 
Dr. Whitman and several of the com-
pan.v'M chief officers were "present, 
news , was received that a band of 
British enilcrants bad crossed the 
mountains. Toasts weredrurikln hon­
or of the event. "Now the Americans 
may whistle—the country is ours!" one 
of t h e EnglishmenTs^reported to have 
exclaimed jubilantly. 

But Whitman thought otherwise. 
The next day he started for Washing­
ton on horseback. He made the jour­
ney in winter and with frozen limbs 
called on Daniel Webster, then secre­
tary of state. Cpon his presentation 
of the situation Whitman was gruffly 
told^by Webster that the country was 
worthless and that he. as secretary of 
state, was about to trade that "worth­
less region" for valuable concessions 
with reference to the Newfoundland 
fisheries. 

Finding that a treaty had already 
been approved.by the senate and was 
awaiting formal ratification and proc­
lamation by President Tyler. Dr. Whit­
man sought the president When the 
missionary had finished his story the 
president said: 

"Sir. your frozen limbs attest your 
sincerity. Can you take emigrants 
across the mountains in wagons?" 

"Give me six months and I will take 
1,000 across." answered the doctor. 

"If you can take them across." add­
ed Tyler, "the treaty shall not be rati­
fied." 

In 1S43 a band of emigrants under 
the guidance of the doctor started from 
Missouri for Oregon. • A deputation 
from the Hudson Bay company met 
them on the plains, advising them that 
It was impossible for them to cross the 
mountains in their wagons.. The emi­
grants decided to leave their wagons 
and finish tbe journey on horseback. 

As this course would have ruined 
Whitman's plan of saving the country i 
to the United States, he labored with J 
the leaders of the band nntil they con­
sented to follow the doctor's advice 
and guidance. Tbe band did cross tbe 
mountains in their wagons, the treaty 
was not ratified, and the fertile north­
west was saved to the United States.— 
New York Herald.

When the man 
w a s halfway round the owl's bead was 
directly behind. Tbree-nuarters of .9 
circle were completed, and still \kz 
same twist o f the neck and-the same 
stare followed the man. 

One circle and no change. On the 
man went, twice around, and still that 
watchful stare and steady turn"'df "tbe 
bead. Three times the man went 
around, and he began to wonder why 
the-owl's head did not drop off. when 
all at once tbe man discovered What he 
had failed t o notice before. 

When tbe man reached a distance 
halfway around from the front, which 
w a s as far a s the owl could turn his 
head to follow the experimenter's 
movements with comfort, the owl 
whisked it-back through the whole cir­
c le so Instantaneously and brought It 
facing tbe man again with such pre­
cision that the latter failed to detect 
the movement, although he was look­
ing intently all the while at tbe bird. 

The Slarylander repeated the experi­
ment many times afterward on the 
same bird, and he had always to 
watch carefully to detect the move­
ment of the readjustment of the owl's 
gaze.—Philadelphia Record.
