It is a matter 
of great satisfaction and a cause for 
thanksgiving that the changing of the 
year*), in the, providence of God, thus 
fittingly suggests a pause in the mad 
rush of life1 and leads to serious and 
sober reflection with the strong proba­
bility of betterment.

MARCONI, THE FATHER «jP WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY 

/"*TJGLIELMO MARCONI, at the age-of twenty-eight, has added a new chap 
*-* tcr to the wondrous fairy tale of modern science, and made. wirel«w 

telegraphy—a dream seemingly as hopeless as perpetual motion—a reality. 
When, on December U, 1901, he announced that on the day previous he 

had heard, through a telephone' attached to his apparatus at Cape Race, 
Newfoundland, audible signals settt'-from Cornwall, England, 2000 miles' 
away, the wise-men smiled, some were-even charitable enough to forgive the 
statement, because of his youth taii his enthusiasm. They knewHthat 
electricity traveling at the rate of 186,000 miles a sec6nd would require only 
one ninetieth of a second, to cross the Atlantic; but that this boy did it 
without the leading Btrings of cable te show electricity the way, was really 
too much; it was crowding dredence too far—about 2000 miles too far. 

Now it is Marconi who smiles, and the world believes and accepts, for 
wireless telegraphy has proved itself.' This modest, gentle,' unassuming man 
who has so much enthusiasm for his ^science that he has no time for" vanity 
or pinning medals on his coat, wag fc^rh at Bologna, Italy, where-hhrfather 
had large estates upon which at the age of seventy he still lives. His 
mother, an Irish feirl, daughter of John Jamison, the famous Dublin whisky 
manufacturer, humored her boy when he began at eight to shbw inventive 
ability; she sympathized with h im Waten at twelve his tutor attempted tb rob 
him of one of his devices; she was with him, heart and soul, when at sixteen 
he was absorbed in mathematical, electrical and chemical problems, and 
spent money freely for books, instruments and every thing else he needed. 

When at twenty he talked of telegraphing without wire3, through hii;? 
and forests, across fields and lakes, she still believed in him and went with 
him to England in 1897 when he made his successful test of two miles at 
Salisbury Plains, a record increased to thirty-four miles by the end of that 
year; traversed the English Channel by wireless telegraphy two years later, 
and In 1901 sent a message across the c e a n . 
" • T h ? latest of his many inventions Is a ship detecter by which the exact 
position and "every move of a steamer on the ocean can be known every 
moment at the home office, by a method somewhat like wireless telegraphy, 
but-requiring no operator or wireless plant on the vessel.

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A n Endeavor Pioneer. 
Mr. Graff Is a Christian Endeavor 

pioneer. At. the fourth national Chris­
tian Endeavor convention, 'held at Old 
Orchard, Me., to July, 1885, he was 
present, the only delegate from west 
Of the Mississippi, representing the so­
ciety in St. Louis, which was probably 
the first f oriueB"West of the Father of 
Waters. It was thought wonderfnt'ra* 
that day that any one should travel so 
far to attend a Christian Endeavor 
convention. Since then Mr. Graff has 
traveled" iuany thousands of miles, in 
this country and twice in Europe, in 
charge of Chris'tlnn Endeavor conven­
tion excursions and has'seen repre­
sentatives from the ends of the earth 
welcomed &t our gatherings. . 

Mr. Graff as president of the Mis­
souri union had much to do with the 
international Christian. Endeavor con­
vention which met in that state in 
June, 1890, and he was one of the 
principal figures i'n the famous "mar­
riage of the flags," when the flags of 
the United States and Great Britain 
were fastened together by a beautiful­
ly Jeweled Christian Endeavor pin. 
This pin is worn on alternate years by 
Mr. Graff and Dr. Andrews, the Cana­
dian-delegate. 

Among the scores of Christian En­
deavor publications .which Mr. Graff's 
conscientious nnd skillful labors have 
made a success w e must speak espe­
cially of the '(Endeavor Hymnal," 
"Junior Carols," the "Praise Book" 
and many exercises for special occa­
sions, for his musieai kblllty a s editor 
and composer has been most helpful 
to the United society. 

A word must also be .said about Mr. 
Graffs notable work as a discoverer 
nnd promoter, with unstinted sseal and 
unbounded faith, of our Christian En­
deavor summer home. Sagamore Beach.

The municipality is very of­
ten the landlord, the area being let as 
a whole to the highest bidder and by 
the latter being rented in parcels to 
the working classes. If there is a 
drawback to them it is that in the ab­
sence of the colonists they afford a 
hiding place and headquarters for 
thieves and fugitives from justice. 

The; expansion of Berlin is rapidly 
pushing the colonies farther and far­
ther out, but their value as a hygienic 
factor in city life is so great that a 
society has been founded with a view. 
to their permanent preservation.—New 
lork Sun.

ARBOR COLONIES. ' 

A Paatur* of Nearly All t h . Larg. 
Towns In Germany. 

A sarcastic foreigner once rem'U'lcea 
that the only, coloiile* uf, any use to 
Germany were her "louben" tarbori 
colonies. These arc i-ollcetions of sum­
mer houses with a few square feet of 
land attached to them to be found 011 
the outskirts of* practically all large 
German towns. Taken singly, each 
small hut reminds one nf the summer 
houses run up In American or English 
gardens by the wholly unskilled house­
holder in hia leisure moments, while 
«U together they give the appearance 
of « vast gypw encampment. 

What They Might Do if Thay Com­
bined Th.ir Mighty Millions. 

In the Strand Magazine is an article 
on what six rich men could do. The 
author has taken as the world's' six 
richest men John D. Rockefeller. Pler-
pont Morgan. Astor, Lord Strathcona. 
Andrew Caraegie and Lord Rothschild. 
He calculates that between them they 
own f5.OO0.OO0;O00. What might they 
do with such a sum if they combined 
forces? What things could they not 
achieve with $5,000,000,000? Suppose 
they were aggressive and inclined to 
wage war. They could put 1,000.000 
men in the field and maintain them for 
ten years, perhaps for twenty. The 
American Revolutionary war cost 
$700,00(Wr)00. The wars with Napoleon 
from I7SX1 to 1S15 cost Great Britain 
$3,250,000,000. The Crimean' war cost 
$150,000,000 for two years. The South 
African war cost England $1,250,000,-
000. The rich sextet could have borne 
the costliest of these wars and had a 
good sum over. 

If tbey .turned their attention to the 
sea they could with half their capital 
build a fleet that would be unique, 
overpowering, irresistible. The biggest 
fleet in the world—that of Great Brit­
ain—could probably be duplicated for 
$1,000,000,000. Again, these Invincible 
six could give $100 each to every man.,, 
woman and child in the British isles. 
They could buy all the automobiles in 
the world and then have enough left 
aver to purchase the Panama and Suez 
canals and after that sufficient to.buy 
up British shipping. These are a few 
of the startling things these six elderly 
gentlemen could do with their com­
bined wealth if they-only possessed 
the requisite audacity,, imagination and 
agreement.

Nearest 
the truth perhaps is the writer who 
says: "Lord Kiteheneir's first experi­
ence of war was under the French 
flag. In 1870 he enlisted as a private 
W a mobile battalion under General 
Cbanzy. He saw no fighting, but as­
sisted in some balloon -ascents that 
ended in a chill and an attack of pneu­
monia."—London Chronfele. 

Aeroplane. With Gyroicop.t. 
M. GIrardviile has been experiment­

ing in France with model aeroplanes 
fitted with gyroscopes to insure sta­
bility. The principle is the same as In 
the application of gyroscopes to coun­
teract the rolling of ships. In a report 
to the Paris Academy of Sciences. M. 
GIrardviile says that his models when 
used as gliders without motors were 
free from periodic oscillations and 
that tbey' automatically re-established 
their equilibrium after being disturb­
ed.
