BOSSES AND LEADERS. 

Speaker Merrltt Makes Some Sensible 
Observations, 

In the course of two hours' conver­
sation a reporter for The World load 
With Edwin A. Merrltt Jr., the newly 
elected Speaker of the New York As­
sembly, Mr. Merrltt declared: 

That political parties need bosses. 
That there will always be political 

bosses. 
That the boss will always be un­

popular. 
That the boss can't do business 

without patronage. 
That the difference between the 

boss and the leader is merely a mat­
ter of individual opinion. • 

That there is always room and may 
be need for reformers In politics. l 

That ultimately right and truth 
will triumph in spite of bosses, lead­
ers or reformers. 

These and other Illuminating Ideas 
and opinion^ Speaker Merrltt outlin­
ed while travelling from' Albany to 
New York on one of the New York 
Central's limited trains. ^ 

The corpulent, ruddy visaged, good 
natured Speaker reclined comforta­
bly in a big armed chair, puffing con­
tentedly on a black cigar, while che 
•smoking car porter danced attend­
ance on him and his party. For two 
days Mr. Merrltt had been busy ac­
cepting congratulation on his eleva­
tion tp the Speakership, and his right 
hand,' he confessed, was lame- from 
the shaking it had received. 

Seven questions were submitted to 
Mr. Merrltt. He took the list, set­
tling back in his chair and shading 
his eyes with the visor of. his black 
and white checked cap that he might 
study them. Here is the first: 

What is the > difference between a 
bosS and a leader? 

.For a full minute the Speaker hesi­
tated, pulling his closely cropped 
moustache and occasionally glancing 
cellirigward. He smiled—cynically— 
deprecatingly—as he answered: 

'•The boss, or -leader, I presume, Is 
the man generally credited with being 
responsible for the operations of a 
political organization. If they l ike 
him they" call him a leader;* if not, a 
Boss. The fellows -who are satisfied 
apeak, with pride- of tho wisdom of 
their, leader; T h o s a w i o mtm not sat* 
toned—the disgruntled: ones—point 
with scorn at the boss, and make: him 
an Issue." 

A» he talked, Mr. Merrftt ran thro" 
the list of questions iiMniniasv H a 
tonk narrjap OTT£ bjr owe^lHy Infra*- -ngr-qrrgrWj ywftwli re«*e ir -» 
quent pauses merely Indicating that 
he had finished answering'another in­
quiry and would pass on to the next; 

2. How, does the Boss fit in "now? 
"He fits in now as he always has 

and probably always will. All polit­
ical organizations are really nothing 
more than associations of men—men 
with somewhat similar ideas—ideas 
enough alike to prompt them to act 
together, generally. Men associate 
in (politics just as they do in anything 
else that is a matter of general and 
human Interest. 

"So far as political organizations 
take the form of clubs and associa­
tions, it is largely an evidence of the 
gregarious Instinct of men. There 
are Knights of Columbus and various 
orders Masonic. Why, I presume 
there are three or four hundred such 
organizations, in the State^Men, ken 
erally. look for compatvKSnshTpT-srhls 
desire creates what I call the 'joiner.' 

"Know what a 'Joiner' is? iNo. 
Well, I'll tell you? " Listen. Up in 
mny country (Mr. Merrltt removed his 
glasses; his eyes twinkled and he 
smiled generously) there's a man 
who has joined every organization in 
the village where he lives. He's 
what I call a joiner. His wife didn't 
countenance his joining proclivities. 
One day she heard an association of 
men who proposed to burn barns 
was being formed. The wife saw one 
of the lea'ders In the movement. She 
asked him not to tell her husband of 
It, complaining, 'If John hears of this 
he"H surely join, even if he has to 
burn his own barn'In order to gain 
membership in the new association.* 

ohn was a Joiner. 

"Now, in all these organizations of 
men—church, social or political— 
there must ibe some one responsible 
man. He's the embodiment of the 
boss. He's the man who has got the 
nerve to say 'No' when necessary. He 
is the Boss—maybe the leader. Take 
the superintendent of a factory. H e 
usually draws down the largest sala­
ry. Why? Because he's the most 
valuable man. *He's got the nerve to 
say 'No' when necessary. Anybody 
can say 'Yes.' In other words, the 
superintendent, or the boss, if you 
•please, Is the man who takes the re­
sponsibility. If he is wise everything 
goes well." 

Third—la the political boss as up-
popular now as he was five years ago? 

"This is a difficult question for any 
one to answer. If the Boss is wise 
he knows he is unpopular, because 
he's got to say 'No' more or less. And 
someone is sure to be hurt or offend­
ed, or think he is. So the Boss ac­
cumulates a greater or less degree of 
enemies because ho has refused to do 
things or permit them to be done. 
This has reference to the leader of a 
church or labor organization as well 
as the political boss. 

"The Boss always has to be unpop­
ular with the general public because 
he Is dealing with ordinsry human 
beings, who, as a rule. «r» composed 
of 9J 1-J per cent water, anyhow. 
The Boss has problems of human na­
ture always confronting him—a thing 
little understood, but the most an­
cient snd unchangsabl* thing we 
know anything »*out. Conditions 
change—habits of life and physical

conditions—but human nature *HBm't 
change peroeptlbly." * ... 

Fourth—Where does the Id-called 
reformer fit in politics? 

"There's-always opportunity » r . r e ­
form. Ultimately we're bound to;*e-
lleve that ideal conditions .*i!l"ssr.-
trol. Thsra'* only oqe right w i y to 
live, or operate a business, Or i f c a 
city, or conduct State or Nalloli«faf-
fairs; and soma time or oth»r W've 
got to hellers that the state o?| inti­
mate perfection will obtain, it «-he

thing to interest the ordinary way­
faring man In such associations, to 
secure his adherence^and activity arid-
to support the machinery for the con­
tinued adherence and support of such 
associations during 'dull times.' 

"I believe that men of sense agree 
that public office, except so far as it 
represents policies ' and principles of 
administration and government, 
ought NOT to be treated as patron­
age; but that in so far as it does rep­
resent such things It should express 
public opinion in regard to these 
things." 

Seventh—What qualities must a 
man possess to be a Boss? 

"A man who is not a successful 
Boss Is not a Boss at all. 

"A man 'who falls to hold the con­
fidence and approval of a sufficient 
number of the electors of the political 
division in which he operates, soon 
goes out of business. 

"As a leader he -must be responsive 
to the opinion of the people. -.He-
must be quick to recognize not -only 
what people think is right but what 
actually is right; he must combine 
practical knowledge of men with an 
aptitude of diplomacy which would 
qualify him to represent the Govern-, 
ment at the Court of St. James. 

"The Boss must be able to discrim­
inate between the various claims of 
the men who occupy Important but 
lesser places In the organization, and 
see that in the main each is justly 
"treated. A man to be a Boss must 
be patient and -thoughtful and—con­
siderate. He -must fundamentally 
believe in doing the right thing. He 
must believe in himself and in his 
party. He must be a good American 
above all things. He must .believe in 
the rule of the majority aand believe 
that the triumph of he party and its 
principles is for the best interests of 
the people. 
*"The line of demarcation between 

the Boss and the leader is difficult to 
'define'; but the man who has 'the 
qualities which I have tried to sug­
gest, possesses a rare combination of 
ethical purpose and practical Judg­
ment, which, In these or any times, 
is of the very highest value and im­
portance. 

"Such a man makes failure or sua— 
cess with equal composure,'' 

or administration, is admitted, to be 
the best of any state. The amend­
ments to the fundamental law of the 
City of New York, which rhav6 been 
adopted subsequent to the financial 
system of the city .by what was then 
known as the Cassidy Committee, so 
improved administrative processes in 
this respect, that, in a broad way, no 
amendment to the charter of New 
York is now necessary. 

'̂ Man demands some ideals always 
When no great questions are involv­
ed, which all recognize, th? reformer 
may fill a long felt want He seems 
to typify some ethical aspiration and, 
conspicuously or otherwise, the re­
former meets a demand of human >.a 
ture. Whether he advances or im­
proves poliiical conditions depends 
upon his real sincerity. Any man," 
whether a reformer or a'boss, who 
stands for an actual truth in party 
management or public affairs, must 
succeed, or, rather, the truth will be 
recognized. The idea for which he 
stands will be" adopted and crystallz-
ed, and it is mot really important 
what happens to be the reformer, the 
Boss qr the leader. 

"Thoughtful men know that, the 
most important thing in drawing a 
statute is to have it accurately ex­
press the truth. If it does this It 
must he recognized, becomes the lawT 
and all the powers of earth and air 
cannot prevail against tt." 

F^fth—Do,political parties want or 
need a Boss? 

"Political organizations need a man 
who -can say 'No.' The successful ad 
ministration of a bank depends upon 
the«tashier or officer who has the ed­
ucated sixth sense which tells him 
when NOT to mifke a loan. 

"All the accumulated Information 
of fire insurance companies has been 
collected to determine what -risks not 
to write. The manager of- a great 
fire Insurance company cancelled 
more than one-half the company's 
risks in San Francisco a year beforn 
the earthquake because h e thought 
his company ought not to have so 
great an amount at risk in any city 
subject to what he regarded as a con­
flagration hazard. It never did oc­
cur to him, however, that there might 
be an earthquake, because he was mot 
acquainted with earthquakes. 

"But as a good judge of hazards 
he thought the company could not 
carry so much a t risk in that partic­
ular locality. 

"This Is merely one Instance qf 
where some one Is BOSS enough TO 
say that -conditions that had existed 
should not continue." , 
> Sixth—Can a Boss live without pa­

tronage? 
Can a man do business without a 

bank account? , 
"When questions of great public 

Importance are at stake, when the 
national Interest or honor Is involved 
when a question Is big enough so that 
there flTa well settled public opinion 
In relation to It, political action will 
be had whether there are bosses or 
whether there are lenders. But uht^ 
human nature changes the possibility 
of maintaining political associations, 
which In their Tilghest expression rep 
resent the best thought and .aspira­
tion of the time, there must Be somqr

WHICH KIND OF PRESIDENT? 

Speaking in Cleveland, Senator La-
(Follette laid proper emphasis upon 
the fact that we are entering a new 
era, that the marvelous Industrial de­
velopment of the country has out­
grown our statutes and constitution 
and that we are now facing problems 
complex and Intricate to a high de­
gree and requiring profound study 
and' the best expert knowledge avail­
able. He states the fact; his point is 
well taken, and the question at once 
arises what kind of an executive head 
does the country require im a crisis 
like this? Do we want a President 
temperamentally radical, hasty, cock 
sure and quick to adopt far-reaching 
innovations, or a President like Mr. 
Taft, conservative by nature, less in­
clined to look for cure-alls In legisla­
tive enactments, and whose Idea of 
progresslveness Is an orderly forward 
movement by carefully measured 
steps. Legislation in the right direc­
tion which goes too fast and • far is 
more to be feared than legislation 
whloh may not go far enough, for this 
can be cured, while the other might 
work Irreparable harm. If half the 
legislative novelties Wisconsin has 
adopted in the lost few years, accord­
ing to her senator, were as hastily ao-t 
cepted by a nation of 90,000,000 peo­
ple, the result might be disastrous In 
the extreme. President Taft's Btrong
