He was educated at the Univer­
sity of Georgia and Harvard law 
school. He was a state railroad com­
missioner when Hoke Smith was first 
elected governor, and the latter ousted 

_him* from -the position. Then he be­
gan the fight which has twice elected 
him to the gubernatorial chair.
