I t is only wheu that which we earn-
•estly desire and. strive after is un­
worthy that ambition becomes a sin. 
There are unworthy.. ambitions and 
ambitions that are indeed worth while. 
'We are " warned' in the Scripture 
against coveting that which cannot 
rightfully be ours; but, on the other 
Jjand, we are exhorted to "covet enru-
estly the best gifts"—that is, spiritual 
Kifta. Shakespeare referred to base 
and ignoble desires when he said, "Bc-

are ambftion." _ IJut there are noble 
ambitions well worth the effort of any 
man. The desire to make the most of 
life in the truest and highest sense is 
worthy of any man, but we must make 
no mistake in deciding what is true 
success. Ruin has inevitably come 
when men have dedicated their lives to 
objects unworthy of beings .created in" 
the image of God. 

Christian unity is a worth while am­
bition. In His intercessary prayer 
Christ .besought His heavenly Father 
that all His disciples might be one, 
•even as He and the Father were one. 
T o be one with all the' disciples of 
Christ! What a laudable ambition. 
In such a unity all strife and conten­
tion among Christians would cease and 
the church would present a united 
front to the worjd, and its influence for 
tiie promulgation"1 of good and the de­
struction of evil would be immeas­
urably increased. 
' What ruination Christian discord 

has caused! No outside barrier to 
Christianity has retarded its progress 
like that o f ' the lack of harmony 
among Christians themselves. Such 
unity does not mean sameness of opin­
ion concerning forms of church gov­
ernment or similarity of view in the 
Interpretation 'of Scripture, but oue-
Oess in Christ, and oneness in Christ 
•will insure a spiritual unity that will 
surpass in efficiency any and all at­
tempts at organic ecclesiastical, unity. 
It will mean fraternity, co-operation 
In service and universal Christian 
charity, things in which the church 
and the world stand In the greatest 
need. 

Eternal glory is a worth while am 
bition. The difficulty with too many 
humah'ambitions is that they are lim-

"Ited-bjytfn.e. They are temporal rath 
er than eternal. Masses of men have 
but oue contrasting ambition—the ac­
cumulation of wealth. Yet what is 
more uncertain than wealth? Etches 
too often have wings, and nothing can 
be taken beyond the grave. As with 
desire for wealth, so it is with every 
merely temporal ambition. He only 
Is wisely ambitious who desires eternal 
glory and Seeks It at whatever cost 
for the present. No price is too great 
to pay - for the raptures of\heaven. 
•"The sufferings of this present time 
are not worthy to be compared with 
the glory which shall be revealed 1n 
us."

THE "bowl fight" is one of the cherished institutions of the University 
of Pennsylvania undergraduates. The contestants are the members 
of the freshman and sophomore classes. This winter the freshmen 
were the winners. About 400 of them were pitted against 2fiO sopho­

mores, the scene of the struggle being the football gridiron of Franklin field, 
Philadelphia, Superior strategy gave the 1015 men their victory' in the first 
half of the event. Their "bowl man," whose business it was to cross the field 
to the goal, entered the conflict wearing a red sweater, but in the melee he 
peeled it off, showing a blue one underneath, while other freshmen suddenly 
appeared by a like device in red sweaters. This confused the sophomores, and 
the real bowl man was permitted to reach the goal unmolested. In the sec­
ond half the members of the two classes struggled for fifteen minutes to lay 
hands upon the bowl,"which had been placed in the center of the field, the 
winning class being the one which could count the most hands on it at the 
close of the mixup. The sophomores had twenty-eight, but the superior num­
bers of the freshmen told, and they had thirty on the finaTcount.. 

The Baby's Bath. 
The temperature of the child's bath 

varies with its age. At birth the water 
should be about blood beat. 90 degrees. 
This may be gradually reduced to 70 
degrees by the end of the first month. 
Baby's bath should always he taken 
before breakfast. The child should not 
be allowed t,i frolic about and become 
cooled off before his bath, but should' 
be popped right from bis crib into the 
tub. For the first two weeks the baby 
should be held on the knees while It is 
being washed. Then he may be put' 
into his tub. being removed as soon as 
possible after he is bathed. He should 
be dried immediately with a soft, warm 
towel, making sure that every spot on 
the little body is quite dry. A soft 
powder of rice starch is then fluffed 
on all over him. 

The water in tne bath should be soft 
—rainwater if possible—and a delicate 
Koa'p with a Turkey sponge or light 
flannel cloth is procured for baby's use. 

Until 'after tile child Is eighteen 
monrhs old th<- .bath should be wntm. 
At that time the change to a cooler 
temperature commences gradually. 
The mot her may try sponging the child 
with semi-cold water, after the regular 
warm bath, and In that way work up 
to the cold bath.

A Cap Fastener. 
To keep .-hildren's caps of any kind 

on and over the ears in cold weather' 
and also to keep mischievous play­
mates from pulling tbem off sew elas­
tic on one side. Let it extend around 
under the chiu to the other side. Pull 
cap down to desired place, measuring 
your elarttic for length. 

Allow enough for a loop and sew a 
button on the side where you make the 
loop. The cap will stay on and stay In 
place and Is also much easier to put 
on than It would be to slip the cap on 
with elastic sewed fast on both sides. 
Use buttons the color of the cap If pos­
sible. 

. Pull the Square.

Roll back the rug from the center of 
the floor and on the boards make a 
small square outlined with chalk. All 
then join bands In a circle around it.
