(Friday at S a m n a c l a k e at the an­
nua} meeting of the stockholders of 
the Mountain H o m e . Telephone Co., 
the Independent Telephone Co, ope­
rat ing In this vicinity, t h e first formal 
steps were t a k e n t o bring about t h e 
consolidation -of the telephone sys­
tems at the independent companies 
and' t h e New York Telephone Com­
pany operating In, the ent ire moun­
tain, l ake and^gt , , Lawrence districts 
of "Northern 'New York, with the r e ­

su l t t h a t ..gJO.OOO inhabitants of th i s 
section will 'be given a comprehensive 
service, both local and long distance, 
.and t h e duplication of telephone elim 
inated. 

The new service la to be under til* 
direction of representat ive business 
men in each locality in which the 
new company w>lll operate, and these 
men wi l l make u p the new 'Board of 
Directors to t h e number of fifteen. 

In t h e new ar rangement approxi­
mately,12,000 telephones a r e involved 
a n d aibout 900 imiles at toll lines. The 
proper ty values a r e in excess of two 
and a 'quarter million dollars. 

The terr i tory to 'be embraced, runs 
from Pla t t sburgh on the Eas t to Og­
densburg on t h e West, and swings in 
a g rea t line on t h e South Just above 
Glens Fa l l s . on t h e Bast and Water-
town o n the West . The new compa­
ny will have an. a rea approximately 
126 mi les from E a s t *o West, and a b ­
out 85 miles f rom North to South, 
with t h e St, Lawrence r iver a s t h e 
Nor the rn .boundary line. In the new 
ter r i tory will 'be included the great 
•counties of S t . Lawrence, Franklin, 
Clinton and •Egiex, with a slight over 
lapping area Into soma of the. bord­
ering counties. 

I t is announced officially by those 
interested- in> t h e new company t h a t 
t t will b e distinctly a Northern New 
York enterprise, t o a, large extent fln-

-aneed , localise CT* Jfc> « « a m , -**«*-
t o r s . and employees will toe Northern 
New Y o r k people. 

Whi le the New York Telephone Co. 
Will own a substantial interest in - the 
capital stock of t h e new company, i t 
is proposed to r e s t the burden of t h e 
management, with, the people of the 
district t h e company serves. 

The properties involved in this new 
enterpr ise are t h e Mountain' Home 
Company of Sa ranac Lake, the Clin­
ton Telephone Co., Plattsburgh, Dan-
nemorn, etc., t h e Adirondack Home 
Telephone Co., of Malone, Norwood, 
Canton', Potsdam and neighboring 

'. towns, and the propert ies of the New 
York Telephone Co. in t h e four ooun 
ties. Ogdensburg and Gouverneur in 
Which the re a r e no competing tele­
phones, and are to be Included In the 
new company's terr i tory. 

The toll users In this a rea will all 
have access to t h e toll lines of the 
New Y o r k Co. a n d the long distance 
lines of .the American Telephone & 
Telegraph Co., 5n addition to the com 
preheneive county and inter-county 
system* now operated by the inde­
pendent companies. 

I t is expected tha t the unification 
' of service will be well under, way by 

the first of May^of this year, a l tho ' 
some of the detai ls of the planet and 
engineering work necessary to be 
done m a y take m u c h longer. In the 
meantime, the service will be kept to 
a high s tandard a n d every effort will 
he m a d e to br ing about the elimina­
tion of duplication of telephones. Un­
til, however, this can be done in a 
manner satisfactory to" the' patrons 
and not detrimental to t h e general 
charac ter of t h e service, the «c-

" changes of both fn.dependent and Bell 
companies-wilt bo operated separate­
ly, a l though a t t h e earliest moment 
subscribers <vf bo th systems will be 
givon t h e bum-fit of the unified toll 
serv'ce. 

While the, engineering and con­
struction problems connected with 
the JKV'V company are being worked 
out In order to give a mitlsfactiry sin­
gle service, thi'rc will be nn change 
In the employees nnd general person­
nel nr t he ' p rope r t i e s to be brouRlit 
together. The nffirers and employes 
of the new company will be chosen 
bv the Fnnnl of Directors, with due 

regard to the Interests of the com­
pany and the interests of the people 
to b e served. Assurance is given, 
however, that all present employees 
of both companies may feel satisfied 
that fair a8d proper consideration 
will be shown them in any future re­
adjustment of forces which may be 
found necessary. 

As to the policy of the new com­
pany in the mat ter of rates, .it was 
pointed out t h a t the interests of the 
telephone users were amply protect­
ed, a s all of the companies Involved 
come under the Jurisdiction of the 
Public Service Commission of the 
State and tha t all telephone rates 
must be filed with the Commission a t 
Albany and have its approval. 

At the meeting of the stockholders 
of the Mountain Co., the steps to 

' bring about this condition were taken 
The shareholders by unanimous con­
sent voted to increase its capital 
stock to take over on a Jbasls fair to 

' all, the capital stock of the other In­
dependent companies, and to give 
the New York Co. stock for Its 
plants and property. The Board of 
Directors of t h e local company has 
been increased to .fifteen, so ' as to 
make room for additional directors 

, as the other properties are taken over 
The by-laws have been changed also 
to permit meetings- of the Board of 
Directors eaoh month In various cities 
and towns in the territory, and to 
permit of several vice-presidents, rep 
resentative of the several sections of 
the new area. 

3ft is stated tha t within a few weeks 
the ne'w company will be prepared to 
announce the personnel of Its direc-
torate- and. officers. 

Some time ago it was- officially an­
nounced by t h e New York Company 
tha t i t had acquired, control of t h e 
stocks and bonds of a number of the 

Eastern New York, and planned, la 
due season, to consolidate t h e proper­
ties so acquired with the country­
wide and universal service of the 
Bell associated companies. This will 
give t h e independent telephone users 
in Northern New York, to the num­
ber of six thousand, the opportunity 
heretofore denied them of connec­
tion with the gigantic Bell system,

I The Eastern consolidation and now 
the new Northern New York enter­
prise are made in response to an un­
deniable ever growing publlo demand 
for the elimination of dual telephone 
service and Its two bills and attend­
ant annoyance. Subscribers have aw-

I akeined to t h e fact that upon them 
falls heaviest the burden of two rtele-

! phone systems in their town. -If 
, they pay for only one service their 
i service Is more or less restricted,, and 
If they get the full service, they pay 
double for It. -The time was when 
the subscriber though that competi­
tion in telephones was the real solu­
tion of all his difficulties, but more 
recently has come to the realization 
of the fact that the Teal' solution was 
ir» an Intelligently and honestly con­
ducted unified service regulated by 
the State through the -medium of the 
Public Service Commission.

NEWELL BLOCK BURNS. 

Ogdensburg Has a Disastrous Fire. 

Damage estimated a t $135,000 was 
caused by a Are which early Wednes­
day morning destroyed the Neweli 
Block in Ogdensburg a n d burned out 
several business places and offices. 

Edgar A. Newell, head of the E. A. 
Newell Company, wholesale stationers 
and owners of the block, which suf­
fered a loss of $100,000, sa id . tha t the 
block wpuld be rebuilt a t once. The 
•Board of Directors held a meeting on 
Wednesday and decided to secure tern 
porary quarters and continue in busi­
ness. The company's loss Is covered 
by insurance. The, damage to the 
building will amount to $30,000. It 
was Insured for $25,000. 

The estimated loss to the Ogdens­
burg Music Store Is $4500, with Insur­
ance of $2600. The books and valu­
able records of the Ogdensburg Loan 
and Savings Association, kept in this 
store, were rescued, shortly after the 
s ta r t of the fire. The insurance of­
fice of C. A. Merriman is a complete 
loss.

The fire quickly enveloped the New 
ell .building and for several hours It 
threatened to wipe out an entire bloei 
of husiness houses In t h e immediate 
locality. 

.-•AM day the- city firemen;-•weatiea" 
from their long hours in fighting the 
flames in zero weather, poured water 
onto the smoldering ruins- The walls 
of the building a re still standing, and 
coated over by a foot of ice. The 
basement of the building, filled with 
lasge quantities of paper and cloth 
goods. Is emit t ing volumes of heavy 
smoke which bangs listlessly over the 
city. 

T h e fire, which was one of t h e most 
des t ruc t iva jn years, was supposed to 
have originated on the second or the 
third floor from temporary heaters, 
which had been used in the building 
dur ing t h e temporary disablement of 
the heating plant. Early in the morn 
Ing flames were seen Issuing from the 
top of the elevator shaft located in 
the center of the building. 

A still a l a rm was turned In to sev­
eral of the fire companies, which was 
followed by a general alarm,-bringing 
to the scene every piece of available 
fire- appara tus in the city. In less 
than an hour the entire s t ruc ture was 
a roaring furnace of flames. 

F o u r s treams of water played on 
the Are from the State street s ide and 
three from the rear. The wooden In 
ter ior proved so highly iriSamable, 
tha t the firemen were. powerless to 
check the progress tn th i s s tructure 
and devoted their efforts to protect­
ing the sur rounding property. 

The Hannan clgar_ s tore and fac­
tory, separated from the burning build 
ingr by a thick Are wall, was continu­
ally In danger from t h e flames and 
tnoat of the stock was removed In 
wagons. Several times it leoked as 
if .the Hannan Block was doomed, but 
the efforts of t h e firemen prevented 
the spreading of t h e fire. 

The Windsor Block, Immediately 
south of the burned building, was al­
so several t imes in grave danger and 
a score of families, residing on the 
upper floors, moved their household 
goods to the street . 

The burned structure was buil t 40 
years ago by John C. Goodrich and 
was purchased 25 years ago by Mr. 
Newell. I t has since been occupied 
by the Newell Company. The build­
ing was three stories h igh and -the 
ground floor contained four stores 
fronting on State Street. 

Mr. Newell has secured temporary 
quarters- and will begin work a t once 
rebuilding a spacious modern block.

THE CRUIKSHANK C4SE. 

STRANGE C A R E E R O F MAN WHO 

' WAS THOUGHT DROWNED. 

Was Found Doing Prosperous Busi­

ness In New, York City. 

The mont disappointing 'thing about 

a n ideal Is that there Isn't any such 
ttrlnc-, 

The case of Bar ton Crulkshank, 
who was though t to have been drown­
ed in the St. Lawrence in June, 1910, 
and who was found a week ago in 
New York, has at t racted widespread 
interest throughout the State. Brief­
ly stated, t h e history of his disap­
pearance follows. After • smashing 
his paddle and set t ing the eanoe 
afloat on tha t J u n e evening Mr. 
Orulkshank walked up to Alexandria 
Bay, took a boa t to Buffalo and then 
star ted west. After engaging In" var­
ious occupations in different states, 

, he finally drifted back to New York 
City, where h e opened an office a s 
mechanical engineer, under the name 
of Donald Douglass & Co., in August 
1911. 

His identity was first discovered by 
Adjutant General Verbeck, who was 
a t military headquar ters oriS-day In 
September when a tall, smooth shav­
en man entered and asked for a com­
mission officer in the National Guards, 
After close scrutiny Gen; Verbeck be­
came convinced tha t the man «ias 
Capt. Crulkshank, whom he had 
known well in Syracuse. Upon r e ­
turning to Albany some months la ter 
Gen. Verbeck -notified Mr. H . W. 
Stickney, a brother in law, who im­
mediately "wired Judge G. W. Fuller , 
Mrs. Cruikshank's at torney, to come 
to New, York. OnJarrlving there, Mr. 
and Mrs. Stickney, Judge Fuller and 
LOWen E. iGinn went to the offices of 
Donald Douglass, ' a n d there found 
Capt.- Crulkshank. H e at once ad­
mitted his Identity, and gave Judge 
Fuller a signed s ta tement of his wan­
derings since his disappearance. 

After .. various conferences Mr. 
Crulkshank decided to close h i s of-, 
flees in New York, a n d on Saturday, 
Jany. 13, h e .sailed from there for 
Por to Rico where h e will engage in 
the practice of his profession.

" I confronted h i m with the fact 
t ha t a firm doing business under the 
n a m e of t h e Engineering Exchange, 
with offices a t No. 149 West Thirty-
fifth street h a d been communicating 
with Mrs. Crulkshank and had given 
he r orders for drafting, and he ad­
mitted that it was he who had com­
municated with her and given her 
certain orders for drafting. He de­
nied that she knew -with whom she 
was negotiating, and begged of us to 
say nothing of his identity to his wife 

" I t is about Tils al leged correspond 
-ence with h i s wife under different 
assumed names that I care to speak. 

"The last of August, or first of Sep 
tember last, a letter was received by 
the Solvay Process Co. of Syracuse, 
addressed to Bar ton Crulkshank. The 
let ter 'was re turned to t h e writer, 
which was t h e Engineering Exchange 
Herald Square Studios, No. 149 West 
TMrty-flfth street," New York City, 
marked 'Bar ton Crulkshank is de­
ceased.' 

"A letter was then sen t to Mrs. Bar 
ton Crulkshank, with t h e Solvay P r o ­
cess Company's let ter enclosed, ad­
dressed to 404 Hamilton street,* Syra­
cuse, the former home of the Cruik-
shahks . This letter was forwarded 
to"-Mrs. Crulkshank a t "Potsdam. The 
Engineering Exchange was -soliciting 
for second hand engineering books. 

"Mrs. Crulkshank acknowledged 
t h e receipt -of th i s letter, stating that 
h e r late husband h a d quite an ex­
tensive library which was useless to 
h e r and which she was willing to sell 
After further communication' with 
t h e Engineering Exchange she sent 
t h e books properly boxed, lettering 
t h e name. Engineering Exchange, 
a n d address of same o n book boxes 
herself. ' 

"She thereafter In t h r ee Instalment 
payments received, $48.26 for these 
•books, a nominal pr ice considering 
the i r original cost.- Mrs. Crulkshank 
w a s then asked by let ter from the 
Engineering Exchange if she knew 
anything 'about draf t ing; that the ad­
d res s ore t h e book box, if lettered by 
herself, would indicate tha t she was 
somewhat familiar with drafting. She 
replied by let ter t h a t she had neve* 
received any technical education al­
ong tha t line, bu t had from observa­
t ion learned something of the work 
from watohlng h e r husband while en­
gaged In drafting. 

"Mrs. Crulkshank was then seh t 
some work by the Engineering E X J 
change. After receiving «otrie> In-
instruction from a local professor, to 
w h o m she h a d shown t h e correspon­
dence, she completed the work and 
sen t i t on to the Engineering Ex­
change. She h a d In a l l seven o r 
e ight orders, for which she received 
less than $20 a s compensation. She 
w a s finally informed t h a t they would 
not have a n y fttrther orders for h e r 
unt i l t h e coming- spring. 

"iFrom s ta tements made by Mrs. 
Crulkshank t o them to t h e effect t h a t 
s h e was pleased to d o such work aa 
s h e was glad t o get money, the E n ­
gineering Exchange wro te of .their 
acquaintance wi th real estate firms 
encaged In la rge Long Island, devel­
opment s for whom they had drawn 

house plans, and tha t they had also 
acquaintance with and had done work 
for other -real estate firms who were 
handling resort property in t h e moun 
tains, on lakes, rivers and the s e a ­
shore. 

"They finally offered in their let­
t e r to assist her In the sale of any 
real estate or personal property (if 
she had any to dispose of) on a 
commission basis. 
letter she wrote of the .St. Lawrence 
river farm, which she had offered for 
sa-le, -and also stated tha i she had no 
personal property, excepting 
books and a musical Instrument (a 
French horn.)
