He always had a 
smile for everybody. It is too cold 
to think, too cold to talk, too cold to 
go out for a walk, too cold to sleep, 
too cold to eat, all we are looking for 
fs heat.

He 
has had qui t^ a s diversified experi­
ence but does/ not ^express any desire 
to see his family or to re turn home.

His sto­
ry is t ha t after he left Morristown h e 
walked to Alexandria Bay, 28 miles, 
when he took a steamer for Lewiston. 
From there he went to Buffalo and 
secured a position on a boat running 
to Cleveland. In Cleveland he secur­
ed a position as agent for a magazine 
From Cleveland he went to /Lake of 
the "Woods in Minnesota -where h e 
spent .'the winter.

Thursday—The weather Is more 
moderate today, 24 above zero. At 
the annual meeting of the State Agri­
cultural Society Tieia Jfl Albany yes­
terday George W. Sisson J r . of Pots­
dam was elected (President for "the 
ensuing year. This is quite an honor 
for one of our Potsdam hoys: It is 
raining this afternoon and the walks 
are very slippery. Dewey Osier died 
last night at the home of his son in 
Canton -where h e was carried several 
months ago. He was aged about 9(1 
years and was among' the first contin­
gent of Frenchmen to come to Pots­
dam some sixty years ago . At 1'nat 
time several families of French peo­
ple came to Potsdam front Canada 
and they settled in the northern par t 
of the village in what has since heen 
known as the French Village. Among 
them were the liaBrecks, t h e LaDukes 
the Brewers, the Rltchies. the Santi-
mas, thp Dennys, the LaBeefs, and 
others. They were a ha rdy Industri­
ous class of people fand retained t h e 
characteristics of what a re called the 
Habitats of Canada. They preferred 
to remain in a colony i n ' t h e village 
and work as day laborers instead of 
going 'out into the country and taking 
up farms for themselves. Mr. Osier 
•worked in and around t h e foundry on 
the island for many years. He was a 
small m an but possessed of great 
strength for ijne of his size. 

Friday—The thaw is checked and 
the weatfier is growing colder, snowed 
an inc'h this morning bu t the s torm 
was of short duration. W e Have now 
got 'a good bottom for sleighing. It 
Is reported that A. Barton Her/burn 
has made his native town. Coiton. a 
gift of $3K,000 for a building and to

burn is now a resident of New Tork 
and one of the most prominent men 
in Its financial circles. H e has held 
several very important public posi­
tions and at present is President of 
the Chase National Bank of New York 
A police justice in a village has no 
right to perform a marriage ceremo­
ny.

When t h e firemen arrived the roof 
had fallen in and • t h e fire 
had got so much of a start that prac­
tically nothing was saved. The news 
papers all through the country are 
making a great handle of t h e Cniik-
shank matter. There is not trnouga 
to it ,to warrant so much notoriety. 
No doubt Cruikshank is a cratik, but it 
is simply a case of a man deserting 
his family and leaving the country to 
avoid the embarrassment of Sis debts. 
One ought not to place too" much cre­
dence on what he sees' in the news­
papers. When news is slaek they 
catch on *o anything and make the. 
most they-can out of it. When Prof. 
Cruikshank was here he was regarded 
as a man of much ability and his rea­
sons for discontinuing nis*connection 
with the school I was never familiar 
with, but there certainly was no scan­
dal connected with his leaving- I 
certainly do not glory in his dowr.fali. 

Sunday—This is a' comfortable day 
with an inclination to snow a little. 
It was t h e last music lesson before 
the Christmas holidays, and the chil­
dren .were thinking more about the 
comis.g festivities than about their 
studies, so it had beer, ra ther unsat­
isfactory.

Tuesday. An effort was made to find 
something to try, ' and the first cas'e 
moved-was No Six. Alfred S h a y a u v. 
John J. -Suilivati, and there w-as no 
appearance . for the plaintiff, the de­
fendant filed proof of service of no-

Irfice of trial and secured a dismissal. 
John R. Kel ler represented Carlisle 

'& Carlisle, attorneys tvi defendant. 
There was nothing else that would 

promise to be ready before afternoon 
and the Court disposed of some of 
the motions argued Monday. Among 
them was a Franklin county mat ter 
between two Indians, in which a mo­
tion was made to set aside a Judg­
ment, and to charge W. W. Berry of 
Malose with cosfs personally. The 
motion to set aside was granted, but 
the Court saw nothing in the papers 
which warranted the imposition of 
costs against Mr. Berry. 

In the separation case of Frances 
H. Fairbairn v. William H. Fairbairn 
the Court announced that the motion 
to serve an amended answer sett ing up 
adultery on the part "f the plaintiff 
was granted, and that Ajftjcast would 
go over, but that. th«- d*-f-ndant' must 
pay to plaintiff a term rVt i n J witness 
fees Up to the time that plaintiff was 
informed that the motion would be 
made. Fred J. Gray represented the 
plaintiff, Kellogg & Mulligan the de­
fendant. 

The case of Judd W. Rushton ag­
ainst Charles H. Papworth was*, an­
nounced as settled. This is an action 
brought by the plaintiff, who resides 
in Canton, against the defendant who 
resides in Syracuse, in which serious 
charges of fraud in the sale of stock 
were set forth in the complaint. Law 
rence Russell represented the plain­
tiff and a Syracuse firm the defend­
ant . " 

A recess was taken until half past 
one at which time it was anticipated 
that No. 36. The Peoples Bank of 
Potsdam v. Parker P . Simmons, an 
action on a promissory not. would 
be ready, but at that hour the part ies 
appeared "before the Court and stipu­
lated that if the note and interest and 
certain costs were paid , within ten 
days, that the action should be dis­
continued, otherwise that at the end 
of that period the plaintiff should 
have judgment as demanded in the 
complaint with full costs ir.cludirig a 
trial fee. C. S. Ferr is represented 
the plaintiff, while Geo. H. Bowers 
of counsel represented the defendant. 
who appeared in the case by a New 
York firm. 

No. 46 wassa i led , Harry Bouse', by-
guardian ad litem v. Almon D. Heath. 
an action to recover for personal in­
juries. The plalatlff claims t h a t he" 
was injured by an automobile, and 
asserts that he secured the number, 
and that It was the number of Mr. 
Heath 's machine, and brought action. 
Probably he was mistaken as to the 
number, as Mr. Heath asserts tha t his 
machine ivas not anywhere near the 
scene of the accident at the time. A 
motion to change the place of trial 
from New York to St. Lawrence Co. 
w-as granted some time ago. and it 
was anticipated t h a t it would be the 
end of the case, and so it proved, as 
the plaintiff did not respond when it 
was called and the defendant made 
proof of serving notice of trial and 
ohtained a dismissal. Wm. MeCor-
mick represented the defendant, but 
in his absence the case was looked 
after by C S. Ferris . 

After making up a day calendar for 
Wednesday, an adjournment to that 
date was taken. , 

Wednesday morning No. 45, Joseph 
W. Cain v. Royal E. .Snyder and Bes­
sie A. Snyder was moved. The ac­
tion is brought to set aside a deed of 
a house and lot in GOuverneur. worth 
somewhere between J800 and $1500.. 
which was deeded, by .the defendant 
Royal Snyder to the other defendant, 
who is his wife, on the 23rd of last 
March. Plaintiff is a merchant a t 
Adams. N. Y.. and some time, ago he 
sold a small stock of goods in a 
branch store be had in Jefferson Co. 
to the defendant Royal Snyder, who 
lived at Popes Mills in the town of 
Macomb. Fifty dollars was paid 
down, and then Snyder got sick of his 
bargain, and gave various excuses, 
but never took possession of the 
goods. Plaintiff had various negotia 
tions. and was insisting that some­
thing must be done in March last, and 
the Snyders gave.a J500 mortgage on 
the house in question to the Gouver-
neur Savings & Loan Association, and, 
then Snyder went to Canada and re­
mained some time, presumable to 
avoid litigation with plaintiff. He 
stopped at Ogdensburg on' his way. 
and gave the deed in question. It 
was all the property he had at the 
time. The plaintiff sued him. recov­
ered judgment, issued execution, sold 
the stock-of goods, then issued execu­
tion to St. Lawrence County and it 
was returned unsatisfied. Then this 
action was brought. The evidence 
showed tha t Bessie Snyder knew all 
about the deal her husband was hav­
ing with the plaintiff. But the trans 
fer Is sought to be upheld by the 
claim that Bessie Snyder refused to 
sign the, mortgage unless her husband 
would deed the property to her . It 
is conceded that there was no other 
consideration for the deed. The 
Court submitted to the jury two 
questions, one whether Royal Snyder 
gave the deed for the purpose and 
with the intent of defrauding the 
plaintiff, and the jury said he did; the 
other was whether Bessie Snyder re­
ceived the deed with like intent, and 
the jury found that she did not. This 
left the situation in ra ther peculiar 
shape; the plaintiff moved to set as­
ide the second finding, and the Court 
gave the parties ten days in which to 
file briefs. F. B.wWalte and P . S. 
Slate represented the plaintiff, J ames 
C. Dolan the defendant., 

No. IV!), Nellie Torts v. Thoma" O. 
Forbes, an action to recover damage1! 

for slarsderT was next on" the day cal­
endar, but it was announced as settled 
Geo. A, Adams represented plaintiff, 
Geo. H. Bowers defendant. 

No. 20. Gouverneur Savings * Loan 
Association v. Willis J. Fletcher, w a s 
the next case on the day calendar, b u t 
the parties announced tha t negotia­
tions for a settlement .were In pro­
gress and that it was agreed that t h e 
case should go over. E. H. Neary 
and Thomas Spratt represented t h e 
plaintiff. W. J . Fletcher and C. S. 
Ferris the defendant, and the action 
was brought to recover damages on 
account of alleged fraudulent r ep re ­
sentations made by defendant in se ­
curing a real estate loan. * . . 

There were no more ju ry cases and 
the trial jurors .vere excused for' the 
balance of the term, with the thanks 
of the Court. 

Mabel Moore v. Floyd Moore, a 
contested divorce case, was then mov 
ed and occupied most of the remaind­
er of Wednesday. The parties a re 
both under thir ty yet. and have three 
children. Most of their marital ex­
periences have been In th<e town of 
Russell. Each charges the other with 
infidelity, and each gave such evi­
dence as was in his or her possession 
irusupport of- the claim. The evidence 
would not all look well in print, b u t 
indicated that somebody ought to have 
a divorce. The Court ordered the ev­
idence writterr out and will decide 
the matter later. Geo. A. Adams 
represented plaintiff. Jos . F . Brown 
with Geo. H. Bowers of counsel the 
defendant. 

An adjournment was then taken u n ­
til ten o'clock Thursday forenoon. 

The only civil business t ransacted 
Thursday wli's the, taking of testimony 
in an uncontested divorce entit led 
Martha Cassady v. James 'Cassady, 
and the plaintiff obtained the usual 
interlocutory decree. Lawrence R u s ­
sell was attorney for plaintiff.
