For five years, he said, he tried the 
different sorts on his farm, meeting 
with various degrees of success. He 
found that (burned lime was excellent. 
He told of growing a crop dn 29 days. 
For feeding he found alfalfa super-
dor to other hay. In a year, he said, 
a farmer will save $40 a cow by feed­
ing his stock alfalfa. This would 
make a. saving to the farmers of the 
state in a year of $44,000,000, a sum 
to be considered. 

E. H. Dollar of Heuvelton was in­
troduced as a man who knew the cost 
of producing farm products and who 
once sold a cow for $8000. He said 
it costs on an average of $43 to raise 
a cow. to the age where the mdlk Is 
saleable.

In the res'olution It Is suggested tha t 
the Granges, the fruit and vegetable 
growers' associations and kindred bo­
dies representing the producers, a s 
well as consumers' clubs, labor organ 
Izatlons and other associations, be ask 
ed to send delegates to this conven­
tion for an interchange of views and 
to join in an effort to formulate a 
plan by which the evils complained of 
may be remedied. _̂ -

THE HUMAN BRAIN. 

Scientists Claim It Is Distributed All 
Ov«r th» Body. 

Once It was believed* that the gray 
matter of the brain was confined with­
in the skull. Now physicians and oth­
er s tudents of physiology tell us that 
this s a m e "gray" matter Is found In 
other p a r t s of the body—for Instance, 
in the t ip s of the fingers of the blind, 
where t h e thinking has been con­
sciously much exercised. One physi­
cian tells us there is little brain in the 
throat, a n d it often seems to be an in­
dependent thinking organ. An oper­
ator on the throat must become a 
friend and confidant of that little 
brain o r his operation will npt be suc­
cessful. The little brain has a memo­
ry, and if the operator's band has 
slipped and misused that throat the 
brain in the head may consent to the 
operation and desire it, but that little 
throat brain will resist even if i t be 
months after the mistake, and if the 
operator persists the patient may he 
thrown Into convulsions, such is the 
memory of that little brain. 

And wha t has been discovered in the 
throat a n d in the finger tips will yet 
be discovered throughout the whole 
body, because we will consciously 
think In every part. At present much 
of the thinking is involuntary, not 
With t h e co-operation of the eye or 
Central consciousness, but self knowl­
edge brings you where you co-operate 
with yourself, and there are harmony 
and unity in nil the activities of the 
body because of confidence throughout 
In tbe master of it. 

The cells of your body can be seen 
a s little selves or people, forming a 
government over which you exercise 
good rnie by becoming acquainted 
with y o u r , people, educating public 
sentiment in noble thinking, putting 
away internal strife,- hatred and other 
forms of inharmony. Certain persons 
suffer heennse they have hatred and 
despised parts and functions of tbeir 
bodies. Hatred withers, paralyzes 
and congests. No one can do his best 
nnder disapproval—seek out a *woy to 
think kindly, generously, truly of your-
selt—Detroit Free Press.
