, ''No wonder tha t sanitarians are in­

sisting upon food Inspection, and ag-
<aln food Inspection, and always food 
inspection, as the most important and 
fundamental step in. our campaign of 
health. I t is not the length of time 
that even perishable foods are kept 
that makes them really dangerous for 
human consumption; It Is the filthy, 
careless, ignorant way in which they 
have been sprinkled with decaying 
fertilizer; exposed to the dus t of the 
streets, which is chiefly powdered 
horse manure; crawled over by iflies 
that have come from garbage cans 
and refuse heaps in the -neighborhood 
handled by diseased hands, or sprin-
'kled with, water"-containing typhoid 
bacilli or summer dysentery germs. 
If we keep our food clean, just clean, 
surgically' clean, we shall cut out at 
one stroke three-fourths—yes, even 
nine-tenths—of all our disturbances 
of the digestion.". v 

It is a little difficult to understand 
why such staples as "butter, eggs and 
potatoes should be so high and scarce, 
because wherever there is land these 
can be produced. Statistics show, 
however, that nowhere nea r the a m ­
ount that might be produced in a 
given community is 'produced. For 
instance there is land enough in the 
vicinity of New Tork City to produce 
all the potatoes needed, yet great ships 
are constantly unloading potatoes 
from abroad in the port of New Tork. 
In the case of butter it Is highly prob­
able that the people will refuse t o 
stand -for high prices in the '-future, 
but will insist that the restrictive laws 
against "olemnrgarine shall be repeal­
ed. If the dairy interests want Ho 
keep down the sale of oleomargarine 
thpy must produce more butter and 
sell It at a lower price. 

The Court of Appeals has decided 
that Hon. William Barnes Jr . of Al­
bany'need not answer the Impertinent 
questions that were put t o him by the . 
Bayne Committee, nor need he go to 
jail for his refusal to so answer. In­
vestigating committees have keen their 
best days and both in the Legislature 
and in Congress their Indecent meth­
ods of procedure should no longer "be" 
tolerated. 

A'-conference of Republican Sena­
tors and Assemblymen will be cal le i 
at an early date for the purpose of 
discussing ways and means of rescind­
ing the action of the Legislature of 
1M1 in -approving an amendment to 
the federal constitution permitting the 
imposing of a tax or, incomes. 

Senator Thomas, who led the fight 
in the Senate last year against the 
adoption of the resolution hopes some 
method may be devised by which the 
State's action can be rescinded. 

I t is believed a rescinding resolu­
tion would pass not only the Republi­
can Assembly, but the Democratic S*n 
ate as well. It will he contended that 
New Tork State is net against the 
principle «>f an income tax. .but that 
it is opposed to the imposition of such 

.a tax by the federal government for 
its sole benefit and without any bene­
fit to the State which must furnish so 
large a part of the total tax collected. 

Even if the rescinding resolution is 
beaten in the Serate but passed by 
the Assembly, it is contended that 
that will he an Indication to" tr.e na­
tion of the real -feeling of the people 
of the State, as voiced in the election 
of Legislators the last time they were 
permitted t o elect them. 

The moral effect of such a declara­
tion would, it is believea,. be valuable 
to the States which have not yet act­
ed on the proposed amendment . 

The proposition as It stands is ur.-
n-i-ie tmd dangerous and never should 
have been" passed by The Legislature. 
It was a blunder which should be rec­
tified if possible. 

Col. George Harvey, the sweet and 
gentle editor of Harpers ' Weekly, is 
experiencing the anguished pangs of 
the bitter bite of the serpent's tooth. 
The ingratitude of Gov. Woodrow 
Wilson of New Jersey, who owes what 
ever of eminence he has attained to 
the loving efforts of Col. Harvey, has 
awakened the Indignation of the whole 
country. It is. a sad tale. The last 
issue of Harper 's contains this s ta te­
ment, wrung from the very soul of 
Col. Harvey; _ - , 

"The name of Woodrow Wilson as 
our candidate for president was taken 
down from the head of our columns 
in response to a statement to us direct 
ly by Governor Wilson, to the effect 
that our support was affecting his can 
didacy injuriously. The only course 
left open to us, In simple fairness to 
Mr. Wilson no less than in considera­
tion of our own self respect, was to 
cease to advocate his nomination." 

For years, in season and out, Har ­
pers Weekly' has advocated the eleva 
tion of Prof. Wilson to any old office 
in the land, and h i s matchless abili­
ties as a statesman have been exhibit­
ed in all their pristine beauties by Col. 
Harvey wherever and whenever an 
opportunity presented. Marse Henry 
Watterson, the militant editor of t h e 
Louisville Courier-Journal, voices t h e 
resentment of the entire country* in 
the following well chosen language: 

"I had myself as far back as last 
October suggested to Governor Wil­
son tha t in view of his supposed en­
vironment it might be well for Col. 
Harvey to moderate somewhat of the 
rather aggressive character of Har ­
per's Weekly, in the Wilson leader­
ship. I am not sure that I had not 
fiald as much to Col. Harvey himself, 
but that Governor Wilson without the 
least show of compunction should ex­
press or yield to such an opinion and

Aroused by the soaring price of 
butter, housewives of Pittsburg, led 
by the Congress of Women's ,Clubs .

I t was the Women's 
Club Congress which inaugurated the 
meat s t r ike several years ago, when 
prices were high, and it was effective 
for a t ime. The boycotting scheme is 
not a bad one, ei ther, if it can be ca r 
rled out under some plan and organ­
ization all over the country.

Dix's ill advised 
advocacy of the abolition of capital 
pun 'shment several hills have already 
been introduced in the Legislature to 
do away with the death penalty. Gov. 
Dlx himself the best argument a g a i - s : 
abolishing capital punishment, hav­
ing already m his. shor t career pardon 
ed several of the most vicious murder 
ens in the -S ta t e . The fear of the 
death penalty is p-ositively the only 
safeguard we have -against the man 
with a murderous instir.ct. and to 
abolish It entirely woula be to put 
all our lives in jeopardy. The senti­
ment against capital punislypent is a 
mawkish one at best and' has .no real 
t-asis in rea>cii. Judye Dike of E i w X 
!>TJ says tha t the only way that we 
can hold our restless foreign citizen­
ship in check is always to have the 
fear of the death penalty over them. 
J u i g e Fawcett says that we are com­
ing more and more to consider prop­
er ty rights and less the right of the 
person to life, liberty and the pur­
suit of happiness. The slayer is con­
sidered, bu; :.ot t h e victim and h ' s 
unfortunate family. 

Speaker Merritt is cutspoken in his 
opp,:-sition and says tha t if the dea th 
penalty were abolished there would 
be i»ore slaying. " I t is the thought 
of the death ch3ir that puts the fear 
of God into people contemp-lating 
Jhomieide." 

Cornelius T . Collins, former State 
Super i r tendent of Prisons, said he 
did? not believe Sn the theory a t all . 
"If a guard ir.eurresl the enmity of a 
life prisoner," he said, " there would 
be nothing to prevent the prisoner 
from killing the sruard and as many 
others as he wanted to. Ton could 
r o t do anything more to the prisoner, 
no matter how many he killed. I t is 
t h e fear of the electric chair t ha t 
pu t s a damper on slaying in this s ta te 
To abolish it simply would mean an 
official notification t o a slayer t ha t 
after he had killed one man and go: 
life for it. h e was, privileged to kill 
a s many more a s h e saw fit." 

Some remarks recently made by' o.' 
representative of organized labor. Mr. 
J o h n Martin, a re worthy of repet i ­
tion at this time. H e characterized 
the MeNamaras. as partly the pro-d­
uc t of the spirit which we have all 
helped to create, adding: 

•The only kind of killing which is 
not approved of here Is the legal ex­
ecution." 

MElfifUTT AND CiSCRGENCT. 

Probably Speaker Edwin A. Merrit t 
J r . . of the Assembly., has a t no mo­
ment been greatly pertubered over the 
threats of the Koenig-Dana eflprteni 
to seek a combination of enough R e ­
publican members to thwart the 
Sp-eaker's plans. Koenig isn't a mem 
tier of the Assembly. Dana is a m e m ­
ber serving his second term, after a 
vacation in private life. Tnere are,.of 
course, some other members who a r e 
not entirely satisfied with their com­
mittee assignments. Such soreness is 
annual and inevitable. But it never 
splits a par ty . 

The contrast between present con­
ditions and last year ' s conditions i s 
significant. Tammany was in th« sad­
dle last January. Its leaders did not 
know the s t a t e as a whole. They rod* 
roughshod over opposition. They de­
fied public sentiment, relying on ma th 
ematics. Revolt ivas certain. Revolt 
came. Intelligent leadership would 
have avoided what was invited by the 
Tammany methods. 

Merritt 's leadership is politically in­
telligent. Merritt knows the state, the 
City and Country. The methods of 
St. Lawrence are not the methods of 
New Tork county. But general a c ­
quaintance with sentiment, personal 
tact, and personal force, make ^a 
Speaker against whom there is no pos­
sibility of a successful revolt. 

On the whole, such leadership in 
the Assembly is the best sort of lead­
ership for the community. There will 
be no half-baked legislation put on 
the statute books this year.—Brook­
lyn Eagle.
