THE INVENTOR 

How a Clever Thief Used a 
Camera to Defraud. 

DANCING FROCKS AND WRAPS. 

Changeable Taffeta Frocks. — The 
Vogue of Red. 

Wlnslow Falrchild was an Inventor. 
He had worked a number of years be­
fore striking-anything of actual value. 
Then he happened to fall lu love. 
There is nothing to settle .a man down 
to steady practical effort sq much as" 
love and marriage. The first Invention 
Falrchild made after his engagement 
he sold for $3,000. On this he married. 

His workshop was a single room on 
an upper floor In a business block in 
the city. There 'he used to go at 0 
o'clock in the morning and work all 
day at his inventions.

A contract to sing at 
the Opera Comlque temporarily gladdened her heart and lightened her sky 
with hope, but so often deferred was the promised opening that In despair she 
cancelled her contract, 

« She returned home fearing to tell her mother of her rash act, but her 
world was suddenly filled with sunlight by the news that Gounod had se­
lected her as the Juliet of his opera, "Romeo and Juliet." Never did a 
young girl have a more splendid debut She was only twenty-one, singing 
in <& foreign tongue, In a role created by Patti, in the great Opera House 
of Paris, with Jean de Reszke as Romeo. The applause was enthusiastic, and 
the newspapers extravagant in their praise, and on the following morning 
her manager doubled Ijer salary. Thus begun, her triumphs continued and 
increased in her later appearances in the great capitals of Europe. > ' 

In 1J91, after her successful London season, she married Julian Story, 
the painter, and came to America for her flrBt appearance. Her voice 
is of singular purity and strength, fresh and powerful in tonei and her notes \ 
are as true, clear and brilliant in the middle as in the high register.
