M THERE HOT SNOW? 

UTSd'tora* Courier and Freeman:. 
In I'epiy to a query froin your Hop-

kinton correspondent I submit the 
following: . . 

"Id there such a thins as Warm 
Ice?" 

"Explain the vapor rising from It." 
(The- following simple experiment' 

W}|1 *how that "warm" Is a purely rel-
.at|va term. Take three tumblers and 
jnto one put lukewarm water. Into 
iMVOther put ice water, and into the 
third .put hot water. Set them In a 
cow and hold the .forefinger of * one 
•hand to the hot water and the fore-
•jlnger 'of the other hand In the ice-
wa,ter. Take the fingers out and 
jpHinge them into the tumbler of luke 
•warm water; one finger will Inform 
•yon that the water Is cold, while the 
•other will be as sure that-it Is warm'. 

Now, take two blocks of ice; leave 
one outdoors in the cold air, and 
take one Into a warm room., The 
block outside will stay at the temper-; 
ature of the air, say at Oo, while the' 
temperature of the other will rise to. 
32 degrees and stay at that .point un» 
til it Is all melted. Relatlyely'to the 
block outside, the block of ice Indoors 
is warm. Thus, Temembering the na 
ture of the word warm, we see that w.e 
may have "warm" ice. 

The second query does not turn on 
the meaning of a'word; it is a ques­
tion of t h e form assumed by water 
under different temperature condition 
the three common forms being, solid 
(ice), liquid and vapor (visible and 
Invisible.) 

Ill early winter, before 1oe has for­
med on large bodies of water, as the 
air grows cold the water of ponds 
grows colder and colder, and at the 
ssame t ime contracts, becomes denser, 
and fall* t o the bottom of the pond, 
driving upward the warmer layers be­
low. This water to turn cools, con­
tractu, and fall*, forcing up that -be­
low, which, being warmer, is lighter. 

•If fills process continued to . the 
freezing point, Ice would "form first 
on the bottom o* t h e pond. Fortu­
nately however ihe Anomalous Ex­
pansion of Water step8 to and reverses 
It; that Is, at 34.22 degrees Fahren­
heit (4 deg . Centigrade) water be­
gins to expand on being cooled,- In­
stead o f contracting ur It doc* above 
«tmt tfthSSERwerano" Taaleaj£of*"faIl:-. 
tag to |he bottom floats on the warm­
er, denser water beneath, and freezes 
from the surface downward. • Con­
sequently, however cold the upper sur 
face of a cake of lee may be, if float­
ing in the water on which It formed, 
Its under side and jlower half is never 
so qold that it Is hot "warm" com­
pared to the air above the pond. 

When the blocks of ice are hauled 
through the streets as soon as cut the 
lower part of each cake is still warm 
«r than t h e air surrounding it. There 
IS BTttiln film of air in actual contact 
with It that Is of nearly the same tem 
peraiure a s the' ice (Heat Law of Mix 
turea). "Warm air can hold more 
moisture than cold air. If warm air 
holding much moisture be suddenly 
cooled, t h e moisture appears as fog 
or "steam," amd this is the source of 
the vapor seen rising from the cakes 
Of Ice.. T h e "warm1'.'film of air in 
contact with the ice is filled with the 
moisture toy evaporation from the sur 

•face of the cake. Being warmer it 
absorbs more moisture than it could 
hold if it were as cold as the air ab­
ove the load.. It i s brushed oft the 
cake by the motion • of the eled thro' 
the air, and mixing with the colder 
air Is cooled, throwing out the surplus 
moisture -which it cannot hold at that 
lower temperature in. the form of a 
visible vapor'which rises in a cloudy

BUCK LAW IS FAVORED. 

Proslrtei't of Game ProtecUvo Associ­
ation'Says Ifcls Just Plain Common 
sense. 

One of the radical departures in 
the new game law bill/introduced in 
the Legislature Is the proposed "buck 
law"**whleh prohibits the. killing of a 
female deer. Commenting on the law 
John B. Burnham, (president of the 
American « a m a Protective and Prop­
agation Ans-oclatltHi', said: 

"The prohibition -of the killing of 
fomalo deer Is just plain common 
sense. .Farmers do not kill «ff their 
brcedlpg stock but send the bulls and 
steers to market. And it !« not only 
ns a conservation measure that th» 
•buck law Is a good one. It will very 
greatly diminish the loss of human 
life In the woods, for If a sportsman 
looks for the horns before he shoots, 
ho will hoistire not to kill another hun 
ter. 

"Thi- experience of other states has 
shown ttint it benefits the stock to 
nave thp number of huck* reduced. 
Br. T. R. Palmer of the bureau of hl-
olog'cnl survey at Wnshlnton, has 
slated that the heaviest deer conies 
from Mm states permitting the killing 
of bucks only, and his statement is 
substantiated by the record of weights 
given in the express companies' ship­
ments. 

"Over haw the state In which deer 
hunting Is permitted mow have buck 
laws, n will not do for New York, 
Which has been at the front In some 
forms of protective legislation, to lag 
behind In this. Sportsmen who oo-

•po» the buck law are opposing their 
own Interests, for i ts carta** wauR 
will be to inorMM »nd Invigorate onr 
native etook of deer." 
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CHEATING AMONG SCHOLARS 

Serious Accusation Made -Against 
Those to Become Teachers . 

Those who are' to teach the youth 
of the laftd should certainly he able to 
s e t an example of strict honesty. 

That fifty p e r ceht of the students' 
in the State\Normal college are in the 
habit of, .cheating in examinations is 
the^tatemen^ made In an editorial in 
"The Echo," i, the ? college' 'magazine, 
for January. The artible Is said to 
have made, a great sensation In the 
colleges. The editorial reads as fol­
lows: , •-

"Do we "need an honor system? In 
'arsj past the powers that be- have 

chosen to take the view, first, that 
there\is very little cheating done' by 
the'students of the State Normal col­
lege;'and, second, that' the. cheating 
•donelhurts only those who partici­
pate Jn'ilt., With all due respect to 
these bowers, let It be said that there 
areUvta errors in this attitude. .From 
careful, personal observation, we feel 
safe jli saying' that m6re than fifty 
per ceht tof the members of this col-

JeAge\df cheat in examinations. This 
may b^ a small percentage compared 
with other educational institutions, 
but^we doubt it., At any Ate it Is too 
large a proportion to be ignored. The 
other, notldn that only the cheater is 
hurt by his dishonesty, is as 'erron­
eous as tWe idea that there Isn't much 
cheating done here. We' believe em­
phatically that the greatest harm 
from cheating Is felt by the dishonest 
student, himself, but that he is the on­
ly suffefcer is absurd. Doesn't it hurt 
the honest student to have his less-

•competeiit and less-scrupulous neigh­
bor outstrip him? Far more Impor­
tant, however, Is the harm to the col-
legeXand the state. Cam. anyone deny 
that trie college Is hurt both In repu­
tation, and standard of scholarship by. 
%h\ fact that more than half Its stu­
dents employ dishonest methods? Will 
anyo'ne olaim that the state is not 
harmed by the fact that, of the people 
trained In this Institution to become 
teachers of Its young—to guide them' 
morally, as well as mentally and phy­
sically—more than half are cheaters? 
Is-the dishonest student going t6 be 
an honest teacher? Human nature 
doesn't usually work that way. \ 

We shall not attempt to answer the, 
question: Do we need an honor sys-' 
tem ? To be perfectly frank, we do'n't 
knpw much about honor systems. 
But we do know that we need some­
thing, and we have attempted, to. point 
Mrf fftlit ISM*. gfrlMlf ••,HW.-f«>» 
choose* t o •ignore the existence of 
cheating in general, and to treat leni­
ently specific known cases, so long 
will it be putting a premium on dis­
honesty. 

"It, is to be hoped that cheating will 
receive official recognition this year, 
but for, fear it won't remember that 
the falling or-passlng of an examina­
tion amounts to so little in life, being 
honest or dishonest amounts to so 
much, Before examinations read the 
following words of Abraham Lincoln, 
and be your own honor, system—"I 
am not bound to win, but I am bound 
to. be true; I am not bound to suc­
ceed, but I am bound to live up to 
what light I have." ,

ELIMINATING THE MIDDLEMAN. 

The undertone at the convention of 
the New York State Agricultural So­
ciety,, in session' tni Albany, concerns 
the relation of the middleman to the 
producer and the consumer. It mat­
ters not what may be the topic of the 
hour, groups about and roundabout 
constantly are dlscussllng the small 

. return to the producer amd the great 
cost to the consumer—the price the 
home maker and the home keeper are 
forced to pay for food. 

Farm products, as they go from the 
soil, are inexpensiveenough to meet 
the possibilities of the smallest purse, 
but when they reach the table they 
have Increased one or two hundred 
fold In cost. 

Until the middleman and transpor­
tation agencies, through legislation, 
organization by the farmers or the es­
tablishment of sales depots, are forc­
ed to a decent treatment of the pro­
ducer, the farms will not pay as they 
should and the high cost of living will 
cantlnuo a moot question. Restraint 
of the proflt-avald middleman is 'the 
ono solution. 

In the state of Pennsylvania tne 
farmers, through the stato grange, 
have inaugurated an Interesting ex­
periment. It Is the complete organi­
zation of all of the granges of the 
state, with headquarter at Harrlsburg 
for the purpose of eliminating the 
middleman, so far as possible, in tho 
sale of farm products and the pur­
chase of supplies for the farmers. 
Long ago, in New York State, the 
same scheme was projected, but It 
never nmterialiaed because farmers 
were unable to oome to harmonious 
•agreement to stand by one another. 

Whether such a large organisation 
as the one projected In Pennsylvania 
can be made a success remains to be 
seen. So great a diversity of Interests 
and tho limitless details to be consid­
ered make the undertaking a hawira> 
ous one. Only-the most experienced 
men. men of unusual executive abili­
ty and thorough knowledge of city 
and country production, distribution 
and tmde customs can be expected 
to handle W. Nearly every other line 
of inunlneM has been systematlxad and 
once united, the potentialities of the 
farmers of Pennsylvania or of the 
Umpire State would be tremendous.—

VEGETABLES VS. MEAT. 

We Can Get Along Without Meat If 
We Have To. 

The packers say that the supply of 
meat Is. not keeping up with the de­
mand and that no matter whether 
the beef trust is busted or not the 
price of meat will still go up. But 
what If It does? We can get along 
without meat amd there are many 
grains and vegetables to take its 
place. The production of vegetables 
in this country i3 only a small frac­
tion of what the land will produce, 
and some time the people will be com 
pelled to Increase the produotlon. 

A curious test of the relative values 
of a vegetable diet and a meat diet 
for physical exertion Im the open air 
was involved In the walk of the Buf-
fumi brothers from Boston to Los An­
geles. Here were two men fairly, well 
matched in apparent. physique, hav­
ing the same father, the same mother 
and therefore the same advantages 
or disadvantages In heredity. One 
ate only vegetables. The other ate 
both vegetables and meat. The for­
mer finished bis walk first. He had 
gained eight pounds, as against three 
pounds gained by the meat eater, in 
the course of tho six months' walk. 
Both were pronounced "fit" by the 
physical director of Harvard univer­
sity before the start.

T H E MIDDLEMAN'S PROFITS. 

He Keeps the Cost of Living at Too 
High a Figure. 

The total consumers' cost of food in 
New York per annum reaches the 
vast sum of $451,147,000. Of this thf 
producers get 1274,289,000, transport 
tation absorbs $25,400,000, leaving 
$166,000,000 as the middleman's share 

Stated differently, of. every dollar 
the consumer pays the producer gets 
60 cents, the transportation compan­
ies a little -more than 5 cents, and the 
middleman nearly 35 cents. 

If the consumer is paying toomuch 
these figures indicate why; if the pro­
ducer is getting too little, the cause 
is apparent. It requires too much 
money to get the food from the 
freight warehouse to the consumer. 
In other words, the middleman is toll 
ing the food products of the country 
too heavily.
