at an expense of JI.50.00D per mile. It 
is a wonderful achievement and gives 
its promoter the-trrJe of master bulki­
er. Most* of the way it has be.-n 
built over arches of concrete and a 
third of the way the arches rest upon 
the bottom of the ocean. The dis­
tance from Key West to Cuba is only 
SO miles a-nd-the time for the passage 
I s thus shortened by 20 hours which 
is an Item of great importance in our 
futune relations with the little repub­
lic. Mr. Flagler has done a pTeat' 
deal for Florida. The palatial hotels' 
at St. Augustine and Palm Beach 
were burnt by him. He is not work­
ing altogether for his health for those 
who patronize them have to p°ay for 
them. but he has been a great bene­
factor for the people of Florida. He 
will need no monument to his memo­
ry. 'He has already built his own 
monuments .

I would suggest t h a t hereaf­
t e r when h e wan t s to h i d e hte eyea 
h e should wear mltlen». T h e poul t ry 
xhow a t Water town this week proved 
a failure financially. T h e r e will be a 

deficit of about H00. I t was no fault 
of the management for they put, up 
the finest exhibit ever seen outside 6f 
the large cities. The weather was 
against them. People will not tu rn 
out when the temperature is 20 t« K« 
below zero. Ogdensburg is to have 
an old brown hen show next week. If 
silly advertising will d r aw a crowd 
they certainly should have a big one. 
Some of their poetry was nauseating. 

Saturday—A couple of inches" be­
low zero this morning, bu t the weath­
er is partly cloudy and looks like a 
storm. It seems as though we should 
get some warmer weather soon. The 
sky cleared a little later and the sun 
came-, out, but it does not warm u p a 

•bit. This has been a very cold day 
and it is start ing In for another cold 
night. Those who were apprehensive 
of a short ice crop have changed their 
minds. The icemen have been very 
busy for the last two weeks and the 
ice houses a re nearly all filled. The 
ice is about IS inches thick and is of 
fine quality, blue and clear, for there 
has been no thaws to make a layer of 
slush ice on the surface. Nearly ev- • 
ery family depends upon the ice deal­
ers to furnish their iee> during the 
summer. I do not know of a private 
ice house In the corporation. Very 
few people come to town in this ex­
tremely cold weather. The s t reets 
seem almost deserted. Everybody is 
-wishing and waiting for spring, but 
it will be about 100 days yet before 
the leaves will put in an appearance. 
It don't seem as though we can wait 
so long and there are many wh*» wil-
not live to see the leaves start. We 
can stand this cold weather well en­
ough if it would only let up, but when 
it holds right on day afjer day v.e 
feel that we have got er.ougn. 

Sunday— Bright and clear this 
morning and the mercury is away be­
low zero. I went down town this 
noon and got my papers that I did 
not wait for last night. I did r.ot 
see any one so I did not ge t any news 
but I don't think there is anything 
very alarming, for if there was I 
should have heard of it. ".V person 
who reads the city papers wou l i 
think we were all excited over • me 
Cruikshank, ma t t e r , but.'such, is not 
the case. We hardly h e a r it men­
tioned. - If it was not for the report­
ers and theicolumn after column tha t 
is published in those papers it would 
at tract very little notice. Our local 
papers hardly mention it. It is a 
family matter and the part ies are per 
fectly competent to settle it and we 
are willing that they should. There 
is no scandal connected with it and 
we regard it as the act of a very ec­
centric individual. We a r e in for an­
other very cold night. The sky is 
clear, the stars sparkle and there is 
no wind,, so it has nothing to do hut 
to keep right on growing colder until 
morning. M.y thermometer Is one of 
the short kind and is not adapted for 
this weather. I must get a longer 
one or else deny myself the pleasure 
of getting up before daylight and go­
ing out to see how cold it is. I am 
perfectly willing to take Will Ship 
man's report and let "it go at that, 
H*HmasM w t * «*#» «*ia as a i y o a e .
