Mrs. Charles H . Learned of Wat - ' 
e r t o w n h a s completed her report 
showing the sales of Red Cross Seals 
during the holiday season. A grand 
total of 95,015 seals were sold, being 
distributed as follows: 7686 seals sold 
to postofflce building, 6848 sold In lo­
cal stores, 22,227 sold by the towns of 
t h e county, 68,722 sold iby school stu­
dents and 530 scattering. The total 
of money received from sales was 
$950.15, . Of this $31.94 was paid out 
for expenses, $132.50 or IB per cent 
of the gross sales was given to the 
state committee ,.and the local anti­
tuberculosis $776.16. This was equal 
ly divided between the Visiting Nurs­
es.. .Association, and the Tuberculosis 
camp',"each-..re.ce.iy;ing,$:348.05.

Miss Wat t , t he trained nurse em­
ployed .by the Society for the Preven­
tion of̂  Tuberculosis, in Ogdensburg. 
has submi t ted he r quar ter ly report 
which shows t h e total number of cas 
es under observation' to h e 40, divided' 
as follows: 28 adults and 12 children. 
The numiber of cases discharged was 
as follows: To hospital? 2; left city, 
3, and one died. Visits of co-opera­
tion and relief 184, visits to patients 
418, with a grand total of visits 602. 
There were seven houses fumigated.

This 
number of. operations In a period of 
less than three weeks must be con­
sidered large when it Is stated by the 
same physician tha t the number of 
operations for appendicitis for the 
year performed by him runs between 
35 and 40. The large number of cas­
es Is laid to the seasop of the year, 
overeating during the Christmas hol­
idays, a lack of exercise and other 
conditions likely to follow these. A 
large number of the cases performed 
have been on. children and with , few 
exceptions they have been of a serious 
nature, although none have resulted 
fatally. There was but one caseTfiow 
ever, where the patient was able to 
have the operation performed and be 
out.In a few days.

Three chlldren-of Mr. and Mrs. Wil 
Ham Miller of Alexandria Bay had a 
narrow escape from freezing to death 
one day last week. The children— 
Wren, aged "12, May aged 8, and Ban-
field aged 7. went out for a cutter 
ride with their Shetland .pony. After 
they had gone out the Redwood road 
they turned up the .Gore road. From 
that road they attempted to get ac­
ross to the Clayton road by an. old, 
unfrequented road. On reaching the 
hear t of the woods, the snowdrifts 
were, so high that the Shetland pony 
could not go en. Urging and coaxing 
could rot get the pony to budge. The 
children found themselves In a lone, 
desolate country In extreme cold, and 
night coming on and not a house In 
view. Ftrully It occurred to the old­
er '.bey that he knew nf some people 
who lived on the Clayton road. The 
children then- abandoned the pony 
and cutter and trudged over a mile 
until they reached the friendly farm 
house. The p'enple 'took In the .ex­
hausted wanderers and warmed and 
fed them and went In search nf the 
pony and rig, which they- rescued out 
of the deep snow with great difficulty 
The little girl had been so badly sear­
ed that she could not be persuaded to 
leave the farm house that night. The 
children were not Injured by the ex­
posure. 

Governor Dlx, who Js j'ust now .giv­
ing considerably -attention to conser­
vation, of resources «ave^n^out l ine of 
his vie.ws f s to wjiat J;he. s t a t e should 
do to facilitate power ' development^ 
and tft make^usa.of the waters which 
up to th i s .tltne have heem wasted. . . . 

I t Is . the. governor's belief t ha t res­
ervoirs In the different w a t e r sheds 
should be 'built a t the expense, of the 
power users, whose bonds for con­
struction of dams, etc., shall h e guar­
anteed by the s ta te after such users 
release to the state all of the i r tltle.to 
surplus waters. The bonds should 
run for' a period of .60 years, a t the 
end of which time the physical prop­
erty, the water and the power gen­
erated should ibe t h e property of the 
state aind continue so forever, the 
state selling it to users. 

Some of Jhe advantages of the de­
velopment of the "state's p o w e r r e ­
sources a r e said to. be the regulation 
of the flow of navigable a n d other 
streams, preventing floods, t h e gen­
eral Improvement of the .public health 
more cer ta in . employment and a re ­
duction in the cost of power for man­
ufacturing and Industrial enterprises 
of at least a half, amounting in the 
aggregate to $50,000,000 a year . 
•' A part of the governor's plan of 
conservation embraces the reforesta­
tion of ^highlands In the nor thern sec­
tion where through carelessness In 
lumbering and through Are t h e hill­
tops have been denuded. T h e gover­
nor estimates that 20,000,000 tons of 
coal a year are used by manufactur­
ers in this state for power, represent­
ing one-tenth of . the product of the 
Pennsylvania coal mines. I t costs 
$60 a year to produce one horse pow­
er by coal. With electricity gener­
ated by the natural water fall of the 
state, the cost of each horse power 
would not exceed $30. This reduc­
tion, it is claimed, would tend toward 
the cheapening of manufacturing pro 
ducts and provide steady employment 
In those mill districts where employ­
ment now depends upon t h e amount 
of hydraulic power available. 

Governor Dlx also expressed the 
belief tha t the remaining w a t e r pow­
er available on the American side a t 
Niagara Falls , amounting to 100.00,0 
horse power, and the 500,000 horse

Big a Slice of tho Profits.

fertility. The result is tha t they care 
raise almost twice or even thrice the 
yield t ha t our farmers do. How do 
they do thia /f '_NothIng more simplfe. 
They know their soil as a "breeder hjs 
horse of blooded bull and nur ture i t 
accordingly. 

A general rule for the soil of New 
Tork la impossible. There are too 
many difficult climatic changes. What 
will flourish In one county might not 
to another . 

Governor Dlx h a s suggested t h a t 
scientific t reatment should be applied 
to the soil, and would have the stud­
ents from the agricultural colleges 
serve a part of their time in giving 
public lectures and demonstrations to 
the farmers during vacation. This. Is 
very fine but It does wot go far en­
ough. 

The railroads of the state have sent 
agricultural trains through the state 
and given lectures to the farmers but 
there seems to be ho perceptible ben­
eficial effect. 

What is really needed Is a^residetlt 
expert, a sort of district superintend­
ent, who shall reside in the district-
wherein he is to work and meet the 
farmers on their own ground, talk to 
them, work with them and a id them 
to .bring out the 'best results from the 
particular soil which is peculiar to 
that neighborhood. And these men 
should be paid' by the state. I 

Intensive farming has paid In every 
country where tried. I t w e could 
treat the soil as we do our blooded 
cattle, if we were to study Its meeds 
and Its peculiarities, and add aid 
where needed, the result would am-

THE MARKETING PROBLEM. 

Farmers Must Combine To Ge t Their 
Share of Profits. 

An announcement has been made 
that Andrew Carnegie has contri«>utod( 

$SO0 towards a fund for a now pipe 
organ for the Waddlngton Presbyte­
rian Church. , .Twice the society's 
building h a s been hurned within. -25 
years. On the occasion of tho first 
flro the or«an was destroyed and It 
h a s never been replaced. 

George Morton, a ,wel l known at­
torney, died at tho home of his sister, 
Mrs. Jamcs-P/es In. Ogdensburg last 
week. He had been In ,poor health 
since September 11 "and for the past 
twp months had been' confined to his 
bod. His life had been hanging In 
tho balance for several days past. His 
most notable case was the trial for 
wife murder of F r a n k Conrov. who 
butchered his wife In that city in May 
18»7. In the trial Mr. Morton assist­
ed the late John C. Keeler In conduc­
t ing the defense, bu t the facts were 
so strong against We client that the 
beat at legal skill eould not overcome 
them and Conroy was convicted and 
afterward electrocuted in Dannemora 

In his address a t the annual meet­
ing of the Texas Farmers ' Congress a t 
College, Texas, B. F . Yoakum, chair­
man of the board of directors of the 
Frisco lines, dug deep down to the 
root ofJthe disease that is troubling 
the UniteaVStates. I t Is not the high 
cost of llvmg, but the high cost of 
selflng. s a y s W r . Yoakum, and in sta­
ting the proWem h e takes t h e first 
Step towards \o lv ing it. 

Mr. Yoakuni asserts that t h e farm­
ers do not get IM m u c h as they should 
for their products, and that t h e cori-' 
sume.r pays too m u c h H e referred 
to the government reports, which 
show that the- producer receives 46 
cents for the products of the farm for 
which the consumer pays IV 

The extra cost to the consumer is 
therefore caused by the t raders In "be­
tween the producer and the consumer 

I t Is now generally agreed. . thatJSe-
services accorded by the middlemen, 
such as the upkeep of his horses, the 
salaries of his delivery men, t h e daia- ' 
ty, sanitary boxes In which m a n y per­
ishable goods are now packed, and the 
telephone calls- to give orders, . are 
what have really' Increased tho cost 
of living In America. • 

There is nothing t o prevent the far­
mers who live mear t h e oltles dealing 
directly with thelricustomers.ln town. 
There is nothing to prevent t h e city 
dweller from taking a trip Into tho 
country and making arrangement for 
weekly deliveries. The fact remains, 
however," t h a t with all the cotnplaknts 
about the high cost of living, t h e peo­
ple, by their .extravagant m a n n e r of 
living, their lnslstanee'on p rompt eer-
vtoei and labor saving devices, such as 
the telephone call and . the wagon de­
livery from the grocery store, have 
themselves "brought about the present 
condition. And It to doubtful whether 
the majority would ever consent to 
go back to t h e old method of walking 
to the market place, thus saving car 
fare, and- making personal selection 
of what la to be cooked lor tho family 
The reason the forefathers were able 
to live so cheaply wa* because their 
wives saved car fare, had ho phones, 
went to the market themselves, ho't 
direct from producers, were careful 
about their expenditures, and frequent 
ly managed to get along wi thout ser­
vants. 

If the people want to Ilye cheaply. 
It can be done. T h e question Is, how 
ever, "Do the people reslly 'w!»h to 
live ohenply."

things which the future h a s to solve. 

If the State . Agricultural Society 
were to do nothing else save secure a 
law creat ing agricultural districts and 
district experts, i t would have dem­
onstrated for existence even if If 
should disband tomorrow.

In a recent address, before the Tex­
as (Farmers' Congress, B. F . Yoakum, 
chairman of the board of directors of 
the Frisco lines, advocated a govern­
ment bureau for the purpose of help­
ing the producer t o more successfully 
solve the marketing probllem. He 
believes that such a bureau might 
very properly be established, and its 
work could-be of great practical' value 
to agriculture. Under the present sys 
tern the producer -receives only 46 cts. 
for every dollar's wor th of farm pro­
ducts going to the consumer. The 
other 64 cents is the toll exacted toy 
the middleman in its distribution. Mr. 
Yoakum figures t ha t producers should 
receive, a t conservative estimate, a t 
least two 'billion dollars more per 
year than they are m>w receiving and 
such an amount could easily be saved 
by a system of more direct market ing 
of all farm products. This saving is 
based on the 1910 nine billion dollar 
valuation of farm crops, as reported ' 
by the government, which crops are-
said to have c6st seven billion dollars 
to market. Co-operation is the reme­
dy suggested. Producers In other 
countries have saved themselves much-
in this way. American farmers should 
emulate their good sense. Doubtless 
the government could do much to 
bring about better marketing systems 
as suggested. Certainly the opportu­
nity for doing good in this line is very 
much greater than that of many of 
the numerous investigations now be­
ing conducted at public expense. T h e 
high cost of selling Is vastly more Im­
portant to the producer, and we -may 
say to the consumer as well, th"n *h..> 
high cost of living. However, it is a 
needless loss of time and money for 
farmers to wait upon the government 
in this matter. T h e way is open for 
profitable initial' activity in a n y and 
every rura l community. — Farmer ' s
